In response
to a request from the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, We Pe
Irwin and H. L. Sobel of the Geological Survey examined the deposits
on June 11, 1952, in the company of Mr. Duncan. They recommend that the
applicant's request be denied, as there appears to be little chance
of producing commercial quantities of tungsten ore from the depositse

Introduction

The Duncan property consists of the S sece 31, Te 2 Noy Re 3 Eoy
SBEM and the Double Cross mining claim adjoining it on the easte It
is at an altitude of about. 7700 feet on the northern slope of the San
Berdiardino Mountains, about 12 miles east-southeast of Big Bear Lake,
San Bermardino County, Californiae The property is accessible by driving
southeast on the Mt. Rose road for about 7 miles from its intersection
with State Highway 18 near Baldwin Lake, and thendriving southerly for
about 7 miles on the Broom Flat road, :

The only workings on 5% sece 3l are a 10-foot pit near the east
boundary and several pits only a few feet in depth. The workings on
¥he Double Cross claim consist of a 75-foot inclined shaft and a
nearby vertical shaft that is inaccessible but appears to be about 100
feet deepe The incliped shaft on the Double Cross claim is about 200
feet N.20°E. of the 10-foot pit on the S% sece 31

Geology

The area is underlain principally by crystalline limestone with
interbedded schist and quartzitee. These rocks have been intruded by
irregular bodies of medium-grained granodiorite. Tactite bodies octur
 where the granodiorite is in contact with the limestone and certain beds
of limestone that trend away from the contact have also been selectively
replaced. The tactite consists mainly of epidote and quartz, with minor
amounts of garnet and micae

The 10-foot pit near the east end of the S% sec. 31 exposes a
sheared tactite zone that strikes N.30°E., dips 55 degrees northwest,
and is about 3 feet thicke Granodiorite forms the footwall and limestone
the ‘hanging wall. lhe contacts between these rocks and the tactite are
_ gradational, and in-places along the contact between granodiorite and
tactite the granodiorite is pegmatite. At other places along the
contact irregular pods of mica-rich tactite occure The pods are several
inches in diameter, and only one of them cohtains scheelite.

A bold outcrop of quartzite overlain by biotite schist near the
south side of S} sec. 31 is known as the 1Black Ledge".

Exploration

Mr. Duncan proposes to explore the Black Ledge by driving an
adit from a point about 50 feet lower than the outcrop to the cantact
‘between the quartzite and biotite schiste The plan is thoroughly im-
practical, as no scheelite is exposed at the surface, nor is scheelite
to be expected along the contact at depthe.

The only schedite deposit seen that would interest a competent
prospector is the one opened by the inclined shaft on the Double Cross
claime There it is possible that a "shoestring™ mining operation could
profitably produce a few hundred units of WO, from narrow stopes
along the thin scheelite-bearing tactite zonée. Mre. Duncan however, seemed
only midly interested in this deposit, and furthermore is probably
incompetent to conduct such an operation on an economical basise.
Exploration funds were not requested for this deposit. Moreover,
small-scale development is indicated, rather than exploration.

Conclusion

It is recommended that the applicant's request for Government
aid be denied.
