The nickel fortunately is
not in the form of that in the Oregon and Cuban deposits but occurs with
magnetite which is an iron mineral. This means that the rock may be- crushed

- and the nickel gotten out by merely concentrating the magnetite.  Thus one
"would have nickel with iron a form in which it could be used in seventy per
cent of the usual manufacturing processes. To mine this rock one would need
only a power shovel which with occasional blasting one could mine and powder it -
between sixty and eighty cents a tony It is quite possible that the nickel
could be concentrated for an. additional seventy cents per ton. I do not have
