During the course of the audit Mr. Roger C. Wilbur, a partner,

was present and consulted as required. His cooperation and assistance
greatly facilitated the audit.

IT GENDRAL INFORWATION ON RECORDS

The accounting fecords were adequate to properly account for the
expenditures made for the exploration project. The operator did not maine
tain any general ledger; however; the cash disbursement register listed all
checks issued and included amounts paid to employees on the payroll and
payments to vendors for material purchases and other expenses chargeable to
the cost of the exploration project. - .

The Mr-10l's were prepared at the end of each month by L. 4,
Otterson, partner, and had all of the necegsary supporting documents attached.
The operator also maintained files by months, which contained copies of ine
voices and other pertinent data for costs chergeable to the exploration pro«
Ject. These files were examined during the course of the audit,

III SCOPE OF AUDIT AND FINDINGS

The audit consisted of a complete analysis of all expendi tures,
in order to ascertain the accuracy, propriety and validity of the costs as
shown in the "Totals to Date" column of Form MP~10), Operator's Monthly
Report and Voucher, for the month of January 1953. The extent of the audit
and the findings under each of the "Items of Cost" follows:

The contract allows the Operator to rent a compressor for 4 months
at $160 a month $640,00, Instead of renting a compressor as the Operator
intended at the time he made application for a loan, he purchased a compressor
prior to the date of the contract for $850,00, plus immediate repairs of
$863.21, or a total cost for the compressor in running order of $1213.21, The
Operator now desires to claim depreciation on the compressor of 1/60 of
$1213,21 per month for 8 months or $161,76.

The Operator intended originally and was allowed by the contract
to purchase a tram hoist for $250.00. Instead he purchased a used hoist
prior to the date of the contract for $463,50. He is now desirous to be allowed
depreciation on this hoist for 8 months or $61.80.

The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, which, with any maps
o; t;iarawmg_(si tglereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the: exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. )

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,” .
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. :

(1) Independent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. '

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

In reference to your memorandum of March 3,on the above men-
tioned contract, in regard to a remark in Mr., Selfridge's letter that
it was difficult to understand why the shaft was sunk in the footwall
at approximately a 75° angle when the contract called for sinking the
shaft at an incline of 45°:

The operators started their shaft in ore and endeavored to
follow it downward. An inspection was made by Mre. Sheahan, of my office,
when the shaft had reached a depth of five feet and at this stage of
the game, the inspecting engineer recommended that the contract be
terminated as it was being carried on in a very inefficient manner.

. On his next inspection the shaft had reached a depth of twenty feet.

At this time the shaft definitely had steepened. Mr. Sheahan brought
this to the attention of the operators and recommended that more care-
ful supervision be given the work. In this report he again recommended
that the contract be terminated as it was being carried on in an in-
efficient manner. :

At this stage of the operations, Mr. W P. Irwin of the U. S.
Geological Survey reviewed Mr. Sheahan!s interim reports and in a mem-
orandum to you dated December 19, 1952, Mr. Irwin made the following
statements:

"Mr. Sheahan points out that the rock in the twenty foot exploration
shaft grades from tactite with a grade of 2,76 percent O%near the col-
lar to a hard silicated rock containing less than 0.0l percent WO at
the bottom of the shaft. Several explanations should account for this
change in grade and host rock.

"Wide variations in grade along the strike and down the dip of contact
metamorphic tungsten deposits are common. Such variations can be seen
along the outcrop of the Birthday Star deposit, although not to~the ex-
tent of the exposures in the shaft., The fact that nearly barren rock is
now exposed in the bottom of the shaft should not necessarily be re-
garded as an indication that the ultimate bottom of the deposit has been
reached, or that the ore body in general rakes to the northeast.

"The gradational change in host rock, from medium- to coarse-grained
tactite to a finer-grained silicated rock, may be owing to variations in
the original deposition of the host rock. If such is the case, tactite
may '"come in" again down the dipe.

"0n the other hand, the change in host rock may be owing to the steep in-
clination of the shaft. As I recall from my original examination of the
deposit, the scheelite-bearing tactite formed the hanging-wall portion of
the band of contact metamorphic rock, whereas a finer grained silicated
rock formed the foot wall portion. Iittle scheelite was seen in the foot
wall portion. The bedding of the rocks dips approximately L5°. Accord-
ing to the cross section sketch of the workings in Sheahan's report, the
shaft is collared in tactite and is inclined about 70 degrees. Therefore,
it appears possible that the shaft has migrated from the hanging-wall

tactite zone into a footwall zone of nearly barren fine-grained rocke. This

should be tested by putting a 4 or 5 foot round in the hanging-wall side
at the bottom of the inclined shaft.

"As this is an exploration project, rather than development, work should
not necessarily be stopped because the workihg pass out of ore in a
notoriously spotty type of deposit, nor should the program be revised by
starting a new shaft so that the workings can be kept in ore. Consider-
ing the shallow depth of the exploration shaft, we have gained little ad-
ditional knowledge of the deposit. Considerable high grade tungsten ore
is exposed at the surface of the deposit, and it would appear worthwhile
to explore the possibilities of similar bodies of ore occuring at depth.
I recommend that the exploration shaft be continued to a depth of at
least 50 feet before revision or cancellation of the project is consider-
ed, unless the cost of the exploration is entirely beyond reason."

Mr. Irwin's recommendations seemed logical and the shaft was
continued to a depth of 48 feet. It isn't necessarily true that the
tactite zone would follow on a regular dip of L5°. According to Mr.
Sheahan's interim report dated January 28, 1953, it seems that the
tactite zone carrying scheelite at the surface has definitely pinched
at a depth of approximately 12 feet.

However, as lMr. Irwin has pointed out in his memorandum
dated December 19, this was an exploration project and not a development
project and that the work should not necessarily be stopped because
we had passed through the ore at a depth of 12 feet. He has also
stated that considerable high grade ore is exposed at the surface and
it would appear worthwhile to continue to a depth of at least 50 feet
before revision or cancellation of the contract.

I have reviewed interim reports by Frank J. Wisbelt (August
27) and by Benjamin H, Sheaham (November 7, December 5, and January
28). These reports show that the only exploration completed to January
8, was an inclined shaft 48 feet deep. Good tungsten ore was present
in the first 5 feet of the shaft; low-grade material was present between
5 and 15 feet; granite without mineralization was reached at 20 feet and
is present to the bottom of the shaft,

The work done has been slow and costly and has not been
successful in following ore.

On December 5, Mr. Sheahan recommended that the exploration
be discontinued because of excessive costs, but that equipment and
supplies should not be removed until the ore exposed in the outecrop
was mined and shipped. He suggested that the exploration be recessed
and the contract be held in abeyance, thus allowing the operator to
retain the aerial tram for use during production. On January 28,
Sheahan pointed out that the contract expires February 2, and that if
a time extension is granted, it should provide for drifting and cross-
cutting from a higher elevation than the proposed 100-foot level,

Recommendation

9 The shaft work and all underground exploration should be
stopped and the exploration project should be either terminated or

In performence with the referenced contract, this company has dug a shaft
in the designated spot shown on the sketch aocompanying the contract %o approximately
60feet. At this depth it appears that the shaft has crossed through a granite dike
and drawn away from the ore body, It is felt that as there is no showing of ore at%
this depth, it would be advisable to drift 15 feet West then crosscut North and South
until contact is made with the ore. It is our opinion that contact should be made
in not more than 50 feet of crosscutting,

This letter is to request a deviation from the above contract to allow us
to meke contact vith the ore at our present depth and for an extension of five
months time for the balance of the contract. This is not a request for additional
funds for this purpose. It is estimated that there is yet $4,000,00 to be spent on
the contracte.

In reply to your letters of December 8 and January 15, we would like ¢o
bave the contract changed to allow depreciation on our compressor and tram hoist
instead of purchasing these under the contract. We paid $850.00 for the compressor
and $363.21 for immediete repairs to bring it to first class condition. The tram
hoist was purchased used for $463.50. As yet we have not purchased a mine hoist
but would like %o leave it available on the contract. Both compressor and tram hoist
were used throughout the eight months of the contract.

We suggest the IWC22 Victor Welding Torch be dropped from consideration
in the contract.

The items for depreciation of 2-ton truck, jeep and jackhammer should be
claimed and have been an oversight. The tractor was used only one month and
depreciation is requested only for that period.

It appears that the amount allowed for supervision will be exceeded and
should be increased to $1,200,00 if the time limit is extended.

We hope the aboe information will emable you to reinstate some of the
disallowed items.

Summary

The Birthday Star Tungsten prospect opens an ore body that is 150
feet long and an average of | feet wide. The ore body contains 600
tons of indicated ore to a depth of 10 feet, and 3000 tons of inferred
ore to a depth of 50 feet below the indicated ore. The grade of the ore
is estimated to be 1,0 percent W03,

It is recommended that the ore body be explored to a vertical
depth af 100 feet by a 160~foot inclined shaft and 150-foot drift at a
cost of approximately $15,000. The exploration should be followed
closely by the field team in order to limit or otherwlse modify the
program, as the subsurface structure or grade of ore may be radically
different than that indicated by surface exposures.

Introduction

The Birthday Star tungsten prospect in the 0ld Women Mountains
in San Bernmardino County, California was examined by L. D, Clark and
We Pe Irwin of the Geological Survey during the afternoon and evening
of March 2, 195 2. The examination was in the company of L. A. Offerson
and B. He Craig of the Hidden Hills Company who applied to DMEA on
. January 22, 1952 for Govermment participation in a $4;8,170 exploration
program,

The prospect is on a steep, southerly-facing hillside, about 3000
feet northeast of the Section Nine tungsten mine, and about 500 feet
above ancdld silver mine that consists of extensive underground workings.
The Section Nine mine, and the Hidden Value tungsten mine 3/ mile
southwest of the Section Nine mine, were examined GQuring World War
IT by the Geological Survey as part of its strategic minerals investigations,
The Birthday Star camp is about one mile southeast of the prospect, and
is accessible by traveling over 18 miles of fair desert road from
Damby, a station on the AT&SF Railroad. A steep road extends from
near the camp to the old siver mine, and from the silver mine a foot path
leads to the prospecte.

The deposit was discovered on the Birthday Star, gold claim by
Craig, who purchased the claim in the latter part of 1951, Subsequently,
the Birthday Star claim was covered half by the Packard No., 1 claim and
half by the Packard No. 2. The center line of the Packard claims trenzs
northeast, and the Packard No. 2 is at the northeast end of the Packard
No. 1. The deposit has been explored only by three small open cuts, add
no ore has been shipped.

Ceology

The tungsten deposit occurs in a discontinuous tabular body of
epidote-rich tactite that is enclosed in granite. The tactite body
strikes N.65° E. and dips about 45°® to the northwest. It has an average
thickness of about 10 feet, and can be traced by discontinuous exposures
for more than 3000 feet along the strike., The tactite body is cmosscut
by many sub-parallel granite dikes that in general strike eastward and
dip moderately northward. The sections of granite that separate individual
portions of the tactite body constitute about one third of the
3000 foot length along which the tactite is exposed. - Several small
parallel bodies of tactite occur 25 to 50 feet southeast of the tactite
main body. A

The principal part of the tungsten deposit is in a 150-foot section
of the tactite body that lies between two crosscutting dikes (see

" idealized sketch map). More than one third of the length is concealed

by a thick cover of talus, but is assumed to be 31m11ar to the exposed
part of the 150-foot section.

Scheelite, the only tungsten-bearing mineral that was seen,
occurs as fine to coarse grains in a fairly continuous zone along the hanging
wall of the tactite body. West of the talus=covered area the zone has an
average width of 5 feet with an estimated average grade of 1.0 percent
W63; to the east it has an average width of 3 feet with the same grade.
Within the zone, however, areas of several square feet contain as much as
5.0 percent WO3. No evidence was seen to indicate whether the scheelite
mineralization is related to the main granite mass or to the granite dikes.
Under ultra=violet light most of the scheelite fluoresces bluish-white,
but a small percentage of the grains fluoresces pale yellow,

The discontinucus portions of the tactite body as well as the
small, parallel bodies were lamped for about 2000 feet along the hillside
but none were seen to contain concentrations of scheelite comparable
to the 150-foot portion previously described. Judging from surface
indications, none of the other portions contain scheelite concentrations
of sufficient size and grade to b e of economic interest.

Ore Reserves

The Birthday Star deposit is estimated to contain 600 tons of
indicated ore with a grade of 1.0 percent W03, and 3000 tons of inferred
ore df the same grade, In calculating the tonnages it is assumed that
(1) the northeast half of the deposit averages 3 feet in width, and the
southwest half averages 5 feet in width, (2) the tactite covered by the
talus is the same width and grade as that in the eastermmost cut, (3)
the indicated ore extends to an average depth of 10 feet and the inferred
ore extends 50 feet deeper, and (4) 10 cubic feet of tactite weighs 1 ton.

Exploration

The applicant had no definite exploration plan at the time d the
examination, and the request for a $148,170 program is excessive.
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The most feasible method of exploring the deposit is to sink
an inclined shaft in the ore along the hanging wall of the granite
dike at the southwest end of the 150-foot section of the tactite. The
shaft should be sunk to. a depth of 100 feet, if the ore continues to
that depth. At the bottom of the shaft, a drift should be driven a
maximum of 150 feet to the northeast or to the northeastern granite
dike, depending on which is the shorter distance. If the ore encountered
at depth is similar to that indicated at the surface, the program would
prove about 6,000 tons of ore with a grade of 1.0 percent Wo3. The :
program should be flexible and be closely followed by the field team
as the sub-surface structure of the deposit is not well known. The
attitude of the tactite body and crosscutting dikes may change abruptly
at depth. The following items are reasonable expenditures for exploration

of the deposit.

1. The shaft would be inclined to the north-northeast at about
40® and would be about 160 in length to attain a depth of 100 feet, if
the surface dip of the contact is persistent at depthe At a cost of
$L40 per foot, the shaft would cost $6,400.

2+ The 150=foot drift from ’che. bottom of the shaft would cost
$3,750 at a cost of $25 per foot. :

3. Installation of af! 800-foot cable to the deposit from the end
of a proposed road appears to be necessary to hoist mining supplies
and equipment. The cost estimated by Craig is $3000.

L. Minor repair of road, and building 1/l mile of new road to
the lower terminal of the 800=foot cable, should not exceed $1000 for
10 days rental of a bulldozer at $100 per day. ‘

5. Repairs to three cabins,to consist mainly of pabtching the tarpaper
roofsyare estimated by Craig to total $100. .

6, Water for camp and mining purpbses can be obbained from a well
higher in the canyon and about 1000 feet east of the campe A small

pump and 1000 feet of pipe will be needed to carry water to the camp.
Estimated cost for pump and pipe is $500.

The costs listed above are not to be interpreted as exact costs,
but are given to indicate the general scale of the proposed exploration
program, The applicants estimated theiz program to require 1 year
to complete, but it seems reasonable to believe that the program outlined
above could be completed in less than six months with a crew consisting
of one miner, two helpers, a cook and one supervisor.

Mr. Craig plans to supervise the exploration, and appears to
be well qualifieds He has a good concept of the geology of the
deposit, and had considerable experience in practical mining. He states
that he has 30 years experience working in Bisbee and Jerome, Arizona,
and Butte, Montana, working several years as a diamond driller for
Continental drilling Company and the Bureau of Reclamation, and as
superintendent  the Darwin Consolidated Tungsten Mine in California.
The other partners have no mining experience.

No clear-cut exploration proposal is made. The following
is the applicant's statement: "Repair of desert road, repairing
camp, building 1/L mile new road, installing 800 feet cable from
erd of road to project site, sinking shaft to determine depth of
ore at one or more locations and running crosscut from side of
mountain to intersect vein if so indicated by sinking of shaft.”

The applicant has not presented an adequate geologic or
assay map, and has not shown the proposed exploration. Apparently
no proper examination was made of the claims, and no work has been
done on them by the applicant. The statement is made that the claims
are owned by the applicant, who purchased them from a former owner.
Presumably, the claims are identical with the Desert View claims
previously listed in DMA 1579-X,

The applicants are not miners, and 2 of them report assets
totaling $1,581,934, presumably sufficient to pay a consultant to
prepare a reasonable proposale.

Geologic Appraisal: .

This prospect was not examined by the Geological Survey.
The Hidden. Value and Section 9 prospects located about a mile south
of the Hidden Hills prospect were examined in 1943 and 1945. They
consist of small lenses of scheelite-~bearing tactite in granite, and

e
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contain several percent of WO,. Shipments made from these properties
in 1943-4), aggregated 519 tons containing 1604 units of WO,. No

ore has been shipped from the Hidden Valley prospect, and fio exploration
work has been done.

The description given by the applicant states that the
Hidden Valley claims are on a continuous vein of epidote 4 feet thick
and 3,000 feet long. Actually, the mineralization is probably in
small, discontinuous lenses that are surrounded by granite and have
a shallow vertical dimension,.

Recommendations

It is recommended that the docket be referred to the field
