Conclusions: The property has not been examined by the Geological Survey. 
Tungsten prospects on the Gray Point and LaColorado claims to the 
north were examined in 1951 and found to be noncommercial. 


The applicant apparently plans to start production rather than 
exploration. There is no place nearby at which he could market 
crude ore. 


Apparently some scheelite occurs on the claims in narrow quartz 
veins. 


Recommendation: It is suggested that the applicant be requested to provide 
information about width, length, and tungsten content of veins, and 
to state what exploration is planned. He should also itemize costs.
