Reference is made to your request for a brief geological description
of the mineral deposit at the Defense mine, which information is needed to fill
out Form MF~100 in connection with a government loan, The following report is
respectfully submitted: ‘

GEOLOGY OF MINE

General

The Defense mine is situated on the east slope of the Argus Range, which

. geologically is made up of a thick series of Paleozoic limestones and shales.
These sedimentaries have been complexly folded and faulted, and compression
thrusts of large displacement are common in the area. The formations have also
been intruded by stocks of granite and dikes and sills of porphyry. Numerous
mineral showings occur in the area, but the relationship of the various deposits
is not known, as the mineralization cannot be traced continuously from one mine
to another.

Local

The host rocks at the Defense mine are altered blue and gray crystalline
limestones, which have been cut by dikes and sills of diabase, Faulting and fis-
suring is common, particularly in mineralized areas.

The original discovery consisted of a typical gossan some 10 feet in dia-
meter, containing iron oxide, manganese oxide, and occasional streaks of cerrusite.
As this was followed down, it led to stopes of ore where flat-lying shear zones
were encountered near the fissures. Some porphyry is usually associated with the
ore bodies, but its relationship is obscure and its occurrence is scanty in the
mineralized zones. Chert nodules are usually seen in the limestones in which the
ore bodies occur, and this type of limestone is therefore thought to be favorable
for ore deposition in the area.

The ore occurs in irregular lenses in fissures and along the flat-lying
shear zones. Of the ore so far mined, about two=thirds has come from the latter
type of structure. The general strike of the ore bodies on the various levels is
aboug N,75CE., and the rake is about 25° in the same direction (see map and sec-
tion).

Ore minerals consist of cerrusite, anglesite, and galena in a gangue made
up of jasper, iron oxide, manganese oxide, and quartz.

EXPLORATION POSSIBILITIES

In a limestone deposit of this kind, the irregularity of individual ore
jenses necessitates the performance of exploration along general trends, rather
than along the direction of individual ore bodies, if new deposits of any conse-
quence are to be found. The general trend of the ore bodies so far mined at the
Defense mine is apparently to the northeast (see map and section), This would,
therefore, be the logical place to do some exploration on the lower level, first
driving a crosscut to get into position (see map), and then drilling a series of
holes to locate individual lenses. If new lenses are found, they could be mined
efficiently, now that the lower tunnel is completed.

Another good exploration possibility would be the area above the inter-
mediate level and below the main stopes (see section). This area could be tested
by a series of relatively short drill holes or raises, and any ore found would be
close to the main chutes for mining. '

Four copies of the Interim Report dated April 17, 1953, on
the subject operation, writton by E., H., Sheahan, Mining Englneer,
Bureau of Mines, were sent to you on April 22.

According to Mr. Sheahan's report, this property should be
certificd as a discovery., The operaters have extended a crosscut
from the intermediate stope and drifted 90 fcet in ore. - Four 50-ton
shipments have been made to the American Smelting and Refining
Company that averaged 22 percent lead and 18 ounces silver per ton.

He also states that four ddditional shipments have been mincd from
the development drift and aro in oroc chutes and bins. The full extent
of the orec body has not been determined., The work indicates a strike
length of 150 feet, an average horizontal width of 15° feet and a
thickness of 10 feet.

This would indicate in the neighborhood of 2,250 tons of
ore that will average $60.00 per ton, at the present pribes of
metals, which should be sufficient to pay back the explorationloan
that has been made on the property.

The question has arisen as to the time a cortification of
discovery should be made. The subject contract doés not expire until
May 27, 1953, yet as a result of the work done under it, four
royalty payments have already been made and more will follow, We
know, of course, that the Washington office will issue the certificate
of discovery, and in the present case there is no question but that a
cortificate should be issued; we will await your action.

In connection with other contracts there are scveral
questions on which we need enlightment. Wo know that certification






1y

of discovery must be made within six months, but we are not clear

as to the date that that six-months' period starts. Is it six

months after ore has been found, six months after the termination
date of the contract, or six months after the operator ceases work
under the contract, if for some rcason or other he does not complete
the contract? The date of certification may bccome a very important
date in cases where a property changes hands and the borrower is
anxious to get a clear title. There may be other rcasons why the date
of certification is a very important datc.

These questions may be academic, but Mr, Bailey and I would
appreciate your thoughts on them at an carly date.

The applicant requests assistance to explore his property
by 2,000 feet of diamond drilling on three levels. If the drilling
results are favorable, he proposes to do additional exploratory
drifting and raising.

The field team recommends the diamond drilling program
outlined in their report for approval. The project will explore
for oxidized lead-silver orebodies in limestone.

Two lens-shaped orebodies have been mined on the Upper aml
Intermediate levels. Reported production has been 8,621 tons with
an average grade of 15-2/ percent lead and 9-15 oz./ton silver, Two-
thirds of this production has probably come from the Upper level stopes.
Values of five samples taken by the field team range from 9.5-36.4
percent lead, less than 1 percent zinc, less than 0.3 percent copper,
less than .03 oz./ton gold and 9-103 oz./ton silver over widths of
8-42 inches. As these samples were from the old workings, they roughly
indicate the tenor of the orebodies and the ore remaining in pillars
and old stopes.

Mineralization occurs in irregular flat-lying fissures and
replacement orebodies which rake about 25 degrees eastward. The main
structural controls are believed to be flat-lying shear zones in
limestone between two steep, north dipping faults.

The diamond drilling program recommended by the field team
will test for possible extensions of the two known orebodies, but its
main objective is to locate new orebodies near the present workings.
A series of short holes (100~150 feet) will test the ground adjacent
to the workings on all three levels of the mines
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Although the project is speculatory, the proposed drilling
appears to be the most suitable exploration for the property. We

concur with the field team recommendation that the application be
approved,

Reference is made to subject "Review of Application for
Exploration Assistance," dated April 3, 1952 and to your letter to
me, dated April 10, 1952, requesting additional data on the pro-
posed exploration program at the Defense lead-silver mine.

Attached are four copies of a report - DMEA-2lijl, Defense
Mine, Inyo County, Calif., Lead-Silver, by Benjamin H. Sheahan,
Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and E. M. MacKevett, Geol-
ogist, U. S. Geological Survey, dated July 8, 1952.

The engineer and geologist are in agreement that a program
of diamond drilling is warranted on the property.. The oxidized lead-
silver ore occurs as irregular replacements in limestone. The only
difference in the reports submitted by the geologist of the U. S.
Geological Survey and the engineer of the Mining Division are that
Mr. Sheahan believes that some of the ore in old stopes should be
mined before a drilling program is started. In other words, in this
type of deposit, he is more inclined to follow the ore instead of
doing blind prospecting work by diamond drilling. However, he is in
agreement with the recommendations that have béen made by Mr. MacKevett
of the Survey; that a certain amount of drilling is warranted to
prospect for lenses of oxidized lead-silver ore. Mr. Newman's report
on the property more or less suggests the same program.

We concur with the recommendations that have been made and
recommend that favorable consideration be given the applicant's
request for a defense loan.
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The answers to the questions raised in your letter, dated
April 10 are as follows:

1. Diamond drilling will be done under contract at a price
of approximately $5.50 per foot.

2. A caomplete inventory of equipment has been taken and is
listed in the report, however, only part of the equipment will be
used in the exploration program as outlined:.in the engineer's and
geologist's report.

3. The claims are unpatented claims and valid location
certificates are recorded at Independence, Calif., as follows:

Defense Claim, Book 55, page 205, 11/18/L1
Defense No. 1, " 55, page L70, 7/20/42
Defense No. 2, " 55, page 470, 7/20/L2.

Mr. L. D. Foreman and Mr. W. V. Skinner purchased the prop-
erty under bond and lease in 1946 and 1947. Terms included a $25,000
purchase price with 12 percent royalty. In April of 1951, Mr. L. D.
Foreman and family obtained control of the entire property.

L. The property was surveyed by Mr. E. ¥¥. Newman in
December 1950. Mr. MacKevett of the Survey has used Mr. Newman's
‘map and spotted holes for diamond drill exploratlon of the property.
This map is attached to the report.

SUMMARY

The Defense Mine is a lead-silver propérty, located in Imyo
County, Calif., on the east slope of the Argus Renge and 11.4 miles
by road southwest of Panamint Springs.

The property is controlled by Mr. L. D. Foreman, the applicant V/
for a Government exploration loan, docket DMEA-2441.

Oxidized lead-silver ore occurs as irregular replacements in
Peleozoic limestone.. The outcrop of the mineralization was discovered
some time prior to 1941, and a  few car'loads of ore were shipped from
the main dispov;ry shaft. Mr. Foreman and partner purchased the
property in 1948. They drove’ the upper tunnel approximately 95 feet, .
intersected the main stope ore body and produced over 7,000 tons of
ore by 1949, which avefaged about 21% lead and 1ll.2 oz. silver.

. Following this early period of pfosperity a lower tunnel was -
driven; considerable capital was investgd but no ore was found to
compensate for the ;xpenditu}e. |

In 1962 the owmer requésted Government assistance to conduct a
diemond drilling exploration progrsm. A revised program is plotted
oﬁ (Piate 1), as Aetermined‘by the recent examination. This program
. has some merit as described by the examining geologiste.

The engineers oonciusions are that several narrow streaks of
- ore along the walls of the stopes should bé mined before undertaking
a core drilling program. The ore bodies are irregular in shape and

The Defense (1e'ad-'silver) Mine, ;iocket DMEA-2441, was examined
by an engineer of the Bufea.u of Mines jointly with a geologist of the
G.eological Survey on ;Tune 4 and 5, 1952, Mr. Robert Foi'ema.n, super-
intendent of the property and son of Le D. Foreman, the principal
owner, accompanied the examining engineer and geologist.

Property holdings consist of three unpatented mining claims
kmown as the Defense, Defénso Noe 1 and Defense No. 2 situated in
the Modoc Mining District, Inyo Tounty, California; and are at an

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PHYSICAL FEATURES
The mine is located in an area of ruggedAtopogréphy on the eastern
slope of the Argus Range. Water is scérce‘in this region, but is

sufficient for the domestic requirements of a small crew at the property.

A spring, located 0.8 mile southeast of the mine, furnishes sufficient

water for present requiremsnts of a few hundred gallons per day which

is hauled to the property.
The climate is very hot during summer months. Rain fell during
winter months is light. Occasional cloudbursts during éarly summer

may cause considerable damage to the road leading up the steep cenyon

. from Panamint Valley to the mines

Early production of ore f}om the property was hauled by truck to
Cartago, a station on a branch line of the Southerﬁ Pacific Railéoéd.

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Geologist's Recommendation

Sﬁmmary

It is recommended that a revised exploration program consisting
of 2,000 feet of diamond drilling be carried out. This program is outlined
in the text and the drill hole locations are plotted on the accompanying
composite map (Plate 1).

Geology
General Geology

The Defense mine lies on the rugged eastern slope of the Argus
Range in an area underdain largely by beds of Paleozoic limestone. These'
beds in the vicinity of the mine strike northwest and dip northeast. They
consist of several hundred feet of light-gray to white recrystallized
limestone and a blue-gray limestone member less than 100 feet thick. Locally

beds in both limestones contain light-gray chert lenses about 6 inches in maximum

dimension that appear to be concordant with bedding. A cursory examination
of the surrounding area revealed that the recrystallized limestones
underlie dark-gray fossiliferous limestones. Based on lithologic similarity
and apparent stratigraphic position. the rocks of the mine area probably are
members of McAllister's 1/ Devonian Lost Burro formation, which is the host
for several other northern Inyo County lead-zinc-silver deposits, notably the
Cerro Gordo and Lippincott mines. 4 stock-like body of gabbro 2/ crops out’
to the south and numerous salients of this intrusive occur in the mine area.

Contact-metamorphosed zones 5 to LO feet thick, occurfing near
the gabbro-recrystallized limestone contact, are composed mainly of diopside (?)
garnet, and epidote. The writers examined oné of these zones cut by the
lower tunnel with an ultra-violet lamp, but no scheelite was found.

Structure

The mine lies in a highly folded and faulted area. The recrystallized
limestone is overturned and contorted in several places, especlally in the
proximity of intrusive salients; however, these features and others such as
the local flattening and steepening of bedding seemed to have had little
effect in localizing ore. The dominant faults trend northwest and dip
steeply northeast, but there are also other irregular faults characterized
by breccia zones in the vicinity of intrusive contacts.

The main structural control of the ore deposits seems to be
thin, relatively flat-lying fissures between two northwest-striking faults
that dip 70° northeast. One of the steep-dipping faults is exposed at the

" collar of the main shaft; the other has surface exposures about 300
feet north of the main shaft (beyond the limits of the surface map).

Ore Deposits

Both fissure filling and replacement were involved in the emplacement
of the ore at the Defense mine. Local zones in flat-lying fissures :
apparently were themost fawvorable places for fissure filling, and replacement
took place outwardly from these fissures. As only e ore bodies are
known in the mine, most of the flat fissures likely were too tight
to conduct ore solutions. The twe ore bodies that are known in the mine are
roughly tabular in shape and plunge gently east. Judging from the size
of the upper stope, the irregularly shaped upper ore body had approximate
maximum dimensions of 250 feet in length, 125 feet in width, and 30 feet in
thickness. However, the average dimensions of the ore body were considerably
less. The lower ore body, which is exposed on the intermediate workings,
is at least 85 feet in length, LO feet wide and 15 feet thick. Probably
- two-thirds or more of the total production of 8,621 dry tons came from
the upper ore body, which contained most of the high-grade shoots. The ore
shipped from 1947 to 1951 averaged 20.1lL percent lead and 12.51 ounces of silver
per ton.-

The chief ore minerals are argentiferous galena, cerussite, and
anglesite. Manganese staining is prevelant throughout most of the two
ore bodies, subsidiary fissures, and surface outcrops, including the
discovery outcrop of the main ore body. Minor quantities and pyromorphite,
minium, chaclcopyrite, covellite, linarite, smithsonite, and pyrite
have been reported from the ore bodies » and most of these minerals were
observed during this examination. Most of the mined ore contained less
than 1 percent zinc which is in:marked contrast to other zinc-rich base
metal mines of Inyo County. As far as could be ascertained, the two ore
bodies are similar in composition. Their gangues are iron-and manganese-
stained quartz, calcite, and jasper.. The steep fissures and breccia zones,
which have not yielded ore also contain Jjasper, limonite, manganese
staining, and locally minor amounts of opal.

Reserves

The essential problem in considering the merit of the proposed
exploration of the Defense mine appears to be not one of evaluating known
reserves, but of weighing the chances of discovering new ore bodies. The
known reserves in the mine includedzbout 75 tons of indicated ore in the upper
ore body consisting mainly of #'scabs", pillars, and remmants of ore in in-
completely mined stopes. This ore is similar in grade to that previously
mined from the upper ore body and assays about 20 percent lead and 12 ounces .
of silver per ton. An indicated ore reserve of 560 tons remains in the
intermediate ore body, which is believed to be 33 feet in average thickness
and leaner than the upper ore body. Ore shows on the intermediate stope for a
length of LO feet and a width of LO feet from the crosscut from which sample S-110
was taken. Based on sample S-110, which is believed to be pepresentative, this
block contains 9.5 percent lead and 8.9 ounces silver per ton.

Proposed exploration

The applicants have proposed 2,000 feet of diamond drilling
to find new ore bodies, but the locations of their drill holes are
shown only in section in the application. The writer's, although
agreeing in essence with the applicant's proposal, suggest a few re-
visions in locating the drill holes in order to prospect certain favorable
zonese Near horizontal drill holes have been utilized in the few hundred
feet of unsuccessful dismond drilling that has been done on the property
in the past, but the usecof steeper holes would greztly increase the
target area. The length, location, and inclination of the drill holes
suggested by the writers are plotted on the accompanying composite map
of the workings (Plate 1)e It is believed that the drilling program
could be best be conducted by first drilling from the lower workings,
than drilling from the intermediate workings, and, finally, drilling
from the upper workings. Following is a +tabulatien of the proposed drill
holes as revised by the writers:

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .

(@) Form MPF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and -
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MPF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;
an

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted. .

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MPF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
al%el}t should: sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form, :

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear

INSTRUCTIONS

Preparation of Form MF-104A—O0perator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to

.furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important

phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, Jor those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items on a _monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the ‘cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF—104 This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on ‘man days. of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causmg excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.
