ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.-This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order 1 entitled "Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects."


ARTICLE 2. Operator's' property rights.-With respect to that certain land situated in the State of --Ca1~---------

(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner's Consent to Lien is attached.
The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations. and appurtenances to


the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of .
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. . .


ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.-The Operator, within _thirtY-__(.3.Q).. days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for 6--------msllln_-..... m m oon: n n _


in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of 'lM......... . from the
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attaciiedher~vhich,with any maps
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. _ .


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.-(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens'
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent s.pecified in Exhibit"A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde­
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in ExhiBit"A" for performance by independent contractor may never­
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.


(b) Independent c.ontracts.-Any independent contract'for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, :per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.


(c) Government may inspect.-The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.-A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A,"
attached hereto. Except insofar as' any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be.for the sole account
'of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projec.t.-(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following:


(1) Independent oonwacts.-Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A."
The estimated cost of any work to be :performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Goveniment will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.


(2) Labor, supervision, consultwnts.-Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.


(3) Operating materials and supplies.-Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the est.imate of costs in Exhibit "A."


(4) Operating equipment.-Any opE-rating equipment to be rented or purchased, OF which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the ,estimated ren~al, pUl;chase price, or the allowable ,depreciatIOn, as the case may be, ~ ~c!J.edule of
which is included in ExhibIt "A." Any Items hsted as owned and to be furmshed by the Operator, and related InItIal allow­
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.-Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix­
tures' and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration
contr~ct, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable
maximums.


(6) Nem. ~uildings, .improvements, installations.-Any necessar~ buildings,. fixed imp;rovements, or installations to be
purchased, installed, or' constructed for the purposes of the exploratIOn ~ork, WIth the estImate4 cost of each, a schedule of
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these Items are allowable maXImums.


(7) Miscellaneous.-Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and
payroll taxes.


(8) Contingencies.-Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

Costs will be considered to be incurred only as they are or become due and payable.


(e) No items of general overhead, corporate inanagement, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate. , ,


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.-(a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contraet unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the perio.d covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance -in mineralized ground.


(b) Final report.-Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and~engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. .


(e) Compliance with requirements.-If, in the o,pinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient
or iricomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports. '


(d) Accounts and audits.-The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com­
pletion of the project or termination of .the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12.

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by OperuJor.-(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discoyefY.or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered thereguired final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. "The certifica­
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, ariy m~nerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract; .including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or met~l, until the total
amount contributed, by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows:


(1) One and one-half (Ph) percent of any such'net amounts not in excess of eight dollars (.$8.00) per ton.
(2) One and one-half (Ph) percent of ,any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each


,additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts. ' -


(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1 %)
percent; on a net' amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3 1A!) percent.) ,
(b) As here used, "net smelter returns," "net concentrator returns," and "other net amounts realized from the sale or other


disposition," mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not· disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination. '.


(e) To secure the payment of its :perc..entage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby grantecLa lien upon the land
described in Article 2 and upon any production of :rpinerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished'by lapse of time or
is fully paid. .


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.-Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any inVOluntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's' rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a .percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. -Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, 'or other net amounts realized from the sale or other dis,position of such production are not available as a means of meas­
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.-All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera­
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera­
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests, If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose 01 such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
rllmove and dispose of any such property as above provided. .


ARTICLE 12. Termination and eompletion.-The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute o,perations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (e) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

Reference is to your October 14" 1954" letter requesting an
ore reserve map showing the specific ore bodies which are to be excluded
from the certification of the subject ore body and which were mown and
developed prior to the date of the Dl-EA contract.


Mr. R. E. Fitzgerald" Trustee" called at the office on October 20,
to discuss the matter with me. He is unable to furnish any other map than
he has already submitted to Washington in connection, first with his appli­
cation for an RFC loan (Docket DMA.-411) and later with his application
(DMEA-2495) for a DMEA loan.


I am assuming that you will be able to consult Docket DMA-477
if you do not have it in the DMEA files. In that docket you will find
a report entitled "Jackass Shaft Workings, Copper Hill l'iine, Amador County,
California, March 6" 1953," by Francis H. Frederick" Mining Geologist.
This report contains a composite plan map of the Copper Hill Mine and
shows the Main shaft 'Workings and those of the Jackass shaft. On this
map, MJ:o. Frederick shows where he believes the Jackass vein mq be on the
3,0 Main shaft level and the approximate location of the Copper Hill vein
at the same elevation. This map indicates that a vertical plane at ,850 N
paralleling the 5800 N coordinate would approximately separate the .Jackass
ore body area from the Copper Hill ore body area.

As for the reserve picture, you should consult the report


entitled "DMA-477, Copper Hill Mine, Amador County, California'," by
Glenn G. Gentry and Russell R. Trengove, Mining Engineers, U. S. Bureau
of Mines, and Arvid A. Stromquist, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey,
dated AprU 26, 1951. Figure 3 of that report gives the or,e reserves
by blocks in the Copper Hill Mine as of that date.


The report shows that 17,000 tons of indicated ore averaging
5 per cent copper, and 7000 tons of interred" ore averaging 3.3 'per cent
copper were the reserves in the Main shaft ore body at the time of the
examination. As for the Jackass ore body, the examiners report an in­
dicated reserve of 4,500 tons of 22.4 per cent zinc ore carrying onl7

Reference is made to your letter dated September 23" 1954,
concerning the Operator's objection to the Government's claim for
royalty on production of ore from ore developed and blocked out in
the Vain Shaft area before his application for an exploration loan
was made.


In January 1951, the Applicant filed an application for a
production loan on the Copper Hill Mine with DiYiIl (DVJA-477). The
Applicant requested a loan of $120,000.00 to build a mill, to purchase
a mucking machine, and to drift on the !v1ain Shaft 350 level about 200
feet to the Jackass ore boQy. Although there was, according to our
engineers and a geologist from the Survey, enough ore developed in the
IVJain Shaft ore boQy to repay the loan, RFC wanted additiona1 security
and advised the Applicant to develop the Jackass ore boQy and then come
back with his request for a loan.


Without a loan, the Applicant had no funds to erect a mill
to treat the ore from the main oreshoot. Also, about that time the
price of zinc advanced and as a previously drilled diamond drill hole
put down by the Bureau of l1lnes had revealed the presence of a high­
grade zinc ore boQy in the Jackass area, the Applicant made application
to carry the Jackass Shaft to the level ~t which the dironond drill hole
ran into zinc ore and to crosscut to the ore body.







. .,, • •


I believe that the inclusion of the Main Shaft ore boqy in
the area from which royalties are due the Government is a mutual mistake
that should be corrected by amending the contract so that the royalties
due the Government will be only from ore taken from the distinctly new,
and at the time the contract was drawn, unexplored oreshoot whose only
connection with the Mainor Copper oreshoot was that it might have been
explored by extending the ¥min workings. Sinking the Jackass Shaft,
however, and staying with ore was deemed the better plan of exploration
which subsequently was followed.tf


The Jackass oreshoot was entirely ~~explored at the tline the
application was filed except for a shallow shaft and the one diamond
drill hole put dO'V'ln by the Bureau of }vIines. As the Main Shaft area
already had been fully developed (for copper), the Applicant and we
had only one purpose in mind during the entire time the project was
active, and that was to explore the area about the Jackass shaft where
the Bureau of ~~nes drill hole had revealed some 10 feet of 22.37% zinc
ore at a depth of approximately 150 feet. All of us recognized that the
Jackass shaft was directed to a new, unexplored ore body entirely sepa­
rated from the alreaqy develop~d r~in shaft oreshoot.

The preparation of a suitable amendment correcting the mistake
is the recommendation of the Region III Field Team.

Reference is to your letter dated April 30, 1954, to
Mr. R. E. Fitzgerald, Trustee, Copper Hill l'.Iine Venture, c/o
Dr. O. C. Hartwell, 209 Post Street, San Francisco, California,
with which you transmitted to Mr. Fitzgerald a "Certificate of
Discovery or Development" related to Contract No. Idm-E33l on
the subject lnine.


Mr. Fitzgerald made a casual visit to the office on
August 10, during which time he mentioned that he and his as­
sociates had leased the l-Iain shaft area of the Copper Hill Mine
(see map attached to contract) to a company to mine copper ore.
The Main shaft is about 1000 feet southeast of the Jackass shaft
where the DMEA project centered. One car load of t 20 per cent
copper concentrates has been shipped to Garfield to date but the
returns have not yet been received.


Mr. Fitzgerald is under the impression that the area
about the Main shaft is not subject to royalty under the DMEA
contract as the ore in the Jackass area is a zinc ore (estimated
18.2 per cent zinc and 0.4 per cent copper), whereas that being
mined in the Main shaft area is a copper ore.
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It does not seem to me that royalties are due us from
ore mined from the l.fain shaft, but the limits from which royalties
are due is not clearly spelled out as I interpret the contract
unless it is meant Qy Figure 5 attached to the contract that a~
ore mined and sold from any ore within Lots 37 and 38 is subject
to royalty.


Your thoughts on this matter will be appreciated.

The exploration project contract was exeouted June 2, 1952,
with a total estimated cost ot $20,620.00 -- i18,586.80 had been ex­
pended through February 1953.


Amendments to the original contract called for 60 feet of
shaft sinking, 60 feet of crossoutting and 200 feet or drifting. The
first two items were completed but o~ 67 feet of drifting was done.


Such work opened up a zinc-copper mineralized zone on the
150 level of the mine. The grade is estimated to be 18.2 percent
zinc, 0.4 percent oopper, (!a ounces silver and 0.04 ounces gold,
with a strike length of 40 feet and a width of 10 feet. Indicated
tonnage is 5,400.

However, Mr. Frederick indicates two different widths of veins
for his measurements and indicated ore and comes up with a total of
6900 tons of measured and indicated ore in the hanging wall vein that
will average 20.,% zinc, 0.5% copper, 0.5% lead, 0.04 oz. gold per ton
and 5.6% silver per ton. He then presents an estimate of measured and
indicated ore for the footwall vein" that in my opinion is more or less
a supposition.

I have reviewed both reports - the one prepared by Francis
H. Frederick for the operator and the one prepared by Benjamin H.
Sheahan for the Bureau of Mines. In Mr. Sheahan I s report, he. gives a
strike length of 40 feet a width of 10 feet for the ore and a depth of
150 feet on the dip of the vein. Mr. Frederick gives a strike length
of 45 feet, a width of' 8 feet and a depth of 100 feet on the dip of
the vein.

Dear Sir:


This report is a description of the wO.rk performed at the Jaekass shaft area
of the Copper Hil~ Mine, Amador County, Califo:r.nia between June 15. 1952
and February 15,'1953. The rep.o.rt also shows geologic. assay, and are re­
serve informationre.sulting from the work performed. Examination trips
for thi.s report data were made to the mine October 9. December 22, 1952,
January 21. and February 6 and 7, 1953.


On October 9 ~ shaft .sinking operations were stopped and preparations were
made to establish the 160 level at a point near the bottom of the shaft and to
c:roJsscut into the hanging wall of the shaft to explore for the best part of the
vein zone at that elevation. The crosscutting was .completed at 62 feet from
the .shaft about December 28. Drifts were then started northwesterly and
southeasterly on a higrade zinc-silver ore shoot. That ore shoot p:roved to
be 45 feet long and averages about 8 feet width. An obliqu.e crosscut-drift
was run southerly from the end of. the southeast drift to eXplore the vein
zone in the footwall of the higrade ore zone. In February some test holes,
6 to 2.9 feet lon~were drilled at several places on. the 160 level and atone
plac.e on the 95 level to explore the possibilities for ore extensions in areas
of particular interest.

Plates 1 and 2 attached to this report show the new work, and the old work­
ings. ~n plan and eross section.


Maps and Sections:


Five maps and sections, plates 1 thru 5, are submitted with this report. Plate
1 is a plan of the Jackass mine workings at 20 feet to one inch scale showing
the position of the ore shoots a.s known at the 160 level and at the USBM drill

hole CH-4 below the 160 level, and the probable position of the main high


.' grade ore shoot at the 95 level. Assays of the samples taken during the
course of the work are also shown.


Plate 2 is a 40 feet to one inch scale vertical cross section of the Jackass
mine at the shaft, showing assays of the sam.ples taken from the area repre­
sented by the section, and showing the elevation position of the areas sampled _
with res'pect to the ore originally discovered by the USBM in drill hole CH-4.
Assay data shown at the drill hole CH-4 include,. in addition to th,e assays dir­
e,ctly reported by the USBM, average ore contents for various widths of the
ore zone. The averages are based on the USBM assays with the conservative
assumption that ~here is no metal content in the unreported zones between the
assayed sections shown.


Plate 3 is a vertical longitudinal projection of the Jackass and Copper Hill
mines showing all of the workings projected to the one vertical plane. The
veins dip at angles of 25 to 65 degrees so th.e distances down the vein dip appear
shortened in plate 3. The strike of the Branch'vein area in the Copper Hill mine
and of the Jackass vein drift at the 160 level of the Jackass mine are not parallel
to the plane of plate 3 so the strike'length of those workings is foreshortened on the
longitudinal projection. Plate 3 also shows the assays of samples taken in the
ore bodies of the Jackass mine, and also shows a table of figures giving the ton­
nageand ore grade of the ore bodies explored and developed by. the work per­
form.ed in the Jackass rnine. The ore reserves of the Copper Hill mine workings
are ,shown in an earlier report prepared for the original DMPA application sub­
m.itted January, 1951.


Plate 4 is a 40 feet to one inch scale c'ross section at the Jackass shaft like the
s,ection in Plate 2, but showing a larger area of section than Plate 2 and showing
the position of A.S. & R. drill hole CH-6, the position of the measured and in­
dicated ore reserve blocks in the Jackass vein, detail on the assays of drill hole
CH-4, and the probable position of the Jackass ore shoot zone at the elevation of
the 350 level of the Copper Hill Mine. Plate 4, without the recent additions re­
sulting frorn the recent work, was submitted with the original application to the
DMPA in January, 1951.


Plate 5 is a plan of the Copper Hill-Jackass mine area at a scale of 40 feet to
one inch showing all the mine workings in th.e area of the two shafts. The map
wassubrnitted in the original DMPA application January, 1951. Sample numbers
referred to in the area of the Copper Hill shaft workings are listed with the
respective assays in th.e 'DMPA application. Sorne changes and additions have
been, made in the northerly end of the map as a result of the information gained
by the recent work in the Jackass rnine. It is now th.o~ght that the Copper Hill
vein an.d the Jackass vein are separate and distinct veins, the Jackass vein be­
ing several hundred feet in the hanging wall (east) of the Copper Hill vein. The
relative po'sitions of the two veins .at the north end of the 350 level are indicated
on the m.ap.


Sam.pling:


~.


•
Twenty-five assays were m.ade on sam.ples taken from the Jackass rnine during
the recent operation. All of the sam.ples were assayed for zinc, copper, gold,
and silver. Sorne of the sam.ple,scpntained visible galena so 7 were also assayed
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for lead. On the following page is a list of the .samples and assays, showing
the apP'roximate date the sample was taken, a de scription of the location
sampled~ width of vein matter o.r formation represented by the sample, and
thea.ssay T,'esults. Sample.s were assayed by C. M. Ball, Berkeley, California
or Abbot A. Hanks, Inc., San Francisco.


Ore Re serves and Possibilities:


The main ore block developed in th'e Jackass mine is determined by the
sampling of the USBM drill hole CH-4 drilled in 1942 and the .sampling of
the 'crosscut and drift work done recently at the 160 level. The data on the
5 maps submitted here show the size, ore content, and shape of the orebody.
Assays from the drill hole are very much like th.e assays from the 160 level~


Drifting at the 160 level shows the hanging wall, better grade ore body to be
45 fe:et lon.g with horizontal width varying from 3 to 11 feet. A three to 5
feet wide band along the hanging wall part of the vein is very high.grade zinc
ore with SOIne gold, silver, copper, and lead contento One sample 3 feet
wide assayed 40% zinc, 8.1 ounces silver per tOD.D and som.e gold, copper
and leado Measuxem.ent on the crosssection.s shows that the dip distance
of known ore at the hanging wall vein, between points 10 feet up the dip above
the 160 level and 10 down the dip below the drill hole CH-4 is 100 feet. The
m:ea.sured ore of the main high grade ore sho:ot is calculated as 45 feet long,
8 feet wide, 100 feet on the dipo Using a weight figure of 10 cu.· ft. per ton
for ore in place, the known orebody calculates to 3600 tons containing 20.5%

The application No. h77 for a loan of $70,000 to build a
mill was denied because the mine did not have sufficient ore to repay
the loan. A diamond drill hole, drilled by the Bureau of Mines in
1950, showed a width of.10.) feet of ore averaging 22.37 percent Zn,
0.43 percent Cu, 9.31 ounces Ag and 0.02 ounces Au at the 220 foot
level of the Jackass shaft. Because of the varying widths ·of the
vein it was decided to extend the shaft to this depth and explore
this showing for a length of 150 feet.


We have reviewed both Docket N~DY~-h77 and DMEA-2495 and
agree with the findings in both dockets. With reference to Docket
No. Dl1EA.-2495 we find that the costs set forth by the applicant are
reasonable, in fact his· cost of sinking and drifting are probablY too
low. There are two" alternative methods of exploration .that would be
cheaper. One of them would be by extending the 350 level of the main
shaft t-JOrkings about 250 feet to the north and exploring the area from
that point. This program would be cheaper but would not explore the
area so well. The other would be by diamond drilling the area. This
method is cheaper but would not delineate the ore so well because of
the great variations in the width of the ore zone and the difficulty
of getting core samples.


The application contains all the detailed costs and the
labor costs and the total cost of the program, and they need not be
repeated in our memorandum.


We recommend this application for approval without any
substantial change. The field team has made a thorough examination
of the property and recoIlll'll:lnded the original loan, which was denied
by the Reconstruction Finance Corporation and the Defense Minerals
Procurement Agency Copper Division.

In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca­
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: . '


(a) Form MF-l0J,.-Operator's Monthly Report' and
Voucher.-This form details expenditures and consti­
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-l0J,.A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog­
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach­
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca­
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-l0J,.-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words" Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form M:F:-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con­
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip­
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made tor renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under" Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip­
ment will be reported under" Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia­
tion of· equipment owned will be reported. under ." Deprecia- ,
tion".


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili­
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not.,be reported
under items (2) and (3).


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator
should. be reported. under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
, other seven categories.


The .original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim­
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer.

Preparation of Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.-Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the~supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
Jurnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the appUcable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: 1I0perating Equip­
ment Purchased", IIInitial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and IINew Buildings, Improve­
ments, ~tc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for anyone
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the IITotal
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. 1I0perating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita­
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is


required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con­
sists of. three parts as follows:


(a) Form MF-l0J,.-Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.-This form details ,expenditures and consti­
tutes a voucJ:er for reimbursing the Operato,r for the
Government's share of costs;


(b) Form MF-l0J,.A-Operator's Unit Cost and Prog­
ress Report.-This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and


(c) Narrative.-A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach­
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca­
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.


Preparation of Form MF-l0J,.-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left 'Corner of
the form.


The items of costs ,are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words" Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con­
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract. .


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. . Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip­
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under" Rental". The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip­
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia­
tion of equipment owned will be reported under" Deprecia-

.Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical


services, materials, etc., which are used in the. initial rehabili­
t:;ttion and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Preparation of Form MF-l04A-Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.-Ap'plicable
piaces on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t
phases of operation on which permane'nt information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip­
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-,
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for anyone
month or period short of the entire contract period. '


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as:reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date". "


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting" crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these, items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita­
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at-the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

The property was inspected on Oct., 2 and 3, 1952 by an engineer!!


of the Bureau of Mines, A previous inspection of the property was


made by an engineerV of the Bureau of Mines on Aug. 28 and 29, 1952.


The shaft was sunk from 128 feet as previously reported to a depth of


166 feet. Total advance ronounted to 38 feet in 30 working days.


There was approximately 7 feet of wate·r in the shaft at the time


of the inspection. Although only a few gallons of water per minute


has flowed into tho shaft, the operator has had mechanical trouble


with his sinking pump. Repair work was being undertaken on the air


compressor which was reported to be leaking 'oil ftll~s into the air line.


The operator added a nig~t shift to the operating crew during the


early part of September. The normal crew consists of a superintendent,


foreman, two hoistmen, two miners, and two muckers.


The operator is not g~tting a full hone~tndays work out of his


workmen and the operation is not efficient.

The purpose' of this form is '
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the-'supervisi~g engineers and other adrpinistrators with
statistical 'information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project.. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip­

The Monthly Report of Operator should be pnipared. in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following. ..


Preparation of Form MF-l0J,.-Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.-All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. \


The items of costs are arrangeCt--in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use ip. reportjng
activities under other contract forms.


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con­
tract Form MF-200 'as though.it were performed under an
independent contract.


Under Item (2) 'include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

A head frame sui table fo r the 0 perat ion was but1 t • The ho is t founda­
tion was poured, using 5 yards of concrete and some coarse rock.
The hoist was then installed.


The State safety engineer, considering the fire hazard, insisted that
the collar of the shaft be concreted, making it necessary to tear
out the top wooden sets; so forms were placed, and 16 yards of concrete
were poured. This concrete collar is 18 ft. by 13 ft. by 2 ft. thick
to solid footing. This operation was not in the ori6inal estimate.
The added cost for this concrete collar amounted to ~682.68.


A bulkhead was placed in the upper part of the shaft, and the old
timbers were removed.


The shaft was cleared of muck, old timbers and loose rock to the
water level, which stood at 60 ft. below the collar. Skids for the
bucket were placed.


The water wa~ pumped out and the bottom was reached at 106 ft. below
the oollar, instead of 125 ft. as had been reported and as had been
shown on old maps. At the 71 ft. level a drift was found, extending
15 ft. north. At 91 ft. below the collar" of the shaft a drift was
found, extending southerly for 43 ft. and northerly for 4 ft. At a
point 11 ft. from the shaft, an X-cut was found, running into the'
footwall. Old timbers and muck had been piled into the drifts, and
these were hoisted to the surface. The additional water pumped from
these workings taxed our small pump units, as these additional workings
were unknown.


This extra pumping and the cleaning out of the drifts were not
included in the original cost estimate. However, this additional
expense was balanced off by the estimated cost of pumping and
rehabilitation of the shaft to the anticipated 125 ft. level.

Preparation of Form MP'-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Progress""Report:-Applicable
places on Form l04A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the~supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception. of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip­
ment Purchased", lIInitial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve­
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for anyone
month or period short of the entire contract period.


Form MF-I04A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for bot.h monthly and
cumulative costs. The lITotal Costs" on Form MF-I04A for each month should equal
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total
Costs To Date".


In preparing Form MF-I04A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering' costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items 'were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor. charged""t~' such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. 1I0perating Equipment", "Initial -Rehabilita­
tion and Repairs", and lINew Buildings Improvements, etcY, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the ,close-of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authoriz.ed by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. 'rhi§ information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A sp~ce for remarks has b~en' provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. '

Preparation oj Form MF-104A-Operator's Unit Cost and Progress-Rep'ort:-Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator.' The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more .important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. I t will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by th~ Operator. These three items'are: "Operating Equip­

"Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita­
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", 'will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Autho~ized'by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the ·contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment". "Initial Rehabilita­
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project


, if determined necessary. The last t'."'o columns headed llAuthori?,ed by Contract" will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

ARTiCLE 4. Performance of the work.-(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards. and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens'
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent s,pecified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde­
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never­
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.


(b) Independent oontracts.-Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, :per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shal~ not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract. Q


(c) Government may inspect.-The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.


ARTICLE 5~ Estimated costs of the project.-A statement of the -estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A,"
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be .
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs.. The Government's approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the projec.t.-(a) The costs of the project in which Hie Government will participate are
limited to the following: ._


(1) Independent oontracts.-Payments to independent contractors under independe-nt contracts listed in Exhibit "A."
The estimated cost of any work to be ,performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. .


(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.-Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A/' The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. .


(3) Operating materials and supplies.-Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A."


(4) Operating equipment.-Any operating equipment to be rented.or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the OperatOl', with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable deprecia,tion, as the case m~y be, a schedule of
which is included in.

These progress reports shall be ce;rtified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.


(b) Final report.-Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. .

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.-(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the. Operator. The certifica­
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature 'of the discoveryor development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land· described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date Of: thiscontr.act, including. any .II\ined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale'
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows:


(1) One and one-half (Ph) percent of any such net amounts 'not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.


ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.-Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights ~n the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a,percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute,
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or oth~r net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas­
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.-All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Op'erator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the OpeTa­
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
OpeTator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera­
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
pro.portion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.-The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute o.perations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple­
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies,' facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov­
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money Temaining.
