SUMMARY AND INTRODUCTION

An engineer of the Bureau of Mines examined the Cachuma Chrome
Mining Co. property on May 30 and Si, 1952 in connection with an
application for exploration assistance, docket DMEA-2511, to the
amount of $8,500.

The first chromite orelwas mined from the Cachuma mouptain area
during World War II. A single shipment of metallurgical grade chrome
ore was made ﬁo the Government stockpile a£ Phoenix, Arizone in 1942;
however, no records of thé quantity or grade of past producti§n from
the erea are available. About 15 tons of chrome ore of 47.%% Cr20z3
end 12.8% Fe comtent has been recently hend sorted from verious
pros?ects in the areé. No mangene se has previoqsly been produced
from the area.

The Cachuma Mining Co. property consists of five unpatented claims
in sec. 15, T. 7 N., R. 29 W., S.B. within the Los Padres National
Forest, in Santa Barbars County, California. Harry L. Roberts owns
the claims and the company is operated as a partnership.

Mine workings consist of a few shallow opeﬁ cuts excavated with
bulldozer and by hand in serpentine rocks of the Franciscan formation.
Both the chromite and mangenese-bearing materials oécur as nodules and
float in weathered serpentine and clay.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The first chromite was mined from the Cachuma area during World
War II. Mr. Harry L. Roberts (the applioant)iahd Shafter Howard made
a shipment of metallurgical grade chrome ore to a Government stock-
pile at Phoenix, Ariz. during 1942, however, no records are now avail-
able of the grade and quantity of this shipment. This productionvcame
from his claims in sec. 15, T. 7 N., R. 29 W., S. B., in the vicinity
of De la Guerra Spring, an old landmark in the area. About 15 tons
of chrome ore of near metallurgical grade has been recently mined and
stockpiled on the property.

Mr. Roberts states that several car loads of metallurgical grade
chrome ore have been shipped from the Fred Ontivero property, located
in sec. 3, T. 7 N., R. 29 W,, about two miles north of his property.

Mercury ores were formerly mined at the Redrock Quicksilver mine,
two miles north of the Cachuma Mining Co. property. Mr. Henry M.

| LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Cachuma Chrome Mining Co. property is situated in the foot-
hills of the Sem Rafael Mountains, in Santa Barbara Countj, Calif.

The unpetented mining claims are located in sec. 15, T. 7 N., R. 29 W.,
S.B.M., about 12 miles northeast of the town of Los Olivas within the
boundary of the Los Padres National Forest (fig. 1).

The property is accessible via 14 miles of improved gravel road
leading northeast from a point on California State Highway No. 156
five miles south of Los Olivas. This road foilows Happy Cenyon to
the Cachuma Mountain area.

Altitudes at the property rénge from 2000 feet to about 2700 feet
above sea level.

MINE WOEKINGS AND EQUIPMENT

Mine workings consist of several shallow'openvcuts, excavated by
hand and with a bulldoier, on each‘of the claims. An 80-foot shaft
was forﬁerly sunk on the Mesa No. 1 claim, and two short‘adits were
drivén on the ChiCKeﬁ Springs Extension claim; however, these workings
have been caved or covered by later surface work, and no evidence re-
meins as to their locations.

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DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

The Franciscan-formaﬁion predbminates in the San Rafael Mountains
where these prospects are situated. "The Franciscan is compqsed of
four types, sandsﬁone, clay, shale, varicolored chert, and basalt .....
it is cut by numerous sill-liké masses of serpentine. This was intruded
as an ultra-basic rock such as peridotite or pyroxenite, then altered
to serpentine by hydrothermal action."l/

Thé chromite occurs as nodules aﬁd fine particles within the weathered
serpentine rocks, and no large bodies or outcrops of ore are exposed
on the Cachuma Chrome Mining Co. claims.

One exposure containing a few nodules of manganese bearing rock
was examined and sampled on the Black Rock claim.

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DISCUSSION

The applicant's proposed exploration project consists of cross-
cutting the ore bearing zones with & bulldozer to obtain semples for
~assaying pﬁrposes. And, he pro?oses to construct roads as needed to
the sites to be explored. No definite plan has been made as to the
location of the bulldozer éuts; the roads to be constructed have not
been chosen.

The prospecting work done to date has been widely scattered at
various points on thé property and has been insufficient to plen a
definite program. Most of the chromite occurs as floast and noduleé
in the clay on the claims where exploration work is proposed.

The mining and prospecting work is only doné on a part time or
"week end" basis by the partners. Mr. Roberts has done some mining
at intermittent intervals since 1942 and his partners have had no
previous mining experience.

The area is extremely steep and it is covered With‘heavy over-
burden. Considerable road building end deep excavations would be re-
quired to explore the zones where some chromite occurs.

The showing of manganese on the Black Rock claim consists merely
of a shallow cut along a stream bank where a few nodules and float
mengenese bearing rocks can be found. Inéufficient prospecting work
" has been done to eXpose an outcrop of this material in place. The
small amount of menganese bearing material observed was highly siliceous,
unlike an ore type variety.

Some of the chromite ore which has been stockpiled on the broperty

may have been mined from adjacent areas where chromite has been found.

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The examining engineer visited an open cut pit, believed to be located
in sec. 29, T. 8 N., R. 29 W., which had two thin lenses of chromite
averaging about six inches in width and ébout 5 to 10 feet in length.
Ownership of this property is not known and an exploration loan has
not been applied for by the {achuma Mining'Co. on this property, however,
the partners have done some work in the pit and in the immediate vicinity.
Mr. Roberts promised to supply the examining engineer with data
regarding the recording of his claims, production records, and gther
information which was not available at the time of fhe examination;
however, this information has not been received to date.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Exemination and. sampling of the chromite and menganese
deposits on the Cachume Chrome Mining Co. property
indicate that the exposed concentrations of ore are of

insufficient quantity and grade to mine at a profit.

2. Participation by the Government in further exploration
of the deposits is not recommended.
