SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOM1VIENDATIONS 


No tin mineralization was observed at the Andes property. The 


property consists of 13 unpatented.mining.claiins 5.8 miles by road 


southeast of Campo, San Diego County, Calif. The owner of the claims, 


Mr. S. F. Edwards, has applied for Government aid to explore a bafren 


granodiorite section of the mountain range. 


Conclusions are that no further work is justified at the property. 


An exploration loan is not recommended.
