The above-numbered application was submitted under date
of June 9, 1952, in which the applicant's proposal contemplates an
expenditure of $100,000to provide for equipment and working capitel,
and to drive a tunnel in a general location of where the U. S. Bu-
reau of Mines had previously undertaken a limited amount of diamond
drilling. Yo definite program or plan of work was proposed.

Of the above sum, $10,000 was for housing and a water
system, $30,000 for machinery, and $60,000 for labor and supplies.

The epplicant reports that he is the sole owner of the
property but has no housing, equipment, water or other facilities,
nor is he prepared to pay his portion of any part of the cost of the
project. In his earlier applications, the applicant indicates that
he is only interested in a 100 percent Government loan.

Several earlier applications, DMEA-295, 296, 995 and
DMPA-2313 have been submitted by the epplicant for mining loans on
the above property. These applications were all denied. The Wash~
ington examiners for the U. S. Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines
have stated that their available information did not indicate that
the Bushati property could reasonably be expected to provide any
significant amount of minable ore.

The property was examined by the U. S. Bureau of Mines in
1944 and 1945, and five diamond drill holes were drilled by them in
1946 and 1947. As a result of 26 surface samples, only three (hand
sorted material), approached sn ore grade. Diamond drill hole Yo. 1
indicated a 15-foot mineralized zone analyzing 0.1 percent lead and
4,1 percent zinc at about 65 feet below the outcrop. Hole No. 2 was
considerably poorer and Holes Nos. 3, 4 and 5 showed only a trace.






In view of the lack of favorable showing, lack of defi-
nite program, and the applicant's statement that he is not prepared
to make any contribution to his share of the costs, the Washington
revievers of the U. S. Geological Survey and Bureeu of Mines recom-
‘mend that the application be denied. The Base Metals Division con-

curs in this recommendation.
