‘SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The property was examined on July 28 and 29, 1952. The examiner .
sampled the outcrops involved in the project and also some of the other
mein outcrops. Lamping with ultra-violet lamp preceded the sampling
operations. The underground workings, with the exception of one 3l-foot
inclined shaft were caved and inaccessible for sempling. In the areas
A and B involved in the proposed project, only one sample contained more
than 0.30% WOz. The exposures are poor and continuity between outcrops
is conjecturable.
Conclusions: The analyses of sampies taken from the various outcrops
suggest that the proposed work will not result in developing sufficient
ore of commercial WOz content to make economic operation of the property

feasibles The exploration progrem is much too pretentious for the

expected target and the cost estimates for supervisién are top heavy.

Recommendations: It is recommended that the application for exploration
work aid be denied.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

"a. Surface and surface facilities:

There are no surface facilities such as mine buildings on
the property. Also no mine equipmente

b. Mine workings and underground facilities:

According to a memorandum dated July 3, 1952 from D. M. Lemmon,
UeSeGeSe to George C. Selfridge, DMEA, Subject DMEA 2600
Diamond R. Mining Co., the workings include a 45-foot inclined
shaft, an 18-foot vertical shaft, 3 small open p1ts, 4 adits
(105 feet, 38 feet, and 6 feet long), and many small pits,
trenches, and bulldozer cutse.

The examiner was uneble to inspect the above underground work-

ings as they are now caved. However, a new 31-foot inclined
shaft, in close proximity to the above inclined shaft was
open and two samples were taken from this shaft.

ce Existing development:

The claim map of the property furnished by the applicant is.
shown in figure 2. This map also 'shows the areas containing
scheelite~-bearing tactite outcrops.

A plan of the workings in areas A and B of the above map are
shown in detail in figure 3. This plan was prepared by the
U. S. Geological Survey. The only underground workings that
are now accessible in Area A, the area in which most of the
project work was to be done, was the new 3l-foot inclined
shaft in that area. :

The following samples were taken by the examiner, and thelr analyses

are as follows:

Sample No, 5 - 0.12% WOz. Area A in fig. 2. This sample, 7. 5
feet in length, was taken 41 feet N 30° E from the south side of collar
of new 3l-foot incline.

Sample No. 6 - Less than 0.01% WO,. Area A. This sample represents
the upper 6 feet of tactite beds northeast of collar of 3l-foot incline.

Sample No. 7 -.0.14% W0z . Seme tactite bed as sample No. 6. Sample
represents width of 4.5 feet in middle of tactite bed.. :

Sample No. 8 - 0.32% WOz. Lower 7 feet of same tactite bed as
samples No. 6 and No. 7.

Sample No. 9 - 0.03% WO;+ Sample taken from tactite outerop on
Crystal A claim,. A

Sample No. 10 - 0.26% WO,. Grab sample of greenish (decomposed
epidote?) material found above granitic rocks in some of the bulldozer
cuts. No large tomnage involved. The owner, Mr. Carothers stated
that sometimes small highgrade pockets of scheelite were found in this
greenish decomposed material. The main object of taking the sample was
to test for uranium but geiger counter denoted no uranium. '

Samples 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 were taken from Area A in which area
most of the project work was contemplated.

A sample of ore presumably from this area was sent by E. L. Reeves
and Je. L. Russill of the Diamond R. Mining Co..for a preliminary metal-

lurgical test to the Hydrometallurgical & Ore Dressing Brench, J. B.

'Zedra, Chief, Bureau of Mines, Reno, Nev. The following items were
abstracted from the reportlof this test: y7 5y o, 35 ;%

"A flotation test with standard reagents was run on several charges
of ore, stage-ground to minus 100-mesh. The rougher concentrates from
each charge were combined and cleaned once. The cleaner concentrates
contained 6.57 percent WOz, representing 66.2 percent recovery of scheelite.
The cleaner tailings carried 0,16 percent W03 and the rougher tailings

0.11 pércent WOz.

"The flotation test demonstrated two things:

4.
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(1)« That ebout 30 percent of the total scheelite was
probably very fine-grained and not liberated by
the 100-mesh grind in the test procedure, so that
unless higher grade ore was mined, recovery after
combined gravity and flotation treatment might
not be economicals : '

(2). The presence of considerable micaceous mineral in the ore
as a result of the garnet, might cause difficulty in
producing a satisfactory grade of flotation concentrates.
This factor, however, might be eliminated by further
flotation investigations if the progject is continued,

"As far as gravity concentration results could be estimated by the
examination made of crushed and sized portions of the ore, it is probable
that about 50 percent recovery could be made by this method alone, and
that en additional 15 percent could then be recovered by flotation of
slimes and reground middlings. The low tungsten content of the ore
does not offer mich encouragement for further action on this project."

No samples were taken from Area B, in which a few holes were to
be drilled according to the proposed work, because the méterialvwas
not in place or possibly buried.

Areas A and B were lamped with the ultra-violet lamp prior to
sampling operations. The assays of samples agree with results of lamp- |
ing operations,

GEOLOGY AND ORE RESERVES

The following was abstracted from a U. S. Geological Survey report
on the areas A and B in which the project work was contemplated:

"The Workings,are in a series of tactite beds in a belt of schist
and quartzite, intruded by tongues and dikes of granodiorite. The general
strike of the metamorphic rocks is north to northwest and dips range from
30 to 70 degrees West. Granodiorite appears to cut off the beds on the
.southeast and probably underlies them at shallow depths. The tactite
beds change to marble and lime hornfels along the strike. Rich ore
occurs locally near granodiorite contacts and in small pods elsewhere, but
the average grade of ore is much lower.

"In the tactite beds at the west side of the mine area (see fig. 3)
surface exposures show 0.3 - 1% ore. <Ihe 105-foot adit below the road

cuts only a little low-grade tactite, hence probably is near the bottom
of this orebody. In the three closely-spaced beds 200 feet east,patches

of 1 - 1.5% ore remain; distribution of the ore appears to be erratic
except that the richest ore was found in the inclined shaft (Note:
Examiner found this shaft caved) along the granodiorite contact.
Workings in the tactite beds at the east side of the mine ares have
caved, bulldozer cuts just above the workings show that the tactite
ends abruptly northward.

"The U.S.G.S. estimates that the entire mine area (see fig. 3)
totals 1300 tons (or 1150 units) of indicated ore reserves and 12,200
tons (or 520 units) of inferred ore reserves.!

The examiner's samples indicate that in the three closely spﬁced
tactite beds 200 feet east mentioned above, the upper 6 feet carried
less than 0.01% Wog, the middle 4.5 feet contained 0.14%‘WO3 and the
‘lower 7 feet contained 0.32%'W05. Two samples taken from the new
3l-foot inclined shaft contained 0.12% and less than 0.01% WOS respective=-
1&. A sample between the above samples and the inclined shaft contgined
0.12% WOz These samples indicate that only very small patches of 0.3%
W’O3 ore exist in area A where most of the project work was contemplated.
The probable grade of ore is too low grade to be of commercial value.

As only one sample (sample No. 8) was found to carry sufficient scheelite

values (0.32%) of economic importahce, no estimate of ore reserves is

made by‘the examiner. The examiner believes that most of the higher

grade pockets mentioned in the above U.S.G.S. report has been removed.
PAST OPERATION

The following information was obtained from a U. S. Geolbgical
Survey report on the property, in 1945 by K. B. Krauskopf.

A small mill on the property produced concentrates from May to
December 1942; in 1943 the mine was leased to the Budd-Wheeler Company

‘and some additional ore was milled; mine and mill were idle in May 1944

and probably has been idle since.

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AVAILABI’LITY OF MANPOWER, MATERIALS, ETC;

Labdr is available in the vicinity of North Fork.‘ Supplies and
equipment may~be obteined from North Fork, Fresno, Maderg and Sacramento.
Wﬁter supply is available from water rights to 3 second-feet on Fish
Creek and from four springs on the property. The Southern Californie
Edison Company has an electric power house three miles southeast of the
property.

STATEMENT OF APPLICABNT'S PROPOSAL SUGGESTED ALTERNATIVE OR PREFERRED
EXPLORATION METHODS, IF ANY, AND FEASIBILITY.

The applicant's proposal is to explore twokscheglite-bearing.tactite
areas A and B on their property by means of 16 to 18 diamond drill holes
aggregating 4,430 feet; the holes would vary in depth from 100 feet to
500 feet. Thé estimated cost of this drilling program, including neces-
sary road work to the drill sites and some surface trenching amounts
to approximately $40,000.00

No discussions between the applicant and‘the examiner were held.

The funds requested are considerabiy.more than the small size of

the geologic targets warrant.

. Consists of 31 unpatenfed claims known as the Garnet,
Tungsten and Crystal groups. Secs. 3, 4, 9, 10 and 15,
T, 8 S., R. 24 E., Madera County, California, 17 miles by
road east from North York,

Past Production: About 550 units of WO; was produced in 1942-43.

Geology: The property was examined for the Geological Survey in
1942 vy D. G, Wyant and M., P, Erickson, in 1944 by K. B,
Krauskopf. In a manuscript report describing tungsten deposits
of Madera, Fresno and Tulare Counties (1945), Krauskopf gives
the following information:

"The Carothers mine is west of the San Joaquin River, about
10 miles airline east of North Fork. The property has been
known at different times as the Carothers-Root mine, Madera
Tungsten, Inc., and San Joaquin mine., A small mill on the
property produced concentrates from May to December 1942; in
1943 the mine was leased to the Budd-Wheeler Company and some
additional ore was milled; mine and mill were idle in May 1944
and probably have been idle since. <%The property was mapped by
Wyant and Erickson late in 1942 and was revisited by Krauskopf
in May 1944.

”Wbrkings include a 45-foot inclined shaft, an 18-foot ver-
tical shaft (now caved), 3 small open pits, 4 adits (105 feet,
38 feet, 28 feet and 6. feet long) and many small pits, trenches
and bull-dozer cuts.s The workings are in a series of tactite beds
in a belt of schist and quartzite, intruded by tongues and dikes
of granodiorite. The general strike of the metamorphic rocks is
north to northwest and dips range from 30 to 700 W, Granodiorite
appears to cut off the beds on the southeast and probably underlies
them at shallow depths., The tactite beds change to marble and lime
hornfels along the strike. Rich ore (2-20% WO03) occurs locally

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near granodiorite contacts and in small pods elsewhere, but the
average grade of ore is much lower (0.5-1.0% W03).

“In the tactite bed at the west side of the mine area sur-
face exposures show 0,3=1% ore, The 105-foot adit below the
road cuts only a little low-grade tactite, hence probably is
near the bottom of this ore body. In the three closely-spaced
beds 200 feet east patches of 1-1,5% ore remain; distribution
of the ore appears to be erratic except that the richest ore was
found in the inclined shaft along the granodiorite contact. Workings
in the tactite beds at the east side of the mine area have caved;
bull-dozer cuts just above the workings show that the tactite ends
abruptly northward. The grade of ore in these eastern beds ranges
from 0,3 to 0,8% Wo3.

“Several other claims owned by Mr., Carothers are undeveloped.
Scheelite is visible in surface exposures of tactite on some of
the claims,"

In his notes of May 1944, Krauskopf gives some additional
information as follows:

"The Carothers mine, together with several other Madera
County properties, was leased during 1943 by the Budd-Wheeler
Mining Company. Local opinion of the company is uniformly
bad., Budd, according to report, is a promoter with grand ideas,
who spent Wheeler's money trying to make a big operation out of
one deposit after .another. Some ore was milled, but Budd appar-
ently failed to tell any of the mine owners how much tungsten
‘was produced., Having exhausted Wheeler's resources, he dis-
appeared early last fall, leaving behind him some new roads,
some extensive bulldozer cuts, some beautiful new orebins, and
a sheaf of unpaid bills,

“Budd renamed the Carothers property "San Joaquin Mine", but
the name never came into local use. Since he left the mine has
been idle, but Mr. Carothers says that John Elam plans to reopen
it shortly. Another lessee who toyed with the mine briefly before
Budd's appearance was John E, Winters ("North Fork Mining Company").

“Budd's development work makes necessary a downward revision
in Wyant and Erickson's estimate of reserves. Underground workings
at the east bed (Wyant and Erickson's nomenclature) -have caved;
the only new work consists of bulldozer excavations above the old
cut, which show that tactite is not continuous above the cut as
indicated by Wyant and Erickson's map. This fact suggestsm a slight
lowering of inferred ore to 2000 tons or 1000 units. Workings at
the central bed are unchanged except for enlargement of the upper
open cut, which probably furnished all of the ore which Budd milled





at this property -- on the order of 300 tons., Sufficient low-
grade ore is exposed by the new excavation to warrant a slight
increase in inferred reserves, to 200 tons or 200 units. At the
west bed the principal changes are a 4O-foot trench along the
tactite at the top of the hill and a 105-foot- adit from a point
4O feet below the road which follows the strike of the tactite.
The entrance of the adit is in granite; tactite appears about 50
feet from the mouth and attains a maximum thickness of four feet;
toward the end of the adit it changes to quartz-garnet rock and
fingers out into schist and granite. The tactite has a few small
spots of good ore, but over L0 feet a one-foot width would hardly
average O.4% W03, The small amount of tactite in the adit and its
low grade suggest that this level is the bottom of the ore body,
which would reduce the amount of inferred reserves to 10,000 tons
or 4000 units., The revised totals for the entire mine are:

indicated, 1300 tons or 1150 units; inferred, 12,200 tons or
5200 units."

Comment: Available information suggests that the chances are slim of
finding sufficient ore to make a commercial operation of the
property. The exposures are apparently poor and continuity be-
tween outcrops is still speculative. The outcrops are not
adequately sampled,

The exploration program is far too ambitious for the ex-
pected target. Apparently some mining is planned inasmuch as
a miner, laborer, compressor and blasting supplies are listed,
but no statement is made about their utilization.

Although one competent. geologist at $600 to $700 per month
could handle the project easily, the applicant includes a con-
sulting geologist, an engineer-manager, and a foreman at a total
cost of $1,515 per month. The map and geological report attached
to the application do not support the assumption that the con-
sulting geologist is worth $75 daily.

The property possibly warrants sampling, more trenching,
followed, if successful, by a small amount of drilling. It is
improbable that any of the mineralized beds extend 300 feet down

the dip (figure 4 of application), and such deep drilling should
not be considered,

Recommendation: I suggest that the Field Team, Region III, be asked
to examine the property and comment on the exploration proposal,

Mineralized exposures should be adequately sampled as part of the
field examination,

PRELINTNARY REPORT ON THE E. L. REEVES SCHEELITE
PROPERTY

Introduction

The E. L. Reeves scheelite property is situated in Eastern Madera County,
California, about 17 miles east of North Fork on the north slope of the San
Joaquin River. There are about 27 claims that cover portions of sections 3,

4, 9, 10 and 15 of T. 8 S. R. 24 E. ¥.D.l.

I visited this property between June 16th and 20th, 1952, at the request
of Mr. Reeves, for the purpose of determining if the geological conditions
warranted the undertaking of an exploration program, and if so, how and where
it should be started.

I examined at least five areas within the claims, during my visit, that
give promising indications of containing reasonable tonnages of scheelite ore.
One in particular, on the Tungsten B claim, has possibilities of vroviding a
large tonnage of ore. In additinn to these areas shown on Figures 1 and 2
there are several other known outcrops of scheelite-bearing hornfels that will
be mapped in the near future.

Two roads extend part way through the claims and will save cnnsiderable
exvense in moving exploration drilling equipment. There are at least four

snrings that will furnish water for drilling.

Recommendations

I propose that a diamond drilling program be started to exvlore the
extent and value of the areas that are shown on the maps. The first work
should be done on Area A, on the Tungsten B claim, where the geological condi-
tions arpear favorable for a very large tonnage of possible scheelite ore.

When the drilling is completed on this area the program should be exnanded to

explore other known areas which may not contain such a 1-rge possible tonnage but
shov promise of containing several thousand tons of good ore.

A complete drilling program for the property may require in excess of 100
holes vorying in depoth from 100 feet to LOO or 500 feet. However, in this pre-
liminary revort I shall only outline a program for Areas A and B, vhich will
require probably 17 or 18 holes. Expansion of the program will devend in part
on the results obtained by this first phase of the drilling. Such a program
should not be rigidly stipulated in advance but should be open to change, as

the information that is progressively obtained might dictate.

Geolopy

The nrincipal country rock is a granitic type igneous rock ranging from
prenodiorite to granhic granite in mineralogical composition. It has intruded
and revanorohosed older marine sedimentary rocks. The latter were dominantly
shale with subordinate amounts of limestone and sandstone. The metamorphic
iacre resulting from these sediments are mica schist, garnet-epidote hornfels
#:0 wartzite.  The scheelite occurs in the garnet-epidote hornfels.

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and near the igneous rocks they often contain in excess of one percent scheelite.

The thickest hdrnfels beds occur in the Tungsten B claim where there are
three beds about 15 feet thick and separated from each other by about six feet
of schist. In the other areas that were examined the hornfels beds vary from
two feet to about seven feet in width.

The five areas that have been examined and appear to have some promise
will be described as follows:

Area A. This area is near the center of the Tungsten B claim and conta ns
the three hornfels beds mentioned above. * These beds appear to promise production
of a'lérge tonnage of possible scheelite ore. Where they are exposed, near the
road, they have been explored by cuts and a 25-foot incline shaft. All three of
the beds contain scheelite as determined by ultraviolet light examinatibn, and
near the granite contacts portions of them will probably assay variably from
one~half to five vpercent scheelite.

The beds strike about N 15° W and dip approximately 30° to the west.

They are cut off on the south side near the road by a pre-granite fault. This
favlt has arparently dropped the rocks down on the south side and thus the beds
may continue southward, underneath the exposed shale. I was told that an
incline shaft, now caved, was sunk about 30 feet south of the fault to a depth
of approximately LO feet along the contact of a hornfels bed and a granite dike.
"Good" ore was said to have occurred in the hornfels dovm to the bottom éf the
shaft. While this hornfels is now covered, it may be the faulted extension of
the upper of the three beds.

Another incline shaft about 25 feet deep is still open and exposes very
good scheelite ore in the middle bed along the fault. OSurface cuts have been
made in these beds from 50 to 100 feet north of the fault and these have also

exposed favorable scheelite-bearing rock.

Since beds of this thickness would not ordinarily be expected to lens
out immediately, it is reasonable to assume that they will extend both lateral-
ly and down the dip for at least several hundred feet unless cut off by the
granite. A large body of granite outcrops about 350 feet west of the hornfels
outcrops and the hornfels may extend in depth to the contact with this granite.
Other small granite dikes and lenses are exnosed at the surface and will un-
doubtedly cut out portions of the beds, but actually they present a favorable
condition since it is in their proximity that the best scheelite mineralization
occurs. Thus there is a very good possibility of these beds producing a siz-
able tonnage of ore. There are a few thin hornfels beds in the schist over-
lying the 15-foot beds and at le ast one of them, which is about three feet
thick where exposed, contains scheelite.

Area B. This is a small scheelite-bearing area about 20 feet wide and
100 feet long. It occurs in the northeast corner of the Tungsten B claim‘and
in the south end of the Tungsten D claim. It differs from the other scheélite
bodies in that it appears to be a decomposed mass of intermixed granite sand
schist. The original shale apparently contained small lenses of calcareous
shale that have produced small hornfels lenses which are now also partly
decomposed. The soil and fine decomposition products at the surface contain a
considerable amount of scheelite; possibly as much as three or four percent. I
believe this concentration in the surface soil results from a mechanieal secondary
enrichment from decomposéd rock that has been removed by erosion; the heavy
scheelite tending to remain behind as the other material was eroded. The
thorough decomposition of this rock is probably a result of hydrothermal altera-
tion rather than weathering and may occur for some distance below the surface.

Area C. This area, shown on Figure 2, is at the end of the road on the

Crystal Ly claim. There are two hornfels beds in the schist, about 100 feet
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apart, both striking in a northerly direction. The western bed is approximately
two feet thick dipping to the west, and the eastern bed is about six feet thick
dipping steeply to the east. Samples from both of these beds contained scheelite,
and those from the eastern bed contained from one to two percent. This bed is
exposed for about 50 feet and hornfels float can be found for close to 200 feet
further north, and it is probable that the bed extends at least that far.

Area D. This area is about 600 feet east of Area C. A six to eight
foot hornfels bed is exposed for a distance of about LO feet in contact with a
granite dike. Hornfels float can be found for at least 100 feet to the south
along the granite outcrop. A sample from this area appeared to contain in
excess of one percent scheelite.

Area E. This area is about 1200 feet south of Area C. Another hornfels
outcrop is exposed here, but no samples were taken to determine the scheelite
content. The bed is cut off on the north by the granite although it may
extend southward in the schist.

Since these areas that have been examined are said to be only a portion
of the exposed scheelite-bearing zones, it is important that further geological
work be done to outline other possible ore beds. I expect to continue this work
in the near future. ‘in view of the fact that these beds contain sufficient
scheelite, as determined by ultraviolet lamping, to warrant further exvloration,
I did not take time to attempt to cut representative samples for assay during
my first visit. In-order to obtain representative samples at the surface, cuts

will have to.be made, either by a tractor or by hand work.

Proposed Exploration

The first exploration work should be done on the Tungsten B claim to
investigate Area A. One vertical hole should be drilled about 75 feet west of

the outcrop of the beds to check their continuity and average dip. This hole
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is shovm on iijure 1 as No. 1 hole. Then a series of holes should be drilled
at intervals of about 100 fz2et on a line parallel to the strike of the hornfels
beds and anproximately 200 feet west of their outcrop. After, and if, the
vertical extension of the beds to the depth of these holes has bnren proved and
the Jongitudinal extent has been determined, a second narallel row of holes
should be drilled about 150 feet west of the first row. It would probably be
best tn space these holes at 100 foot intervals between the positions of the
holes in the first row. At least one hole should be drilled south of the fault,
as showm, to attempt to locate the extension of the beds on that side of the
fault., Figurejg is a cross sectinn through hole llo. 1 and shows the probable
~rojected vositien of the beds and the approximate deoth of holes.

Trese dr’ll hol-s should not necessarily be stopped if granite is en-
countered since there are many dikes and granite seams some distance from the
T~ree cponite mnsses.

FoMLlorriig are the data on the nroposed holes in Areas A and B. After
e Lo are eormloeted 1t may be desirable to drill others, particulerly in

Hole No. 3. 150 feet north (up the gulch) from hole No. 1. Inclination:
,0°. Bearing: East. Depth: 200 feet.

Hole No. L. N 12° W, 110 feet from southwest corner of Tungsten'C claim.

Inclination: vertical. Depth: 100 feet.

Areas C, 2, and E are on a steep slope and will require a certain amount
of road work before a drill could be located in a favorable position to crosscut

+he hornfels beds. Such road buildine will call for a reconnaissance survev to
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determine the most logical route and the approximate cost. It may be that
further geological mapping will locate other hornfels beds that would warrant

prior drilling.

// PRELIMTNARY REPORT ON THE %E. L. REEVES SCHEELITE
‘ PROPERTY

Introduction

The E. L. Reeves scheelite property is situated in Eastern Madera County,
California, about 17 miles east of North Fork on the north slope of the San
Joaquin River. There are about 27 claims that cover portions of sections 3,
4, 9, 10 and 15 of T. 8 S. R. 24 E. M.D.i.

I visited this property between June 16th and 20th, 1952, at the request
of Mr. Reeves, for the purpose of determining if the geological conditions
warranted the undertaking of an exploration program, and if so, how and where
it should be started.

I examined at least five areas within the claims, during my visit, that
give promising indications of containing reasonable tonnages of scheelite ore.
One in particular, on the Tungsten B claim, has possibilities of providing a
large tonnage of ore. In addition to these areas shown on Figures 1 and 2
there are several other known outcrops of scheelite-bearing hornfels that will
be mapped in the near future.

Two roads extend part way through the claims and will save considerable
exovense in moving exploration drilling equipment. There are at least four

springs that will furnish water for drilling.

Recommendations

I propose that a diamond drilling program be started to exctlore the
extent and value of the areas that are shown on the maps. The first work
should be done on Area A, on the Tungsten B claim, where the geological condi-
tions arpear favorable for a very large tonnage of possible scheelite ore.

When the drilling is completed on this area the program should be exvanded to
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explore other known areas which may not contain such a l-rge possible tonnage but
show promise of containing several thousand tons of good ore.

A complete drilling program for the property may require in excess of 100
holes varying in depth from 100 feet to L,00 or 500 feet. Héwever, in this pre-
liminary revort I shall only outline a program for Areas A and B, vhich will
require probably 17 or 18 holes. Expansion of the program will devend in part
on the results obtained by this first phase of the drilling. Such a program
should not be rigidly stipulated in advance but should be open to change, as

the information that is progressively obtained might dictate.

Geology
The orincipal country rock is a granitic type igneous rock ranging from
granondiorite to graphic granite in mineralogical composition. It has intruded
and metvamorphosed older marine sedimentary rocks. The latter were dominantly
shale with subordinate amounts of limestone and sandstone. The metamorphic
oacks resulting from these sediments are mica schist, garnet-epidote hornfels
and ~uartzite. The scheelite occurs in the garnet-epidote hornfels.

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and near the igneous rocks they often contain in excess of one percent scheelite.

The thickest hdrnfels beds occur in the Tungsten B claim where there are
three beds about 15 feet thick and separated from each other by about six feet
of schist. In the other areas that were examined the hornfels beds vary from
two feet to about seven feet in width.

The five areas that have been examined and appear to have some promise
will be described as follows:

Area A. This area is near the center of the Tungsten B claim and conta ns
the three hornfels beds mentioned above. These beds appear to promise production
of a large tonnage of possible scheelite ore. Where they are exposed, near the
road, they have been explored by cuts and a 25-foot incline shaft. All three of
the beds contain scheelite as determined by ultraviolet light examination, and
near the granite contacts portions of them will probably assay variably from
one-half to five percent scheelite.

The beds strike about N 15° W and dip approximately 30° to the west.

They are cut off on the south side near the road by a pre-granite fault. This
fault has arparently dropped the rocks down on the south side and thus the beds
may continue southward, underneath the exposed shale. I was told that an
incline shaft, now caved, was sunk about 30 feet south of the fault to a depth
of approximately LO feet along the contact of a hornfels bed and a granite dike.
"Good" ore was said to have occurred in the hornfels down to the bottom 6f the
shaft. While this hornfels is now covered, it may be the faulted extension of
the upper of the three beds.

Another incline shaft about 25 feet deep is still open and exposes very
good scheelite ore in the middle bed along the fault. Surface cuts have been
made in these beds from 50 to 100 feet north of the fault and these have also

exposed favorable scheelite-bearing rock.
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Since beds of this thickness would not ordinarily be expected to lens
out immediately, it is reasonable to assume that they will extend both lateral-
ly and down the dip for at least several hundred feet unless cut off by the
granite. A large body of granite outcrops about 350 feet west of the hornfels
outcrops and the hornfels may extend in depth to the contact with this granite.
Other small granite dikes and lenses are exposed at the surface and will un-
doubtedly cut out nortions of the beds, but actually they present a favorable
condition since it is in their proximity that the best scheelite mineralization
occurs. Thus there is a very good possibility of these beds producing a siz-
able tonnage of ore. There are a few thin hornfels beds in the schist over-
lying the 15-foot beds and at least one of them, which is about three feet
thick where exposed, contains scheelite.

Area B. This is a small scheelite-bearing area about 20 feet wide and
100 feet long. It occurs in the northeast corner of the Tungsten B claim‘and
in the south end of the Tungsten D claim. It differs from the other scheélite
bodies in that it appears to be a decomposed mass of intermixed granite -and
schist. The original shale apparently contained small lenses of calcareous
shale that have produced small hornfels lenses which are now also partly
decomposed. The soil and fine decomposition products at the surface contain a
considerable amount of scheelite; possibly as much as three or four percent. I
believe this concentration in the surface soil results from a mechanieal secondary
enrichment from decomposed rock that has been removed by erosion; the heavy
scheelite tending to remain behind as the other material was eroded. The
thorough decomposition of this rock is probably a result of hydrothermal altera-
tion rather than weathering and may occur for some distance below the surface.

Area C. This area, shown on Figure 2, is at the end of the road on the

Crystal ly claim. There are two hornfels beds in the schist, about 100 feet
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apart, both striking in a northerly direction. The western bed is approximately
two feet thick dipping to the west, and the eastern bed is about six feet thick
dipping steeply to the east. Samples from both of these beds contained scheelite,
and those from the eastern bed contained from one to two percent. This bed is
exposed for about 50 feet and hornfels float can be found for close to 200 feet
further north, and it is probable that the bed extends at least that far.

5522_2. This area is about 600 feet east of Area C. A six to eight
foot hornfels bed is exposed for a distance of about LO feet in contact with a
granite dike. Hornfels float can be found for at least 100 feet to the south
along the granite outcrop. A sample from this area appeared to contain in
excess of one percent scheelite.

Area E. This area is about 1200 feet south of Area C. Another hornfels
outcrop is exposed here, but no samples were taken to determine the scheelite
content. The bed is cut off on the north by the granite although it may
extend southward in the schist.

Since these areas that have been examined are said to be only a portion
of the exposed scheelite-bearing zones, it is important that further geological
work be done to outline other possible ore beds. I expect to continue this work
in the near future. In view of the fact that these beds contain sufficient
scheelite, as determined by ultraviolet lamping, to warrant further exvploration,
I did not take time to attempt to cut representative samples for assay during
my first visit. In order to obtain representative samples at the surface, cuts

will have to be made, either by a tractor or by hand work.

Proposed Exploration

The first exploration work should be done on the Tungsten B claim to
investigate Area A. One vertical hole should be drilled about 75 feet west of

the outcrop of the beds to check their continuity and average dip. This hole
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is shovm on Fisure 1 as No. 1 hole. Then a series of holes should be drilled
at intcrvals of about 100 f=et on a line parallel to the strike of the hornfels
beds and anproximately 200 feet west of their outcrop. After, and if, the
vertical axtension of the bcds *to the denth of these holes has bren proved and
the Jongitudinal extent has been determined, a second narallel row of holes
should be drilled about 150 feet west of the first row. It would probably be
best to space these holes at 100 foot intervals between the positions of the
holes in the first row. At least one hole should be drilled south of the fault,
as showm, to attempt to locate the extension of the beds on that side of the
fault. Figure ? is a cross sectinn through hole llo. 1 and shows the probable
nrrojected zositien of the beds and the approximate devnth of holes.

With the information obtained from these holes it will be possible to
determine if other holes are needed. It is very probable that at least another
eight to ten holes will prove desirable.

To explore Area B four holes are proposed and shown on Figure 3.

Hole No. 1. N 83° W, 75 feet from the southwest corner of the Tungsten C
claim. Inclination: 45°. Bearing: N LO° E. Depth: 130 feet.

Hole No. 2. N 85° E, 100 feet from southwest corner of the Tungsten C
claim. Inclimation: 35°. Bearing: N 65° W. Depth: 200 feet.,

Hole No. 3. 150 feet north (up the gulch) from hole No. 1. Inclination:
L0°. Bearing: East. Depth: 200 feet.

Hole No. L. N 12° W, 110 feet from southwest corner of Tungsten C claim.

Inclination: wvertical. Depth: 100 feet.

Areas C, D, and E are on a steep slope and will require a certain amount
of road work before a drill could be located in a favorable position to crosscut

the hornfels beds. Such road building will call for a reconnaissance survey to





determine the most logical route and the approximate cost. It may be that

further geological mapping will locate other hornfels beds that would warrant

prior drilling.

by the Oberator for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return’to the
vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the Operator at a price at least as high as could other-
wise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, unless the Govern-
ment, in writing, waives its interest in any such item.

PRELINMTNARY REPORT ON THE Z. L. RSEVES SCHEELITE
PROPERTY

Introduction

The E. L. Reeves scheelite property is situated in Eastern Madera County,
California, about 17 miles east of North Fork on the north slope ~I the San
Joaquin River. There are about 27 claims that cover portions of sections 3,

L, 9, 10 and 15 of T. 8 S. R. 24 E. i.D.l.

I visited this property between June 16th and 20th, 1952, at the requact
of Mr. Reeves, for the purpose of determining if the geologica'l conditions
warranted the undertaking of an exploration program, and if so, how and where
it should be started.

I examined at least five areas within the claims, during my visit, thet
give promising indications of containing reasonable tonnages of scheclite ore.
One in particular, on the Tungsten B claim, has possibilities of vroviding a
large tonnage of ore. In additinon to these areas shown on Figures 1 and 2
there are several other known outcrops of scheelite-bearing hornfels that will
be mapped in the near future.

Two roads extend part way through the claims and will save crnsiderable
exvense in moving exploration drilling equipment. There are at least four

snrings that will furnish water for drilling.

Recommendations

I propose that a diamond drilling program be started to exrtlore the
extent and value of the areas that'are shovn on the maps. The first work
should be done on Area A, on the Tungsten B claim, where the geological condi-
tions arpear favorable for a very large tonnage of possible scheelite ore.

When the drilling is completed on this area the program should be exnanded to

explore other known areas which may not contain such a l-rge poesible tonnage but
show promise of containing several thousand tons of good ore.

A complete drilling program for the property may require in excess of 100
holes voryving in deoth from 100 feet to L00 or 500 feet. However, in this pre-
liminary revnort I shall only outline a program for Areas A and B, which will
require probably 17 or 18 holes. Expansion of the program will devend in part
on the results obtained by this first phase of the drilling. Such a program
should not be rigidly stipulated in advance but should be open to change, as

the information that is progressively obtained might dictate.

Geolopy

The principal country rock is a granitic type igneous rock ranging from
pranodiorite to graphic granite in mineralogical composition. It has intruded
and metvamorohosed older marine sedimentary rocks. The latter were dominantly
shale vrith subordinate amounts of limestone and sandstone. The metamorphic
ivers resulting from these sediments are mica schist, garnet-epidote hornfels
and uarteite.  The scheelite occurs in the garnet-epidote hornfels.

and near the igneous rocks they often contain in excess of one vercent scheelite.

The thickest hdrnfels beds occur in the Tungsten B claim where there are
three beds about 15 feet thick and separated from each other by about six feet
of schist. In the other areas that were examined the hornfels beds vary from
two feet to about seven feet in width.

The five areas that have been examined and appear to have some promise
will be described as follows:

Area A. This area is near the center of the Tungsten B claim and conta ns
the three hornfels beds mentioned above. These beds appear to promise production
of a large tonnage of possible scheelite ore. Vhere they are exposed, near the
road, they have been explored by cuts and a 25-foot incline shaft. All three of
the beds contain scheelite as determined by ultraviolet light examination, and
near the granite contacts portions of them will probably assay variably from
one-half to five percent scheelite.

The beds strike about N 15° W and dip approximately 30° to the west.

They are cut off on the south side near the road by a pre-granite fault. This
favlt has a~parently dropped the rocks down on the south side and thus the beds
may continue southward, underneath the exposed shale. I was told that an
incline shaft, now caved, was sunk about 30 feet south of the fault to a depth
- of avproximately LO feet along the contact of a hornfels bed and a granite dike.
"Good" ore was said to have occurred in the hornfels dovm to the bottom éf the
shaft. While this hornfels is now covered, it may be the Taulted extension of
the upper of the three beds.

| Another incline shaft about 25 feet deep is still open and exposes very
good scheelite ore in the middle bed along the fault. OSurface cuts have been
made in these beds from 50 to 100 feet north of the fault and these have also

exposed favorable scheelite-bearing rock.

Since beds of this thickness would not ordinarily be expected to lens
out immediately, it is reasonable to assume that they will extend both lateral-
ly and dovm the dip for at least several hundred feet unless cut off by the
granite. A large body of granite outcrops about 350 feet west of the hornfels
outcrops and the hornfels may extend in depth to the contact with this granite.
Other small granite dikes and lenses are exposed at the surface and will un-
doubtedly cut out mortions of the beds, but actually they present a favorable
condition since it is in their proximity that the best scheelite mineralization
occurs. Thus there is a very good possibility of these beds producing a siz-
able tonnage of ore. There are a few thin hornfels beds in the schist over-
lying the 15-foot beds and at le ast one of them, which is about three feet
thick where exposed, contains scheelite.

Area B. This is a small scheelite-bearing area about 20 feet wide and
100 feet long. It occurs in the northeast corner of the Tungsten B claim‘and
in the south end of the Tungsten D claim. It differs from the other scheelite
bodies in that it appears to be a decomposed mass of intermixed granite -and
schist. The original shale apparently contained small lenses of calcareous
shale that have produced small hornfels lenses which are now also partly
decomposed. The soil and fine decomposition products at the surface contain a
considerable amount of scheelite; possibly as much as three or four percent. I
belisve this concentration in the surface soil results from a mechanieal secondary
enrichment from decomposed rock that has been removed by erosion; the heavy
scheelite tending to remain behind as the other material was eroded. The
thorough decomposition of this rock is probably a result of hydrothermal altera-
ti~n rathér than weathering and may occur for some distance below the surface.

éEEiJE- This area, shown on Figure 2, is at the end of the road on the

Crystal I claim. There are two hornfels beds in the schist, about 100 feet
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apart, both striking in a northerly direction. The western bed is approximately
two feet thick dipping to the west, and the eastern bed is about six feet thick
dipping steeply to the east. Samples from both of these beds contained scheelite,
and those from the eastern bed contained from one to two percente. This bed is
exposed for about 50 feet and hornfels float can be found for close to 200 feet
further north, and it is probable that the bed extends at least that far.
é£3§_9° This area is about 600 feet east of Area C. A six to eight
foot hornfels bed is exposed for a distance of about 1,0 feet in contact vith a
granite dike. Hornfels float can be found for at least 100 feet to the south
along the granite outcrop. A sample from this area appeared to contain in
excess of one percent scheelite.

éggg_g. This area is about 1200 feet south of Area C. Another hornfels
outcrop is exposed here, but no samples were taken to determine the scheelite
content. The bed is cut off on the north by the granite although it may
extend southward in the schiste.

Since these areas that have been examined are séid to be only a portion
of the exposed scheelite-bearing zones, it is important that further geological
work be done to outline other possible ore beds. I expect to continue this work
in the near future. In view of the fact that these beds contain sufficient
scheelite, as determined by ultraviolet lamping, to warrant further exploration,
I did not take time to attempt to cut representative samples for assay during
my first visit. In order to obtain representative samples at the surface, cuts

will have to be made, either by a tractor or by hand worke

Proposed Exploration

The first exploration work should be done on the Tungsten B claim to
investigate Area A. One vertical hole should be drilled about 75 feet west of

the outcrop of the beds to check their continuity and average dip. This hole
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is shovm on #¥irure 1 as No. 1 hole. Then a series of holes should be drilled
at intervals of about 100 f=et on a line parallel to the strike of the hornfels
beds and approximately 200 feet west of their outcrop. After, and if, the
vertical sxtension of the buds to the denrth of these holes has bcen proved and
the longitudinal extent has been determined, a second narallel row of holes
should be drilled about 150 feet west of the first row. It would probably be
best to space these holes at 100 foot intervals between the positions of the
holes in the first row. At least one hole should be drilled south of the fault,
as showm, to attempt to locate the extension of the beds on that side of the
fault, Figure - is a cross section through hole llo. 1 and shows the probable
rrojected Tositien of the beds and the approximate deonth of holes.

These drill holes should not necessarily be stopped if granite is en-
countered since therce a2re many dikes and granite seams some distance from the
T~mze  ronite masses.

N 83° W, 75 feet from the southwest corner of the Tungsten C
claime Inclination: L5°. Bearing: N LO° E. Depth: 130 feet.

Hole No. 2. N 85° E, 100 feet from southwest corner of the Tungsten C
claim. Inclimation: 35°. Bearing: N 65° W. Depth: 200 feet.

Hole No. 3. 150 feet north (up the gulch) from hole No. 1. Inclination:
L0°. Bearing: East. Depth: 200 feet.

Hole No. L. N 12° W, 110 feet from southwest corner of Tungsten C claim.

Inclination: vertical. Depth: 100 feet.

Areas C, D, and E are on a steep slope and will require a certain amount
of road work before a drill could be located in a favorable position to crosscut

the hornfels beds. Such road building will call for a reconnaissance survey to





determine the most logical route and the approximate cost. It may be that
further geological mapping will locate other hornfels beds that would warrant

prior drilling.
