Information now available sugyests & rather spotty type
of mineralization, with a fair chance of developing a large tonnage
of ore.

The applicant proposes to spend #51,500 to do underground
exploration on the pronerty known as the Sagamore mine in the Vanderbilt
mining district, San Bernardino County, California.

This property was the subject of a production loan, DA 1102,
for lead, zine and copper, and was examined by the Field Team, vho
recomnmended denial because of the lack of measured reserves, At that
time, the exploration prograrm had not bemm established, bt the Field
Team did recommend exploration in the amount of 25,000, on the basis
of the base metal showing at that tire,

In view of the fact that the tungsten content of these veins
apparently was not known, ..1d that the No. 1 shaft was not accessible
at the time of the first Field Team examination, I recommend that they
be asked to re-examine the deposit, and to appraise the tungsten values
in the old as well as the recently ovened workings. It may be advissble
to campromise between 50 and 75 percent perticipation if an exploration
contract is consumited.

Physical Desoription.

The work in the Sagamore Mine and on Alpha Claims consists of the
following: o . ' .-

Eight tunnels of which only three are in the immediate area
in whioh the exploration work should be done. 0f these three tunnels
No. 1 and No. 2 are on the western side of the canyon and No. 3 s on
the eastern side of the canyon. They are all on the same vain, which .
varies from two to eight feet in width.

.-The No. 1 tunnel is some 600 feet in length tut only some 350
feot are accesnsible.

The No. 2 tunnel is 50 ft lower than the No. 1 tunnel and is
some 1100 feet in length, of which only 700 fest are accessidle.

The No. 3 tunnel is 605 feet in length ,nd is accessidle to the
face. » ‘ :

Near the portal of Tunnel Ko. 1 is located No. 1 shaft, the collar
of which i@ at the elevation of No. 1 Tunnel. This shaft is 150 feet deep.
One hundred feet below the No. 2 tunnel the 100-foot level has bsen opened
off the shaft to explors in the direction of No. 3 tunnel and to connect ®©
No. 2 shaft which is located near the portal of that tunnel. No. 2 shaft
has a depth of 50 feet and is in good condition, having bdeen sunk in the
quartz vein which contains fair values in lead,sinc, copper and silver.
HMuch of the vein was mined from the No. 1 Tunnel to the surface and three
separate ore shoots have bdeen completely or partially mined from the No. 2
level to the No. 1 level. There is one stopein No. 3/Ahich was mined some
25 feet above that level.

Of the other tunnels on the claims, two are on the same vein
structure as Tunnels No. 1, 2 and 3 and the others are on parallel vein
structures.

The 100=foot level on which exploration work will be performed is
accessidle for inspection. _ - : :

The No. 1 Shaft is equipped with a gasoline driven hoist,sinking
bucket,aly and water lines, pump column and manway. The buoket dumps into
a bin from which the waste is dram off in one ton cars to be dumped. If
the program is approved it may be more ecenomical because of a limited
area in which to dump the waste to remove it by truck. At present the
water that is being encountersd on the 100-foot level is being pusped by &
Deming piston type pump equipped with a 13 H.P. Rlectric Motor.

The No. 2. Tunnel is open to the caved arsa 700 feet from the portal
and is equipped with rall and air &u pipe for most of this distance.

There are five bulldings on the property which can serve as living
and boarding quarters for the crew, and two duildinge at the mine which
can serve for shops and storage. (All are in need of rehadilitation.)

The report of the Field Team on DMPA-1102 indicates that
the average tungsten content of the 24 samples cut in the old workings
(excluding the one high-grade sample) is less than 0.08 percent W03,
Block 2, for vwhich the average grade of 0.2 percent W03 is given,

actually depends on samples No. 10 to 15, which average only 0.025
percent 1C3,

In view of this, the property can hardly qualify as a
tungsten prospect, and on that basis alone, probably does not warrant
a re-cximincidon.  Nevertheless, it may be worthwhile to ask the Field
Team to check the exposures on the level recently reopened. But,
unless the showings there show a tungsten content several times thdt
of the upper levels, the proposed exploration cannot be justified on
that basis, and must depend entirely on the lead-zinc values,

The mine had been examined previously for Defense Minerals_Aﬁministrq:

tion by W. P. Irwin and C. D. Rinehart of the Geological Survey from
September 8 to 11, 1951 (see report dated Oct. 30, 1951). The earlier
examination was in response to the owner's request for an $80,000 produc-
tion loan to be used mainly for erecting a mill and mine plant. This
request was denied for two principal reasons: (1) the deposit contained
insufficient reserves of measured and indicated ore, and (2) the ore is
complex, and the recoverable metal content of the ore was not known. At
that time the field team suggested that an exploration program might be
feasible, and that exhaustive mill tests of the ore be made coincident
with exploration, ‘

Since the earlier examination, the shaft below the "lower level™
(see fig. 1, report dated Oct. 30, 1951) has been dewatered and reconditioned
to the bottom at the 1hL-foot level (which is 100 feet below the ] ower
level®™ of the report of Oct. 30, 1951), 4 short drift was driven to the
northeast along the vein on the 1lll-foot level, and an old caved drift to
the west is being by-passed by a crosscut driven northwesterly from the
shaft.

The applicant's proposal was discussed in detail with Hr. Hollingsworth
and the original plan to drift both northeast and southwest on the vein
on the 1hl-foot level was modified to consist of drifting only to the
west along the vein on the 1llli-foot level.

The ore was crushed to
minus 10-mesh, hydraulically classified into three sand portions and
slimes, and each concentrated on the laboratory Wilfley table. The
concentrates were combined for further treatment, and the tails dis-
carded, a reduction of 85 percent of the original weight.

Most of the sulfideé, and nearly all of the scheelite were re-
covered in the table concentrates. JThe losses in the table tails
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were chiefly in zinc and copper. Results were:

Recoveries were: Lead 92.7 percent, zinc 57.7 percent, copper 74.8
percent, tungsten 99.8 percent, and silver 84.2 percent, in 14.9 percent
of the original weight.

Sulfide Flotation

This enriched concentrate product was stage ground to minus
100-mesh and bulk sulfide flotation concentrates made, to drop as much
of the scheelite as possible into the bulk flotation tailings. The
reagents used, were in pounds per ton of flotation feed, potassium
ethyl xanthate, Z2-3, 0.02; pine oil, 0.05; and aerofloat 25, 0.05.

Microscopic examination of the bulk flotation concentrates showed
much of the sulfides still locked, particularly in the pyrite. The
bulk concentrates were therefore reground to minus 200-mesh and con=
siderable further liberation accomplished.

The reground bulk flotation concentrates were then refloated to
produce selective recovery of lead and zince. TFor lead flotation, the
reagents used were in pounds per ton of flotation feed, sodium carbon=-
ate 1.0, sodium cyanide 5.0, zinc sulfate 1.0, and ethyl xanthate 0.025.
For zinc flotation, the reagents were lime 1.0, copper sulfate 3.0,
ethyl xanthate 0.19, and Dowfroth, 0.05.

The lead concentrates contained 51 percent Pb, 8.9 percent Zn,
2.5 percent Cu end 52 oz/Ton Ag, representing recoveries of 74.5 per-
cent of the lead, and 66 percent of the silver, with 13 percent of the
copper, in 1.7 percent of the original weight of crude ore.

The zinc concentrates contained 25 percent Zn, 10 percent Pb,
12 percent Cu, and 13 oz/Ton Ag, representing recoveries of 30 percent
of the zinc, 42 percent of the copper, and 11 percent of the silver, in
1.2 percent of the weight of the original crude ore.

The tailings from this cleaner operation were mostly pyrite, with
still=locked inclusions of galena, sphalerite, chalcopyrite, and scheelites
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Panning and microscopic examination showed no free scheelite, although
22 percent of the original total WOS remained in this product.

Scheelite flotation

The tailings from the primary bulk flotation represented 9.2 per-
cent of the original weight of ore, and contained 77.6 percent of the
original total WOS, with a grade of 0.45 percent WOz.

A standard flotation test made on this product indicated 90 per=-
cent gross recovery of the scheelite in the flotation feed, or 71.7 per=~
cent of the scheelite in the original ore. The amount of material
evailable for this test was insufficient to allow complete flotation
testing on production of high-grade concentrates.

Conclusions

The results Ffeported herewith indicate that the ore tested can
be concentrated and much of the lead and silver recovered. Recovery
of zinc was low and the zinc concentrates were low-grade, but perhaps
better results could be obtained in continuous operation including
cleaning. Tungsten extraction was good, but more work would be neces-
sary to demonstrate production of saleable concentrates.

Of course, the low grade of the original ore might prevént economi-
cal treatment by methods similar to those used in the tests.

The report of the Field Team on DMPA-1102 indicates that
the average tungsten content of the 24 samples cut in the old workings
(excluding the one high-grade sample) is less than 0,08 percent WO3,
Block 2, for which the average grade of 0.2 percent W03 is given,

actually depends on samples No. 10 to 15, which average only 0.025
percent W03,

In view of this, the property can hardly qualify as a
tungsten prospect, and on that basis alone, probably does not warrant
a re-examination. Nevertheless, it may be worthwhile to ask the Field
Team to check the exposures on the level recently reopened. But,
unless the showings there show a tungsten content several times that
of the upper levels, the proposed exploration cannot be justified on
that basis, and must depend entirely on the lead-zinc values,

The applicant proposes to spend $51,500 to do underground
exploration on the property known as the Sagamore mine in the Vanderbilt
mining district, San Bernardino .County, California.

This property was the subject of a production loan, DMA 1102,
for lead, zinc and copper, and was examined by the Field Team, who
recommended denial because of the lack of measured reserves., At that
time, the exploration program had not been established, but the Field
Team did recommend exploration in the amount of $25,000, on the basis
of the base metal showing at that time,

In view of the fact that the tungsten content of these veins
apparently was not known, and that the No. 1 shaft was not accessible
at the time of the first Field Team examination, I recommend that they
be asked to re-examine the deposit, and to appraise the tungsten values
in the old as well as the recently opened workings. It may be advisable
to compromise between 50 and 75 percent participation if an exploration
contract is consumated,

'R Physical Description.

The work in the Sagamore Mine and on Alpha Claims consists of the
following:

Eight tunnels of which only three are in the immediate area
in which the exploration work should be done. Of these three tunnels
No. 1 and No. 2 are on the western side of the canyon and No. 3 is on
the eastern side of the canyon. They are all on the same vein, which
varies from two to eight feet in width.

The No. 1 tunnel is some 600 feet in length but only some 350
feet are accessible.

The No. 2 tunnel is 50 ft lower than the No. 1 tunnel and is
some 1100 feet in length, of which only 700 feet are accessible.
