Introduction

The owners of the Lily Lode mining claim applied to Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration for Government aid in a $22,168,76
program to explore the claims for tungsten ore. The elzim was examined
on February 9, 1953, at the request of DMEA, by We P Irwin and W. E.
Hall of the Geological Survey. The omwers, John Shelburn, J. L. Collins,
and E. C. Kendall, were on the property during the examination.

' The Lily Lode mining claim is in western Kern County, Califomia
about 6 airline miles southwest of Randsburg. It can be reached by
travelling west from Randsburg 3.6 miles on highway 6, amd from that
point travelling southerly L.6 miles on an ungraded desert road. ' The
claim has beenprospected by several open cuts, and by about 0 feet of
drift and crosscut at the bottom of a steeply inclined shaft that is

Ge ology

Granodiorite, which is locally coarsely foliated,underlies the
claims and in places is cut by steep faults. Scheelite,the only tungsten=-
bearing mineral seen, fluoresces under ultra-violet ligﬁt a bluish-white
color, indicating that it is of a high degree of purity. The scheelite
is exposed in two of the open cuts as discontinuous seams and disseminations
in veins in steep, northeast-trending faults. In parts of the veins
scheelite oconstitutes as much as 25 percent of the vein material; the remainder
of the vein material is mostly c alcite,

In the open cut 70 feet southeast of the shaft collar, a scheelite-
bearing vein one inch thick is exposed in the face (see plate 1). Scheelite
constitutes about 20 percent of the vein over a length of 2 feet. In the
open cut 190 feet northeast of the shaft collar a similar vein is exposed
for several feet along the walls There, however, the vein is only % inch
thick and appears highly discontinuous. The vein contains about 30 percent
scheelite over a length of 3 feet on the northeast face of the cut; no
scheelite is present on the southwest face.

Conclusions

Tt seems possible that the scheelite~bearing veins exposed in
the open cuts continue for considerable distances beyond the present
exposures, and that the two open cuts are in the same vein, It is highly
unlikely, however, that the veins canbe mined economically, owing to their -
narrow widths and to their pinching to a knife edge for considerable
distances. No evidence was seen to indicate that the veins are thicker
and more continuous at depth. An increase in the price of W04 of at least
two-to three-fold would be necessary before the exposed veins could be mined
profitably. Even in such event the total tonnage of ore would be very smalle.
The outlook for the prospect as an exploration venture is very poore
