.A memorandum to J. 0. Hosted, Division of Raw Materials, 
Atomic Energy Commission, from L. J. Conklin, Acting Chief, Salt Lake 
Eploration Branch, DRM, AEC, dated May 22, 1953, concurring the property 
identified above has been made available to DiMA and Commodity Committee 
members. The memorandum gives results of examination of the property 
by geologists of the PC. I have reviewed this supplementary information 
with H. D. Keiser, Bureau of Mines member of the committee. 


The EC geologists e±amined the property with a sciritiflometer 
and found no appreciable radioactivity. Secondary yellow mineral stain 
occurs on thin bedded sandy limestone, possibly caliche, of Miocine (?) 
age. Three samples collected from test pits contain 0.005 to 0.035 percent 
uranium. This sampling substantiates the absence of ore grade material 
indicated by the analyses of samples included in the application... 
Together with the results of the radioactivity survey the sai Lples indicate 
that of ore grade material is not likely to be discovered by further 
exploration. The EC geologists believe that exploration is not warranted. 


Recommendation 


In view of the results of the examination of this property by 
geologists of the EC I recommend that the application be denied without 
the necessity of referring it to the DMLA Field Team.

This is in reply to your letter of March 2L, 1953. 


We herewith enclose the required NF-2Q3 Forms, although 
the amount of the loan has been omitted. 


Mr. Harry Nelson, Chief of the R.icl'ifield, Utah, Sub-Office 
of the Atomic Energy Conmission, has notified us that a field 
party from his office will meet us in Barstow, California on 
May L, 1953 for a geological reconnaisance of these claims. 
We are writing a confirmation of this date to him at this time. 


Compliance in any more detailed fashion with your request 
of Feb. 16, regarding further mapping and geology, is impossible 
at the present time since we have ethausted our field notes and 
other data. Copies of all the information we have is in your 
hands. However, it has always been our intent to augment these 
notes and to develop a carefully controlled gamma radiation 
plot of these claims. The expense involved is such that we 
have made such a survey part of the planned explorations as 
indicated in our application. Location of core holes was to 
be based on evidence aôcurnulated by the radioactivity survey. 


The interpretation given our proposal to provide the 
necessary equipment and skilled personnel for coring has placed 
Mr. McGee and myself in the position of finding it necessary 
to develop an alternate plan of approach. After discussion of 
the matter with Mr. W. T. Mack, he has withdrawn his offer of 
equipment and services and no longer wishes to participate un.dr 
terms such as those you outline.

This is reply to your letter of Feb. 16, 1953. 


In paragraph (1) you requested additional documentation 
relating to the transfer of these claims to tlTis partnership. All 
the documentation pertinent to the ownership of these claims was 
forwarded with the original application. However, in event it is 
necessary o delineate this in further detail on your "Forim-203", 
please forward the required number of copies for execution. No.. 
enclosures were received with your letter. 


A more detailed map of the property is being sent under . 
separate cover, with a tentative plot of the recorded radioactivities 
measured on a Geiger Counter. Since this was only a rough field 
check that was made in an attempt to trace out the subsurface 
geology, it is not regarded as accurate or authoritative. The 
badly fractured structures in these formations interfered with the 
clear development of the subsurface conditions, so a more carefully 
controlled study is contemplated as part of the exploration project, 
using a scintillation counter. 


In an effort to unify the Governmental efforts being expended 
on our behalf, we should like to inform you of the exchanges to date 
between ourselves and the Atomic Energy Commission. After an intial 
analysis of the ore had been made in Grand Junction, Colorado, 
application for a field examination by an AEC engineer was made. This 
was transferred to the Salt Lake City office, whereupon a Mr. Ernest 
E. Thurlow, Chief of the .AEC in Salt Lake, requested a five pound ore 
sample from the claim. This was iorwarded to him on January 30, 1953, 
at which time he was notified of the previous analysis and of our 
DMEA application and Docket Number, We are still awaiting his reply. 


We are attempting to do whatever we can to arrange that any 
field examinations required by the two agencies be made concurrently, a'nd/ 
or simultaneously, if possible. We should like to eliminate the 
added expense of any more "preliminary, evaluative" trips to california 
from here, if at all possible. 


After careful study of your interpretation of our application 
request, we have returned to the original regulations set out under 
M0...5, and respectfully request that some additional clarification 
be given Section 10 of this order. As we understand this paragraph, 


Ithe Government acknowledges that the capital assets represented by the 
equipment we propose to provide is o greater value to the instrument-. 
ation of suèh a project than its depreciation values alone. Oil field 
use of such equipment is charged for at rates running from l5 to $17 
per hour. For the application which we propose, we feel our ability 
to rovide this equipment represents capital assets\ value easily 
equivalent to the required ten percent of coring cost

Initially it is planned that a complete survey will be made 
of the area, setting out grid stations, taking elevations, 
-and developing a plane table picture of the area. Then a 
careful grid pattern of the Gamma Ray Intensities at each 
of the positions will be taken using a portable scintillometer •	 ' of'a 'type like the,Model 111 Portable ScintillatIon Countr 
developed and manufauréd by "Engineers Syndicate, Ltd.'," 
of Hollywood, Calif. Use of a scintillometer over and in 
preference to using a Geiger Counter is based on the need for 
gaimna radiation counting without interforsnce and confusion 
from beta ray sources. This. instrument makes , this possible, 
while its Olectronje Counter gives an accurate result with 
minimum delay over wide ranges of radioactivity. 


Once a complete pattern of gamma ray inteBsities has been drawn 
out, it will possible to brace out the areas of maximum ore-. 
values as indicated on the surface. A core drilling program 
will then be' undertaken, initially obtaining' one carefully 
drawn core which can be split into halves. One half will be 
sent to a recognized laboratory for analysis, while the other 
half will be used for 'developing controls to be'used'in setting 
up the scintillation 'counters. Since the rate of response of 
different ores and minerals 'is different within each ore as 
a category, it will be necessary to establish by means of 
chemical analysis of the ore just how much U .
