The denial of the subject application by this Division is
based on the following information: :

(1) The applicant applied for a loan of $25,000,00, of which -
$5,000,00 was to be expended for road building. The road has already !
been completed in a form which allows access, but not ore hauling.

(2) Work on the property consists of a 112-foot adit, with a
20-foot drift and several shallow winzes, plus 5 shallow pits within
a radius of 150 feet from the portal of the adit.

(3) The Montezuma mine is underlain to a shallow depth by meta-
morphic rocks, chiefly hornfels, marble, schist, and tactite, remaining
as a roof pendant in grano-diorite. The tactite contains coarse grained

scheelite, with minor amounts of copper and molybdenum bearing minerals
at and near the contacts,

(4) No definite plan of exploration has been submitted.
" (5) The Field Team in 1951 estimated ore reserves of 9,000 tons
averaging 0,61 percent WO, and 0.10 percent Mo. The 1953 Field Team,
however, estimates reserv%s of not more than 1,000 tons of indicated
ore and 3,000 tons of inferred ore containing sbout 0.60 percent WOz.
Indications are that additional exploration work would add only an
ingignificant tonnage of ore to the quantity that could probably be
found in the ordinary course of mining the ore presently exposed.

(6) The examining field team concludes that the discovery of a
significant tungsten ore body is improbable and recommends denial.





(7) The Field Team concurs in the denisal.

(8) The Commodity Divisions of the Geological Survey and the
Buresu of Mines concur in the denial. '

INTRODUCTION

The Montezuma tungsten mine was examined on September 28, 1953
by D. C. Ross and H. K. Stager of the U, S, Geological Survey in the
company of the generél manager, Frank He. Swanser, and was mapped and
sampled on September 29, 1953, in comnection with DMEA docket No. 2860.
The operators of the property, James J. Hines, Frank H. Swanser, Robert
Loasching, and Arthur E. Poultney, representing the Tuolumne Tungsten
Mining Co., requested Government aid in the amount of $25,000, but no
plan of éxploration accompanied the application.

The Montezuma mine is in the Sierra Nevada, in sec. 2L, T. L N,
Re 21 E., Stanislaus National Forest, zbout 1 mile north of the north
boundary of the Yosemite Nationai Park, Tuolumne Cd;, Celifornia. An
accgss road to the mine, suitable.for Jeeps or ") speed" vehicles,
was under construction at the time of the eiamination and had reached
2 point about 1% miles from thg property. This access road leaves
Stéte Highway 108 about 3.7 miles west of Allie Robinson's pack station
and extends south, via'numerous switch-backs and steep gfades, up
Leavitt Creek to Leavitt Lake, along the Mgno-Tuolumne County boundary
to Emigrant Meadow, past Grizyly Peak and down to a meadow on the
headwaters of Cherry Creek and will end at Bnow Lake about 1 mile west

of Bond Pass, a distance of about 17 miles.,

The Montezuma claim was located in 1942 by L. W. Ogborn, who now
owns it jointly with W. H. Heitman. Op Jﬁly 11, 1950 it .was leased
to James Hines and Frank Swenser. Two adjoining mining claims, the
Montezuma No. 2 and the Mal De Mgr, were staked by Hines and Swanser
during 1951,

Most of the development work was done in 1951 and 1952 by the
present operators and consists of a 112-foot adit with a 20-foot drift
and several shzllow winzes, plus 5 shallow pits or open-cuts within a
radius qf 150 feet from the portal of the adit. About 200 tons of
scheelite-bearing tactite has been mined and is presently in the dump
swaiting completion of the access road. About 12 tons of selected
material, assaying from 1.6 to 2.7 percent W03, was packed out by mule
train during 1951. Healf of this ore was milled at the Alpine mill at
Gardnerville, Nevada and half was sold to Richard Segerstrom, Sonora,

Celifornia.

GEOLOGY

The ares of the Montezuma mine is underlain to a shallow depth by
metamorphic rocks, chiefly plagioclase-pyroxene hormnfels, marble, mica-
quartz schist, and tactite, in the remains of a roof-pendant in
grancdiorite. Banding in the calcareous rocks and foliation in the
s*;chist strike northwest end dip steeply northeast.

Epidote-garnet tazctite, containing fine- to coarse-~grzined scheelite
with minor amounts of copper- and molybdenum-bearing minerals, occurs
at and near the contact between calcareous rocks and granodiorite. The
largest body of tactite is exposed in the mine adit fof a distance of

about 70 feet. Scheelite-bearing tactite is also exposed.in two small





' .

pits about 20 feet above the adit, and in two short open-cuts 100 feet
north and 100 feet sou%h of the portal of the adit. One- to 5-foot
pods of tactife are exposed in the granodiorite and in plagioclase-
pyroxene hornfels from 100 to 200 feet nortﬁ of the main workings.
Some of the scheelite is concentrated in layers parallel to the meta-
morphic banding but most of the ore that has been mined has been of

the disseminated type.

SAMPLING

Five chip samples of approximately five pounds each were cut in
the scheelite-bearing tactite in the adit and in the nearby pits and
open-cuts. Two vertical chip samples were cut in the adit; one was
six feet and the other was seven feet long (Figﬁre 2)e. Two chip samples
were cut in the south open-cut; one was six feet and the other was
seven feet long. One 15-foot long horizonial chip sample was cu£
around the face of the north open-cut. The locations and assay results

of these samples are shown on the geologic mep (See Figures 1 & 2).

EXPLORATION

At the time of the examination the applicants had proposed no
definite plan of exploration. Immediate plans were for completion
of the access road, shipment of the ore already mined and in the dump,
and a limited amount of open-pitting above the adite Some consideration
was being given to the possibility of open-cutting or diamond-drilling.
to determine the presence of ore between the adit and the south open-
cuts The mine manager, Frank Swanser, was urged by the examining

geologists to formulate a plan of exploration and to present it to the





Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III, in San Francisco at

the earliest possible date.

ORE RESERVES
Mining engineers of the U, S. Bureau of Mines, Re. R. Trehgove

and F. J. Wiebelt, estimated ore reserves of about 9,000 tons averaging
0.61 percent W03 end 0.10 percent Mo._/ Estimates based on the results
of several test holes put down by the operators inﬁo the granodiorite
below the floor of the adit, geologic mapging, and five additional
samples teken by the examihing geologists show a maximum of 1,000 tons
of indicated ore containing about 0.60 percent ¥W03, and a maximum of
3,000 tons of inferred ore containing about 0.60 percent #03. The
indicated reserves are in a block measuring sbout L5 feet in length,

20 feet in height, and 10 feet thick, on the east side of the adit

(800 tons) and in 2 blocks, each containing about 100 tons, exposed at
the north and south open-cuts. The 3,000 tons of inferred ore is
between the adit and the south open-cut. A few tons of material may
be mined from other small pits and pods exposed in the vicinity of the
mine but the tonnage produced from these sources would probably be

insignificante.

CONCLUSIONS
Inasmuch as no exploration program has been officially proposed to

date by the applicants, a geologic appraisal of the soundness of such a

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program is not possible. The merits and possibilities of several
suggested plans of exploration were discussed with the operators by
the examining geologists and the geologic factors limiting the amount
of reserves were explained to theme. In view of the probable lack of
reserves in excess of about 3,000 +tons, and the probability that these
reserves will be found and mined in the course of routine mining of

the proven reserves by the operators, it is recommended that Government

aid be denied.
