Attachod are four copies. of a roport entitled, 1Rk-30, 
Ludcy Strike claims, (Tungsten), Mariposa County, California," by 
Lorin IL Clark, Geologist, 'U.S.G.S., dated July ]J, l93. 


The examining geologist found scheelite to occur on the 
claims as widely separated czystals l/1 inch to 1l/2 inches long 
in •a zone 30 feet long and 1.1/2 to ,1/2 feet wide, within a tactite 
mass. Samples of the scheelit&'bearing tactite were assayed and 
found to contain 0.02 to 0.03 prcent 


In view of the exceedingly low grade of the ore and the 
sriiall aie of the deposit, the examining geolQgist recomzends against 
granting a IJW1 loan. From the evidence found y the geologist as is 
brought out in his report, Mr. Bailey and I agree With his conclusions. 


As the project is not reconrended, the applicant was not 
instrocted to obtain Owner's Consent to Lien forms or to. have the 
Lucky Strike No. 3 claim recorded.

Attached are four copies of a report entitled, 'DMEk'-3O1, 
Lucky Strike claims, (Tungsten), Mariposa County, California," by 
Lorin D. Clark, Geologist, U.S.G.S., dated July 1I, 193.

Such pendants form 


the crest of Crook Mountain, Indian Peak, and the minor ridge near 


the Lucky Strike claims... Gold, copper, and tungsten mineraliza-


tion is associated with the contacts of the metamorphic rocks with 


the granitic rocks.
