In order that you may not consider meI1as 
entirely incompetent to arrive at logical conclusions 
from my exploratory work ,,I am enclosin3 copies cf I/e4) 
spectrographic reports from the Twining Laboratcries, 
here in Fresno, and, from their report headin ! 11The 
Best Eqipped Commercial Iboratories On The Pa'cific 
Coast. These are typical of nearly 30 analyses these 
people ran on this area and ore. On several occasions 
they were cautioned emphatically to report low 'ion 
their actual readings, and that when they reported 
lO.% it was very important that they observed an 
absolute minimum of this amount. 


Of the above analyses they reported 1O.% 
in 16 different cases and orally informed me that in 
each case they had observed an estimated highe %. 
In all cases the 1O.% readings came from one zçne and 
one type of matérial (the same as sent to you), and I 
therefore assumed this was the area to develop:.

Replying to your letter of July 8th re the above 
subject matter. I am enclosing herewith a sketch of the 
immediate area surrounding the mineralized outcrops. This 
has been prepared hastily and from field notes, and while 
not exact as to measurements it is not over 5 in error. 


I do not have all assay certificates in my 
possession due to the fact that on a number of assays I 
have assisted in the laboratory and a great many tests have 
been run to localize the ore that have not been oficially 
and formally reported. Five additional Spectrographic 
tests were just reported to me over the phone and will 
not be confirmed until next Thursday in writing. In two', 
of these I was testing soil and float material to deteimine 
new areas and in the others (3) were to test oxidized 
surface and contact material as well as one new area. 
The irregularities of Spectrographic analysis is fully 
appreciated, but you are advised that in all cases whexi'e 
the results have shown lO.% the actual reading has been 
nearer 15 . % . I will attach those copies that I have and 
code them to the sketch attached for area identification. 


In addition to the Spectrographic results reorted 
I have spent considerable time at the Coast Laboratories 
on chemical analyses. No part of the Beryllium carrying 
ore was exposed and yet positive reactions were obtained 
in varying amounts from all over the area. For this re4son 
a great deal of work was required to even locate the area 
of principal Beryllium mineralization. This is now well 
established on both sides of the pegmatite formation and 
the ore is now recognized when exposed. The lO.% plus 
values are always present where the fluorescent crystals 
are seen and in the green material. The crystals have s 
yet not been identified, but tentatively the appear tobe 
either Fluorite or Aragonite. Their principal value lies 
in the fact that their presence seems to be necessary to 
high grade Beryllium mineralization.

The phenocrysts in the dike itself, when green, 
carry some Beryllium values. The exact type of crystal or 
the constant value thereof has not yet been determined. 
The dike is probably not a true pegraatite, but more on the 
syenite-tourrnaline order. It would seem from what little 
work I have done that the quartz has crystallized largely 
in a large dike to the East, that the mica (as phiogopite) 
crystallized next to the quartz and at •the contact with 
the syenite-tourmaline structure. It is, at this latter 
contact where the larger of the two Beryl occurerices 
appears. Some significance must be attached to the fact 
that plus lO Beryl ore, of finer grain structure, is 
found on a reverse slope from the principal deposit at a 
point several hundred feet distant, and at such a point 
that it would, seem to have been impossible to have floated 
there from the main deposit. No work has been, done here, 
but a hornfels formation is exposed that may well be a 
continuation of the one shown on the attached sketch. 


Diamond drill contractors, at least in this area, 
do not even care to bid on small jobs such as this. With 
several large dam projects in work, much oil drilling and 
formation testing going onthe average contractor can do 
much better on these stable activities. A job of this 
nature gets the broken-down equipment, and runner, and' 
then are left to shift for themselves. I have owned ana 
operated diamond drill rigs and know how to handle them 
to the greatest advantage on a small variable project 
such as this. At the moment I can plan only about 300' 
of hole to good advantage and by the time surface stripping 
and structure identification were completed so that a 
contractor, or contractors, could be called in to estimate 
the job, the snow would run everyone out. With our own 
rig we could plan and drill as the surface work progresses, 
and not be hampered by price adjustments through those' 
necessary plan changes that always occur on these smaler 
projects. I may have only enough water by the time diamond 
drilling started to run every other day without a long 
hard haul, and no contractor could stand this type of 
intermittent operation, without prohibitive cost.

Intermittently over the past. year I have been 
examining this property, first for Tungsten and more 
recently fqr Beryllium. it is quite a large structure 
and the Tungsten coritenthas always been just a little 
below commercial .grade on every, test, except for several' 
rather high grade areas of small dimension. However on. 
practically every test from all over the area I have, had 
Beryllium readings. it has taken considerable time and a 
great deal of laboratory work to isolate the area in which 
the higher values occur. This was hampered a little by 
assuming that the ore was. Beryl and concentrating on the 
identification thereof. 


-	 The area which consistently showth values of 
lO.% andover has now been defined within the outcrop and 
I assure you it appears to be quite substantial. The lO.% 
values' come from the entire width of a 12-15' zone near 
the granite contact of the pegmatite and the strength of 
the latter with its enclosing quartz would indicate an 
excellent possibility of major tonnage. Values, do not come 
from sorted ore, but from the entire structur,e.
