(2) There were practically no mine workings accessible at
the time the property was examined by members of the
DMEA field team. Open cut trenches and a circular
shaft, open but untimbered to a depth of 52 feet, were
accessible. All workings below this elevation were
flooded or caved.

(3) The Dyke Valley Mine is located 1n an area underlain
by early Upper Cretaceous crystalline rocks of the
batholith of Southern California, containing a few pen-
dants of Paleozoic and Trilassic sediments. A tabular
pendant of metamorphosed sediments has been exposed in
two trenches that is composed of varying amounts of
garnet, calcite, quartz, tremolite, and epidote, with
traces of phlogopite, scheelite, and marmatite.
