The applicant proposes to spend 12,233 to l7,43 on 
350 feet or more of drifts and raises on a tactite zone in granitic 
rocks. The deposit appears to have yielded less than 20 tons of ore 
of uncertain grade. 


The applicant's hopes are based on finding ore along the 
strike of a limestone lens in granitic rocks, in which exploration 
to date has not been very productive. Reserves are estimated at 
150 tons, projected 10 feet along the "vein" around the present 
stope. Surface work appears to have shown only spotty mineraliza-
tion.	 •


I am not impressed by the apparent potentialities of the 
prospect. Before undertaking the proposed underground work, I would 
recommend much more surface work to determine continuity along strike 
and mineralization along the granite contracts. The applicant 
suggests 50 foot depth to the septum, a depth readily reached by 
diamond drills. 


I recommend that the application be referred to the field 
for exanination and evaluation of merit of the proposed work.
