Workings on the Blue Spot clas consisting of short adits, 
open cuts and pits are in discontinuous tactite and calc-hornfels formed 
from li.mestone along the contact of a granodiorite mass on the west flank 
of the Sierra Nevada mountains. 


Scheelite occurs sporadically in the tactite. The natural 
exposures of scheelite-.bearing tactite are small and are of lower grade 
than that exposed in the workings. 


The main workings consist of two adits 12 feet and 20 feet 
in length respectively, with a vertical distance of 200 feet between 
them. Small tactite zones with erratic stringers of scheelite are 
exposed in each adit but the, two zones are not continuous, They are 
separated by a large granodiorite dike and an area of quartz-mica schist 
which contains numerous small dikes. 


Stringers of scheelite in a tactite zone are found in a pit 
and trench on the crest of the ridge. A composite sample from the walls 
of the pit assayed 0,13% W03. 


Samples taken by the examiners were analyzed and gave.the 
following results:

The ore exposed on the Blue Spot claims in the lower adit 
amounts to 12 tons per foot of depih.i the assumption that the ore 
extends to a depth equal to one-half its exposed length, inferred 
reserves are i1 tons containing about o.o6 percent W03. 


The inferred reserve in the upper adit is about ]L tons. An 
assay of the ore at the face is 0.% percent W03. 


It was determined by the mining engineer and the geologist 
members of the field team that the exposures of scheelite- .bearing tactite 
are small, and the ore is too spotty and low grade to warrant further 
exploration. 


The Commodity Divisions of the Bureau of Nines arid the 
Geological Survey concur in the conclusions of the examining engineer 
and geologist.

We started mining and prospecting for tungsten in 
Mariposa County area, of California,. about April 1, 1953. 


At that time we bad Roger Peale, San Francisco geol-
ogist, check over the properties we were then:operating, also had John 
Paul Jones, raining engineer, make a careftul examination and check of our 
proposed plans, we have their reports but they did not cover the glue 
Spot or i3lue Dipper which were started about June, 1953. VIe are still 
developing some of these properties and stockpiling ore on one. 


Blue Dipper was closed down by winter storms blocking 
our access road through Yosemite National Park about Jan. 1, 1954, in 
1954 we plan on building an all year road for direct access to the mine. 


During 1953 and 1954 we have had regularinspections and 
checks on our work by J. Paul Jones, M.E., ho has had. many years tung-
sten experience and also by A1fr	 Rodriguez, M.E. a. very capable nan. 
They did not prepare reports but made sügestions nd checked our work. 
We are experienced mining operators and call in Geologists and Mining 
Engineers as consultants the same as a Doctor calls in a specialist. 


Blue Spot claims are on the East end of about a two mile 
long contact zone, we control, at elevations from 3000 ft. to 3500 ft., 
with the .lue Dipper claims on the West end of the controlled contact 
zone, at elevations from 4500 to 5400 ft., continuous claims held by 
us between the two ends, that offer considerable possibilities for 
future production. We have checked this two mile contact zone but have 
not explored it carefully except for the work at both ends on Elue Spot 
jl and Dipper #1. 


	


-	 About the end of December, 1953, Mr. Rodriguez advised 
us to dri.ve in a tunnel on the dip of the Tactite ore side at the lower 
tunnel elevation, which we started just before winter closed us down. 
We had planned on this step for the first order of business in 1954 and

Following are some notes left us by Mr. Rodriguez9 
about July, 1953, after he inspected the Blue Dipper and Blue Spot 
properties. At that time the Blue Spot was in its present stage of 
development and the Blue Dipper bad only the upper tunnel about half 
way in plus some other surface work. 


"Your system of trenching the contact zones,is, I 
believe the best way to prospect your claims. In addition, if you 
can follow a fractured or sheared limestone bed toward the granitic 
rock especially where there is	 me evidence of garnetization and the 
limestone is marbleized, I believe that you have a good chance of 
finding sheelite mineralization that may not outcrop." 


"In all cases where you have good sheelite showings 
on the contact, these showings should be followed to their limits along 
the fractures as well as along the contact." 


"Noticed good contacts between the grano-diorite or 
quartz-monzonite and a relatively pure limestone bed, which has been 
altered to garnet, epidote' tactite with subsidiary iron sulphides.1' 


"The better grade of tungsten mineralization appears 
to be associated only with the contact zones between the granitic intrus-
ive rock and a rather pure limestone which is metamorphosed or altered 
to garnet, epidote and other lime silicates, grading out to marble away 
from the contact. The shaly and other shistose impure limestone beds 
which overlie and. underlie the pure limestone beds do not appear to 
contain any appreciable tungsten in the area covered by your claims that 
I inspected. This iineralization in the pure limestone beds is well 
illustrated on the Blue Dipper upper tunnel 9 where good sheelite miner-
alization occurs in the pure limestone beds between alternating chert bands. ??	 At this time there was only a small show:ing of tactite 'imary 
ore in the floor of the upper tunnel.

We started our trenohing work at right angles to the contact about 
100 ft. •above the East end line of the claim and trenched up the hill for 
300 to 400 ft. along the contact, 8 cuts and trenches, also have two 
cuts on top of ridge about 300 ft. from upper tunnel at elevation 3500', 
these two cuts shed ore, see sketch #land #1a0 We next selected the 
most promising cuts to start our drifts. It is about 300 ft. vertical 
and horizontal between cuts on top of ridge and upper tunnel. 


At cut #2, near the sur2ace, there was exposed three narrow stringers 
about 6' wideeach of very good grade	 e, the stringers apexed together 
into a good grade surface exposure, about 3% o'e, see sketch 2.

Cut #5, about 100 ft. vertica' elow #2, showed no ore on the sur'face 
but began to show ore at a few feet.depth into the hill, though weak, 
at about 12 ft. depth cut showed 3 to 4 ft. of commercial ore, 6/10%, 
that was widening as cut went in, we then drove a tunnel on lime side 
of cut for a depth of 20 ft., bearing N. 60 degrees west, with ore 
about 5 to 6 ft. wide at end of drift.

oth Mr. Rodriguez and Mr, Jones, top tungsten men, advised us to drive 


in both tunnels to considerable depth or extent of ore depth at 2 and #5 
to properly explore the ore body. Ore grades naturally changes at various

WHEREAS, under certain provisions of said contract which are set forth on the reverse 


side hereof, the Government is entitled to a percentage royalty on production arid to certain other 


rights and equities which do or may conflict with or be adverse to the interest of the undersigned 


in said property; 


NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, in consideration of said contract and as an inducement 


to the Government to enter into same, undertakes and agrees as follows: 


1. The Government's equity in and right to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and 


remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in 


the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-
flicting or adverse rights of the undersigned, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the 


land for such purposes. 


2. To secure the payment to the Government of the percentage royalty on production/ 
provided for under the terms of said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof which 


does not increase the maximum amount of the Government's claim here stated or alter the provisions 


for repayment, there is hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land herein described and 
upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is fully paid in the amount of 


the Government's contribution, not in excess of 41$ _QQ9.2O , or ten 


years have elapsed from the date of the contract. 


3. The undersigned shall commit no act nor assert any claim that may contravene or con-


flict with the lien, claim, or rights of the Government under the provisions of said contract. 


This agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns 


of the undersigned.

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RELEVANT CONTRACT PROVISIONS 


(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery 


or a development from which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the 


Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the required 


final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall 


describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such 


certification, any minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years 


from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall 


be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall pay to 


the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts 


realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, 


including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-


out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


(1) One and one-half (1+) per cent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars 


($8.00) per ton. 


(2) One and one-half (11) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half () per cent 


such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed 


eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent of such net amounts. 


(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton, 


would be one and one-half (1+) per cent; onanet amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three 


and one-half ( 31) per cent.) 


(b) As here used, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and "other net 


amounts realized from the sale or other disposition", mean gross revenue from sales; or if not 


sold, the market value, the market value of the material after it is mined i the form in which 


and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not 


disposed of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for 


percentage depletion purposes in income tax determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is 


hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals 


therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or 


the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production operations.

check of our proposed plane; we have their reports but they did 
not cover thc Blue Spat or Blue Dipper which were started about 
June, 1953. We are still de.velopin some of these properties 
and stockpiling ore on one.	 . . 


Blue Dipper Wa8 closed down by winter storms blocking 
our access road through Yosemite National Park about Jan. 1, 195k; 
in 195k we plan on building an all year road for direct access to 
the mine.	 •0 


During 1953: and 195k we have had regular inspections 
and checks on our work b J. Paul Jones, M.E., who has had many 
years tungsten experience and also by Alfred Rod±'iguez, M.E., a 
very capable man.. They did not prepare reports but; made sugges-
tions and checked our work. We are experIenced mining operators 
and call in Geologist 's and Mining, Engineers . as con$ultanta the 
same as a Doctor calls in a specialist.	 . 


Blue: Spot claims are on the East end of about a two 
mile long contact zone, we control, at elevations from 3000 ft. 
to 3500 ft.,. with the 'Blue Dipper claims on the West end of the 
controlled contatt zone, at elevationa.from k500 to 5k00 ft., * 
continuous claims held by us between the two ends, that offer 
considerable possibilities for futureproduction. We have checIe.1 
this two mile contact' zone but have not explored it carefully 
except for the work at both ends on Blue Spot #1 and. Dipper #1. 


About the' end of Deceber, 1953, Mr. Rodriguez advised 
us to drive in a tunnel on the dip of the actite ore' side at the 
lower tunnel elevation, which we started just before winter closed 
us down. We had. planned on this step for the first order of 
bus mess in 195k and as Mr. Jones agreed with Mr. todriguez, it 
was the last work started before closing down.

At that time the Blue Spot was in its present 
stage of development and the Blue Dipper had only the upper tuniel 
about half way in plus some other surface work. 


"Your system of tz'enching in. contact zones, is, I 
believe the best way to prospect your c lalins. In additIon, if 
ou can follow a fractured or sheared limestone bed toward the



granitic rockespecially. where there is some evidence of garnet .-
Izationand the limestone is marbleized, I believe : that you have 
a good chance of finding scheelite mineralization tnat nrny not 
outcrop.'	 S 


"In all cases where you have good scheelite showings 
on the contact,. these showings should be followed to their 
limits along the fractures as well as along, the contact." 


"Noticed good contats betweCn;the grano-diorite or 
quartz-monzonite and a relatively pure limestone bed, which has 
been altered to garnet, epidote tactite with subsidiary iron 
suiphldes." 


"The better grade of tungsten mineralizattøn appears 
to be associated. only 'with the contact zones between the granitie 
intrusive rock and a rather pure limestone whlch is metamorphosed 
or alteredto garnet, epidote andother lime silicates, grading 
out to marble away from the contact The shaly and other shistose 
impure limestone beds. which overlie and underlie the pure lime-
8tOfle beds do. . not appear to contain any appreciable tungsten in 
the area covered by your claims that I Inspected. This mineral-
ization In the pure limestone beds is well illustrat;ed on the Blue 
Dipper. upper. tunnel, where good scheelite mineralization occurs 


• in the. pure limestone beds between alternating. cherl; bands.", At 
• thi8 time there was only a small showing of tactite primary ore 


in the floor of the upper tunnel.
