The Ford tungsten deposit occurs in a marble pendant
230 feet long and 50 feet wide which is enclosed in
a porphyritic quartz monzonite on the west slope of
the Inyo Range of the Sierra Nevada mountailns.

Tactite has been formed from the marble by contact
metamorphism, and 1s composed largely of garnet,
epldote, amphibole, pyroxene, quartz, and minor
amounts of scheellte. Scheellte is sporadically
disseminated in three zones of tactlte, which are
essentially parallel to the long dimensions of the

pendant.

The largest zone of tactite i1s 115 feet long, 6 feet
thick, and has been explored by a small open cut and
a 6-foot adit driven on the best showings of scheelite

which average .02 percent WO3.

The second zone exposed 1in the face of an open cut
45 feet high is 7 feet thick and crops out along a
strike length of 65 feet.
