SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS, 


Mr. Creighton E. Caffee, Cartago, Calif., applied on March 19, 


1954 to t1e Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for assistance 


in a $11,514 program to intersect by drifting the downward extension 


of a scheelite-bearing mineralized zone on the Hc4iday No. 6 claim near 


Cartago, Jnyo County, Calif. 


A field examination was made on May 18 by G. H. Holmes, Jr., 


mining engineer of the U. S. Bureau of Mines and Wayne E. Hall, geolo-


gist of the U. S. Geological Survey. 


The Holiday claims are a tungsten prospect that exposes low-grade 


scheelite ore in a small, lenticular-shaped. shear zOne cutting screens or 


roof pendants of diorite and mica schist in quartz monzonite. Samples 


taken across the shear zone prospected by the applicant contaIned 0.07 


percent W03 over a width of 11.3 feet. The shear zone narrows to-a 


tight fracture within a length of 30 feet along the strike, where it contains 


less than 0.01 percent WO3. 


The applicant proposes to explore the downward continuation of the







I' shear zone by means of an adit 472 feet long at an altitude 400 feet be-


low the surface exposure in the open cut. It is recommended that the 


applicant's request for Government aid in the exploration be denied. as 


the ore is too low grade to be commercial. 


TIME SPENT ON PROPERTY 


The Holiday tungsten claims were examined on May 18, 1954 


by an engineer of the Bureau of Mines and a geologist of the Geologi-


cal Survey, accompanied by Creighton E. Caffee, applicant and owner 


of the property and Taylor F. Johnson, consultant to Mr. Caffee. 


NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY 


The Holiday claims are in sec. 13, T. 18 S., R. 36 E., M.D. 


B. &M., Inyo County, Calif., about 6 miles by road.and trail northwest 


of Cartago, a town on U.S. Highway 6 and 395 (fig. 1). 


ACCESSIBILITY 


The route to the property is rather circuitous as it is necessary 


to travel north on U.S. 'Highway 6 - 395 from Cartago for 3.4 miles; 


west ona graded dirt road for 0. 3 miles; then south along the graded 


Los Angeles aqueduct road for 0. 9 miles. The aqueduct is crossed at 


this point and a rough, ungraded road traveled about 0. 5 milewesterly. 


A jeep or power-wagon is necessary for this part-of the trip. From the 


end of this road an obscure trail extends up a steep, rocky canyon for 


about one mile to the open cut on the Holiday No. 6 claim. The proper-S 


ty is accessible during the entire year.

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COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


The applicant's mining experience has consisted mainly of pros-


pecting with but little actual mining work. He is a bulldozer and heavy 


road machinery operator. Taylor Johnson, the applicant's mining con-


sultant, states that he has had much practical mining experience in Cob-


rado and California. 


Financing of any exploration would have to be done with their cur-


rent earnings. Neither one appears able to finance an exploration pro-


ject.


The, applicant and his consultant were evideiftly of the opinion that 


costs of exploration assistance could be repaid from production and could 


be partially defrayed by supervision and consulting salaries. 


APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


Twelve unpatented mining claims, designated Holiday No. 1 to 12, 


mci., comprise the Holiday group. They were located during February 


1953 bythe applicant and are on record in. the Inyo County Mining records, 


Volume 66, Pages 293 to 331.	 . 


DESCRIPTION OF THE. PROPERTY 


The property is on the east slope of the Sierra Nevada mountains 


at an elevation of about 4800 feet. The relief of the area is rugged. The 


climate is semi-arid with hot, dry summers and moderate winters. Veg-


etation 'is sparse and comprises the usual desert shrubs and plants. No 


structures of any type are on the property. 


3.
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The only mine workings are on the Holiday No. 6 claims and 


consist of an open cut 11.3 feet wide, excavated southward along the 


intersection of two narrow shear zones.. This open cut was excavated 


by hand. Current work is being done along this mineralized zone. No 


work has been done on the other 11 claims. 


Equipment comprises an old D.odge power wagon and miscellan-


eous hand tools. No major mining equipment is owned by the applicant. 


Sample locations are shown on the geologic map. Assay data 


are as follows:

GEOLOGY 


The 'Holiday claims are underlain by quartz monzonite of the Sierra 


Nevada batholith containing abundant screens or roof pendants of mica 


schist and diorite and cut by many thin . aplite dikes. The quartz monzon-


ite is cut by two sets of steepfaults and shear zones that trerd N. 20° W. 


and N. 25° E. (fig. 2). The fractures in the sheared zones are coated with 


limonite, which colors the rock a dark reddish-brown. 


The shear zones localize the tungsten minerals. They are lenticu-


lar in shape and can be traced for only short distances. They are widest

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where they cut the diorite and mica schist screens and tighten where 


they cut quartz monzonite. The shear zone exposed in the opefi cut on 


the Holiday prospect trends N. 25° E. and dips 800 to 85° to the east. 


It is 11.3 feet wide in the open cut, but it splits and narrows to a thick-


ness of 1 to Zfeet in less than 20 feet both to the northeast and south-


west of the open cut.


ORE DEPOSITS 


Scheelite occurs in shear zones in a gangue of limonite, sheared 


quartz monzonite and diorite, and minor amounts of calcite. The open 


cut on the 'Holiday No. 6 claim exposes a shear zone that averages 0. 07 


percent W0 3 over a width of 11.3 feet. The shear zone 'trikes N. 250 E. 


0	 0	 -	 . and dips 80 to 85 to the east.' Most of the scheelite is in crystals 1/16 


inch to 1/4 inch in diameter along fractures, and the rock between 


fractures is unmineralized. South of the open cut the shear zone splits 


-and can be traced only about 50 feet. The westerly most split 30 feet 


south of' the open cut contains less than 0. 01 percent W0 3 over a width 


of 1.4 feet. The easterly split also showed only minor amOunts of schee-


lite under' the ultraviolet light, and was estimated to contain less than 


0.1 percent W0 3 . North of the open . cut the , shear zone can be traced 


for 30 feet where it narrows to a tight fr.cture. It was not possible to 


examine the fracture farther to the northeast because of steep topography 


and broken rock from the pit. 


A quartz vein 1 to 2 feet thick containing small amounts of schee-


lite is exposed 120 feet N. 25°.W. of the open cut. It strikes N. 450 •

and dips vertical. The quartz vein can be traced about 50 feet into an 


urimineralized fracture; it is too small and contains too little scheelite 


to be commercial. 	 - 


ORE RESERVES 


No ore reserves are present on the Holiday claims in the shear 


zones examined by the geologist and examining engineer; the scheelite-


bearing shear zones have been mineralized too sparsely to be considered 


ore. Samples cut across the mineralized zone averaged only 0. 07 per-


cent W03 over a width of 11. 3 feet. The tonnage of even this low-grade 


tungsten ore is not greater than 384 tons in a block 30 feet long having 


an assumed depth of 20 feet. The rest of the shear zone is tight and 


contained less than. 0.01 percent W03 across. a. width of 1.4 feet. 


Other limonite-stained shear zones are present in higher, more 


inaccessible places on the Holiday claims and also west of the Holiday 


claims. As these shear zones have .not been prospected or even lamped 


with ultraviolet light by the applicant, they were not examined by the 


field team.

APPLICANT'S PROPOSAL 


The applicant proposes to drive an. adit 472 feet S. 25° W. to 


intersect possible ore at a depth of 400 feet below the open cut. The 


chances of scheelite extending to a depth of 40C) feet are small; it is 


probable that the shear zore in the open cut will narrow to a tight 


fracture at a depth of less than 25 feet, simila.r to what it has done along 


its strike. 


No modified proposal of the applicant's program is warranted. 


The possible tonnage from the lenticular-shaped shear zone is too 


small and thegrade of tungsten ore is too low to warrant further ex-


ploratory work.
