The applicant's proposal was not clearly stated. It was 
generally intimated, however, that he wanted to build a road and do 
an unspecified amount of underground work. 


The Field Team recommends this application be denied. 


A sizable tactite body is present on the property, but 
scheelite mineralization is exceedingly sparse and very much local-
ized. Limited exploration work, 5 trenches and a 35 foot adit, has 
been done. However, no new work apparently has been carried out 
since 1942 when the property was examined by a Bureau of Mines engi-
neer. (See Field Team report.)	 - 


Field Team samples of two select pods of mineralization in 
the tactite contained 0.1.7 and 0.22 percent W06 Bureau of Mines 
samples, taken in 1911.2, ranged from 0.01 to 0.11 percent W03. 


The lack of significant amounts of tungsten mineralization, 
on this property, either in numerous pods or in continuous zones, has 
been clearly established by the Field Team and the Bureau engineer's 
examination in 1942. 


I concur with the Field Team and recommend this application 
be denied.

The tungsten deposits occur in tactite and wollastqnite, formed 


by metamorphism of impure limestone. There are no measured ore re-


serves. Pods of scheelite bearing , material have been found at the prop-


erty, however, these pods .are both small in size and are low in grade.







CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Small pods of sche elite -bearing material occur erratically dis-


tributed throughout a large mass of tactite on the Royal Tungsten claims. 


There are no m-inable 'concentrations of these pods exposed and none can 


be inferred to exist. The cost of exploration to discover the individual 


pods would greatly exceed the value of the ore contained in them. There 


is no indication of manganese on the claims. It is therefore recommended 


that Government assistance under the DMEA program be denied.

8 miles, turn right 


and follow a paved narrow road 6. 6 miles along the South Fork of Kaweah 


River, turn right, and follow a steep graded dirt road 10.

COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


The applicant requested aid to: improve the road. on his mining 


claims but had no definite plan as to where the road construction work 


should be done. The operator's plan for exploration work was likewise 


not definite. 


M r. :George W. Hicks was judged by the examining engineer and 


geologist to be completely incompetent to supervise an exploration con-


tract. His interests are devoted to writing, conversation, and religion 


to' a fanatical extent. 


The. financial responsibility of the applicant is unknown. He claims 


to own approximately two sections of póo.r grazing land a few miles south 


of the property in Grouse Valley where he and his son reside. 


Mr. Hick stated in his application for exploration assistance that 


manganese occurrences were found on his property, however, the engi-


neer and geologist found. absolutely flO: manganese of economic importance. 


APPLICANT'S PROPERTY RIGHTS 


The claims are unpatented and .were located in 1941 by Mr. George 
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W. Hicks and son. Judging from. the very few exploratory workings on 


the property, it appeared to the engineer that only the minimum require-


ments of annual assessment work had been done. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY AND DEVELOPMENT 


There are no surface facilities or camp at the property. The 


area is fairly well wooded with oak and with some pine. I Water is hauled 


to the property from a spring located at the applicant's residence two 


miles south of the property. 


Exploratory workings include one 35-foot adit and five shallow 


trenches (fig. 2). 


Samples were taken of select pods of tactite which contained some 


scheelite. mineralization. (See figure 2 for location)

The: area of the Royal Tungsten claims is underlain by a, large 


mass of tactite along a contact between limestone and granodirite. 


The geology and tungsten deposits of the Royal Tungsten claim 


group have been studied and described by several geologists and engi-


neers of both State .and Federal agencies J. 


The granodi.orite in the vicinity of the Royal Tungsten cilairns is 


a dark-gray, medium-grained rock containing quartz, plagioclase, 


orthoclase, hornblende, and biotite. Near the contact with metamorphic 


rocks the percentage of dark minerals has been greatly increased by the 


assimilation of metamorphic material, forming a zone of dark dioritic 


or hybrid rock.

Except for a few dendrites on fracture surfaces in. the meta-


m.orphic rocks there were no.manganese .minerals observed. 


Pods containing from a few pounds to about one ton, of scheelite-


bearing material are erratically distributed, throughout a large body of 


garnet-epidote tac.tite and wollastonite about 50 feet wide and 700 feet 


long. Several of these small scheelite-bearing pods are exposed in a 


short adit on the Royal No. 2 claim (see fig. 2) and others are exposed 


in shallow pits and open-cuts on the Royal No. 3 and 5 claims.

There are no measured or indicated tungsten reserves on the 


Royal Tungsten claims. A few tons of ore, in pods containing from a 


few pounds to one ton of tungsten-bearing material, is inferred for the 


area surrounding the shott adit shown, in figure 2. This material is esti-


mated to average about 0. 35 percent. W03. 


There are no manganese reserve-s on the property. 


PROPOSED. EXPLORATION 


The application. for D.MEA assistance did not present an adequate 


outline of the objectives and cost of the exploration to he accomplished. 


After repeated and unsuccessful attempts by the field team to obtain a 


definite plan of exploration from the applicant, and when it became ob-


vious that the property did 'not warrant Government aid in any case, the 


matter was dropped. 


The pods of ore grade material are so small and erratically dis-


tributed throughout the tactite body that the cost of 'exploration would 


greatly exceed the value of the ore to be discovered. 


Mr. Benson, in 1942, recommended that the Government 'Should 


not undertake an exploration program on the Royal Tungsten claims and 


there has been no additional 'work since that time that would justify a 


'change in the recommendation..

Summary: The applicant holds three adjacent claims, the 
Royal Tungsten 2, 3, and 5, situated 12 miles southeast of' Three Rivers, 
California, in Grouse Valley on the west side of Grouse Peak, Tulare 
County. He asks for $21.,000 to build roads 'and do some underground work. 
No definite work units are stated, nor any breakdown of costs. He proposes 
to do this work in 1 year, but says that it should be completed in 4 months. 
Further information will be furnished by the applicant. 


Background: William 0.. Jenkins described the Royal Tungsten 
Group in a report entitled "Tungsten Deposits Northeast of iiisalia 
California", published in the California Journal of Mines and Geology, 
vol. 39, No. 2, April, 1943, pp . 169-182. On p . 178 he states: 


"Location: sec. 26, T. 18 S., R. 29 E., on west 
side of Grouse Peak, Tulare County,- Kaweah quadrangle. 
Elevation 5000 feet. 


Claims were located in the spring of 1941. They 
are owned by George W. Hicks and son, John C. Brockman, 
et al. Work done to date consists of a few small open 
cuts and one 20-foot pit. 


Here an unusually large mass of tactite has been 
formed along the granite contact of a broad belt of 
marbleized limestone. The tactite outcrop is very 
prominent for at least 700 feet along the 'brow of. Grouse







a ' -	 4, 
Peak, forming a steep bluff. Its average width is 
50 feet. The strike of this mass is east, while its 
dip is quite moderate, being 250 N. Another body of 
tactite outcrops a few hundred feet to the north; 
this may or may not be part of the same deposit. In 
some parts of the mass the tactite is less well 
developed than in others and grades into areas of 
impure crystalline limestone. 


In spite of the great size of this tactite body, 
very little scheelite can be seen with the ultra-violet 
lamp, and this only in localized aReas. This is a very 
interesting condition, for it demonstrates that the 
factors necessary for the formation of a body of tactite 
are not identical with those responsible for the 
introduction of scheelite into that mass, and emphasizes 
the absolute necessity for thorough prospecting with the 
ultra-violet lamp after the tactite itself has been 
discovered. 


In the spring of 1943, no more work had been done here, 
although the owners signified their intention of exploring 
the deposit further." 


The applicant indicates that further work has been done. A 
sample, apparently from a 33-foot tunnel, has yielded 3.95 percent 


(W03?). His description tends to bear out the impression of local 
concentrations of scheelite in a large tactite body. 


Comments: The area might yield a modest amount of shipping 
ore if the local concentrations can be found without excessive exploration 
costs. Exploration objectives need to be defined and a detailed estimate 
of costs drawn up. The operator is perhaps not competent to do this 
without some expert assistance. The manganese is almost certainly of 
no importance. 


Recommendation: Refer the application .to the Field Team for 
examination and discussion of a program with the applicant if a loan 
seems justified.
