The Field Team has recormended the applicant's request for
exploration assistance be denied.

Sufficient work has been done on the Washington claim to
indicate the tungsten-bearing tactite zone is abruptly cut off by
granodiorite at both ends of its strike length and downdip.

Results of field examiners' sampling indicated the average
grade of the deposit is 0..4% WO3 and 0.4% copper. A small tonnage
of ore could be produced (100-300 tons) from this deposit, but the
geologic structural relationship between the small tactite zone and
the enclosing granodiorite makes further exploration infeasible.

I recommend this application be denied.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

Property holdings comprise one unpatented lo_de mining claim,
known as the Washington Mining Claim, situated on the east fork of the
Chowchilla River, Chowchilla Mining District, SE 1/4 of sec. 21, T6S.,
R. 20 E., Madera CAvounty, Calif., about 19 miles ‘southeast of Mariposa
and 80 miles north of Fresno, Calif., the supply and shipping point on

the Santa Fe and Southern Pacific Railroads.

ACCESSIBILITY

The property is accessible fro-m-‘either Mariposa or Rayrnond,
by dirt, partially graded and improved roads. From either town, the
last 10 miles of road is rough and poorly maintained.

HISTORY

The Washington Mining Claim was located 50 years ago as a
gold discovery. There is no record that any gold has beenvprodu*ced
from the property.

Prior to 1942, the California State Bureau'of Mines reports that
100 units of WO5 had been produced from this mine. In 1943 and 1944, Roscoe
Patterson, owner of the claim, shipped two lots; one of 15 tons that assayed
4,2 percent WO,3 and one of 20 tons that assayed 2.1 percent WO;. More
recently, He{lry Bennett, mllled 50 tons on the property. The amount of
utﬁngsten recdvered was not available.

Mr. Miller acquired 'thé property on a lease arrangement in
March 1954, Since then he has deepened the shaft to'a depti1 of 25 feet.
From this working, about 50 tons have been étockpiled on the dump that contained
0.28 percent WO3 and 0.33 percent copper. No work was being done on the \
properfy at the time the field examination was made.

PHYSICAL FEATURES

The claim is located on' the east fork of the Chowchilla River in an

area of moderately steep topography at an aititude of about 1760 feet. The

climate of the low foothill country of the west slope of the Sierra-Nevada is

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typical of the San Joaquin Valley immediately to the west, with long,

hot summers and moderate w‘inter‘s.‘ Precipitation occurs usually as

rain during the winter months. Water for domestic use is supplied from
a small spring south of the property. For. mining and milling use, an
ample supply is a\;*ailable in the river which coﬁrses thfough the propefty.
Oak with occasional pine together with heavy patches of .s‘mall shrﬁbs
constitute the vegetation on the property. None of the vegetation is suit-‘
able for mining use.

Transmitted electric power is not available. For power gener-
ation, fuel oil is supplied in drums by-tiuck from either Raymond or
Mariposa, about 19 miles northwest.

COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT

Mr. Miller, according to his statement, has had considerable
experience as a miner, and should be competent to supervise exploratory
operations.

HOUSING FACILITIES

Two ht:;uses and two tents on the property are sufficient to accom-
modate a crew of 8 to 10 men.
EQUIPMENT
Equipment oﬁ the prbperty comprises two portable compressors
of 60 and 210 cubic foot capacity, compression dr}lls with accessory at-

tachments and a small assortment of hand tools.






DEVELOPMENT

Dev‘elopment openings on the ‘property comprise a 25-foot shaft
from which a 7-£o§t crosscut has been driven in an easterly direction off
the bottom of the shaft.

GEOLOGY

The Washington claim is along alcontact between‘metamo.rphic
and igneous rocks. ScheeliteQbearing tactite occurs in a small embay-
ment of marble in_'gfanodggrite. This deposit has been previously des-
cribed by Krauskopf.-l/

The eastern half of the claim is underlain by granodiorite. It
is a light-gray, medium-grained rock containing quartz, féldspar, horn-
blende, and biotite.

In the northern part of the claim, the contact between granodiorite
and metamorphic rocks étrikqs N. 35° W., is nearly.vertical, and truncates
the bedding and schistosity in the metamorphic rocks. Near the center of
the Washingfon claim, the contacf turns sharply southwest.

tons with an average grade of 0.5 percent WO These reserves are in

Geologic conditions are not favorable for the dis-
covery of de‘posits of tungsten ore in the gfound to be explored by the
proposed program. There is no evidence to -indicate that ore bodies of
higher grade or larger size will be found on other parts of the claim. ‘

It is recommended that Government assistance under the DMEA program

be denied.

The spplicant proposes to deepen his present prospect shaft
100 feet and to drift 100 feet in a mineralized tactite -- limestone
contact zone. Crosscutting or diamond drilling would be done on the
new level to determine width of the ore zone. '

Present workings consist of a 25 foot shaft with a 7 foot
stub drift at the bottom. Applicant reports the workings are in ore
which averages 0.5-0.75 percent WO3. Past production is reported to
have been about 150 units of WO0j.

An unpublished Survey report on the Tungsten deposits in
Maders County, California (1942) contains a brief description of a
Washington mine. However as the applicant's claim and the Washington
mine appear to be in different Sections (21 and 28, respectively),
this description is not suitable for a fair appraisal of the
applicant's proposal. .

In 1942 the total reserves in the Washington mine were
estimated to be about 30 tons of ore containing 70 units of W03.
However, the applicant's reported production far exceeds this early
reserve estimate if gpplicable to his property.

As our information is very limited and spparently not
appropriate to the applicant's claim, I recommend the application be
referred to the Field Team for their examination and recommendation.
