: The applicent proposes to clean out the Big Ben shaft and to
drift a totsl of 300 feet on several levels.

The Osdick group of claims include the Skylark and Big Ben
mines which are reported to have produced $250,000 worth of tungsten
ore in 191€-1918., These mines are considered to be on vein extensions

of the Flatiron and Spanish veins.

The Big Ben shaft is briefly discussed by D. M. Lemmon in
U.S.G.S. Bulletin 922-H (1940). He states the shaft followed a narrow °
vein containing not more than 4 inches of quartz and scheelite to the
first level. No ore was found on the lower levels, although there are
a few traces of scheelite.

In April, 1953, a DMEA project was completed on the nearby
Spanish-Par vein system (DMEA-2809). The results of drilling four
holes were so discouraging that the contract was terminated. This
project has served to detract from the merit of the aspplicant's pro- _
posal. As the Big Ben will require rehabilitation before an exemina-—
tion can be made, this shaft work should be done at the applicant's
expense. It should be pointed out that the exact nature and location
of the proposed drifting is not clearly presented in the application.
The estimated cost of drifting would seem to be much too low.

If this property warrants exploration, probebly a few drill
holes will be sufficient to test for the proposed target. I recommend
the spplication be referred to the Field Team for their comments.
There is a distinct possibility that an examination is not justified.
