INTRODUCTION 


Messrs. Jack Carpenter, Walter C.ox, Carl 0. Gelmstedt, 


and five other partners of the Bigelow Peak Mining Company, whose 


mailing address is P. 0. Box 463, Yerington, Nevada, applied for 


Government assistance in a $26, 300 program to explore for tungsten 


at their property in the high Sierra Nevada Mountains, TuOlumne 


County, California. 


The original application, docket No. DMEA-3498, was poor-


ly prepared since there was no definite exploration proposal, objective, 


target or location. The claims were staked by the partners in Septem-


ber 1954, and an application for exploration assistance was filed Sep-


tember 20, 1954. A field examination was requested by the Operating 


Committee on October 25, 1954 and an attempt was made to examine 


the prospect on November 10, 1954, but early snow storms prevented 


an examination. 


Mr. Carl 0. Gelmstedt notified the Executive Officer, DMEA, 


Region II that the access road was reo.pened on July 13, 1955 and the 


property was examined July 25 and 26, 1955 by B. H. Sheahan of the 


Bureau of Mines and Don B. T3tlock and H. K. Stager of the Geolo-


gical Survey who were accompanied by Messrs. Robert Tyler, Earl 


Steelman and Willard Hanson, all of whom are partners in the company.
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The scope .of the examination included lamping the more pro-


nounced outcrops with ultraviolet light and mapping and sampling the 


better mineralized sections. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The claims cover several poorly mineralized and generally 


small, tactite bodies of which only one was considered worth examin-


ing in detail. Sample analyses of the scheelite bearing tactite were 


considerably lower grade than lamping estimates indicated. The prob-


ability of making a significant discovery of tungsten ore is slight, al-


though preliminary prospecting at. the property has not been completed. 


The geographic location, short operating season and the difficult ac-


cess to the property are other factors which discourage exploration. 


It is recommended that the applicant's request for Government 


aid in the proposed exploration be denied because of the grade of the 


deposit, and the apparent lack of commercial ore anywhere on the 


Bigelo.w Peak claims. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY AND LOCAL RESOURCES 


The prospect is in sec. 25, T. 4 N., R. 21 E., MDB&M., 


Tuolumne County, California, approximately 'one mile southwest of the 


Montezuma Tungsten Mine (docket No. DMEA-2860). The claims are 


within the Stanislaus National Forest at an elevation of 10, 000 to 10, 500 


feet, and adjacent to the'north boundary line of the' Yosemite National
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Park (Fig. 1). 


To reach the property from Bridgeport, California, which 


is the nearest town, follow paved US Highway 395 northerly 17 miles 


to State Highway 108; turn left and follow paved State Highway 108 


westerly 11. 1 miles to a dirt road indicated by a small 15-ton capacity 


wooden ore bin; turn left and follow a very, steep winding narrow dirt 


road 17. 1 miles southerly along the crest of the Sierra Nevada moun-


tains to the Montezuma Tungsten mine; thence one mile southwest by 


a two mile trail by way of Bond Pass (elevation 9, 800 feet). A four 


speed low gear pickup truck, weighted in the back end, or a jeep is 


needed to travel over the dirt road. The road is closed by a locked 


gate and is posted by the U.S. Forest Service as follows: "Emigrant 


Basin Wild Area; Not Open to Public Motorized Travel". 


The operating season is usually from July through September. 


The climate is severe during the spring, autumn and winter , and snow 


depths of 20 to 30 feet have been reported. Snow drifts reach much 


greater depths in canyons and freezing weather occurs throughout the 


year. The drainage is into Snow Lake and the land is of high recreation-


al value as a primative area and water shed. 


Water is available at the property. Electric power is not 


available and the nearest telephone is at Leavitt Meadows Pack Station, 


a distance of 28 miles. The wage scale for miners is from $18. 00 to 


3.
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$25. 00 per day. Trucking charges to transport ore from the Monte-


zuma Mine (inactive) to the U. S. Vanadium mill at Pine Creek near 


Bishop, California was reported to have been $17. 00 per ton, but 


would exceed this from the Bigelow Peak property. The distance is 


approximately 135 miles. :ere are no living accommodations or 


improvements. The operators are using the camp at the Montezuma 


mine where two cabins and a shed are available. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The Bigelow Peak property was discovered in 1942 by Mr. 


Willard Hanson, one of the lOcators and his father-in-law, Mr. L. W. 


Osborn who is one of the owners of the Montezuma. , The Bigelow Peak 


No 1 and No. 2 claims were located by Mr. Willard Hanson and assoc-


iates on September 9, 1954. There has been no production from the 


property.


PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP 


The property includes a group of seven unpatented mining 


claims. The Bigelow Peak No. 1 and Bigelow Peak No. 2 were reported 


to be recorded in Vol. 22, Page 267, at the Tuolumne County Courthouse, 


Sonora, California. A property map submitted with the docket applica-


tion indicates the Big elow Peak, Bigelow Peak No. 1 to No. 4 inclusive, 


the Bigelow Meadow No. 1 and the Big Jack. The claims were all 


staked in September 1954.

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Messrs. Willard Hanson, Earl Steelman, and Robert Tyler 


own a 75 percent interest; and the remaining 25 percent interest is owned by 


Messrs. Jack Carpenter, Walter Cox, Carl 0. Gelmstedt,. Antone Lilja, 


and J. G. Hilgart, all of whom are from Yerington, Nevada. The group 


is a partnership and is doing business as the Bigelow Peak Mining Co. 


Other mineral claims have been staked in the vicinity by the partners 


and other parties. 


The claims monuments on some of the land on the south end, 


extends into the Yosemite National Park. 


COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT 


The applicants are poorly qualified to. conduct an exploration 


project, because of insufficient mining experience. Mr. Willard Hanson 


has prospected the area and has interested the other partners in the 


deposit. Messrs. Tyler and Steelman are carpenters. These three 


men Intend to construct a road to the Bigelow No. 2 claim and hand sort 


-	 scheelite bearing tactite from the slide area. They plan to ship ore to 


the U. S. Vanadium Mill at Pine Creek. They hope to gain some in-


formation regarding the grade of the material by producing a few 8-ton 


lots of ore.


The other partners are prothding financial assistance and 


are probably able to provide their share of an exploration loan. Messrs..

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Carpenter and Cox are employed at Yerington, Nevada in the publish-


ing business. Mr. Antone Lilja is an elderly prospector, and Mr. J. 


G. Hilgart is a construction workman. Mr. Carl 0. Gelmstedt is in the 


real estate and insurance business. Mr. L. Benson, a contractor from 


Smith Valley, Nevada, has been hired to assist them with access road 


construction work.


DEVELOPMENT 


The only work done on the claims included a part of the loca-


tion work requirements of 1954. An excavation cut on the Bigelow No. 2 


claim was 10 feet high at the face, about 4 feet wide and 15 feet long. 


Most of the other cuts were smaller. At the Bigelow No. 3, the location 


hole was only 2 feet deep, 5 feet long, and 3 feet wide. M. Steelman 


reported that he had to move out of the area in October 1954 because of 


stormy weather conditions before the location work was completed.

GENERAL. GEOLOGY 


The Bigelow Peak tungsten claims are in an area of high re-


lief and sparse vegetation near the crest of the Sierra Nevada. Bedrock 


exposures are. almost continuous except for occasional narrow debris 


flows and rock slides. The claims are underlain by steeply dipping 


6.
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interbedded quartz-mica schist, quartzite, and marble which have 


been highly crenulated and folded. The bedding and schistosity in the 


vicinity of the prospect strike generally northwesterly and dip steeply 


to the west. 


These metamorphic rocks appear to be part of a roof pend-


ant in granitic intrusive rocks of probable Cretaceous age. Numerous 


dikes and sills of aplite and pegmatite have intruded the pendant. The 


nearest exposure of the main mass of granitic rock is approximately 


1, 700 feet northwest of the prospect area. 


Small lenses and thin interbeds of limestone have been meta-


morphosed to tactite with which the tungsten ore deposits are associated. 


A fault striking northeasterly and dipping steeply east cuts 


the main tactite zone at the north end of the prospect. A second fault 


striking northwesterly and dipping steeply west parallels the tactite 


zone for at least 200 feet at the south end of the prospect area. This

fault cuts off quartz-mica schist and quartzite which strike N75 E 


east of the tactite zone (fig. 2). 


0 RE. DEPOSITS 


The tungsten ore bodies are small, irregular layers of tactite 


roughly concordant with the steeply dipping marble beds and lenses 


from which they were derived. The tactite layers on the surface range 


from 2 to 30 feet in width and 10 to 70 feet in length, and can be traced

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by discontinuous outcrops for at least 1, 100 feet along the strike. 


About 13 of these layers are exposed. 


Scheelite, the only tungsten mineral that was seen, is dis-


seminated through at least a part of all of the tactite bodies. Most of 


the scheelite occurs as spotty coatings along irregular fractures. Some, 


however, is in crystals 1/8 to 1/2 inch in diameter. Gangue minerals 


are garnet, epidote, pyroxene, and pyrite. 


SAMPLING 


The deposit was lamped with ultraviolet light on July 25, 


1955 and a few samples were taken on July 26, 1955. Preliminary 


proispecting at the property has not been completed and thee were few 


faces suitable to sample. Sample locations are indicated on fig. 2.

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The largest exposure of ore has been found in the main pit 


(fig. 2) where a six foot chip sample along the south side of the pit 


assayed 0. 11 percent W0 3 (Sample 368). A rock slide about 150 feet 


long and 10 to .20 feet wide trends northwesterly along the tactite zone 


from the pit down a 20 degree slope. More than half of the slide mat-


erial consists of boulders of tactite 6 to 10 inches in diameter. A 


grab sample of this tactite from near the north edge of the main pit 


was estimated to contain 0. 5 percent but assayed only 0. 01 percent 


W0 3 (S-370), and a two foot chip sample of tactite in place near the 


foot of the slide assayed 0.

1 per-


cent W03 in the slide area, down slope from the main pit in Bigelow 


No. 2 claim and approximately 40 tons of loose tactite containing 0. 25 


percent W0 3 on the 30 by 40 foot tactite outcrop near the south end of
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the prospect area in Bigelow No. 1 claim. 


There are no indicated reserves. 


Inferred reserves are 2, 000 tons of tactite averaging less 


than 0. 1 percent W0 3 and 200 tons containing 0. 25 percent W03. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The Bigelow Peak tungsten claims are on a raw prospect. 


The applicants had made no exploration proposals, but .in conference 


with the examiners they now propose an exploration program consist-


ing of two stages, with all work confined to the Bigelow No. 2 claim. 


Stage I - Five trenches each 25 feet long across the tactite 


zone at 30 foot intervals beginning at the north 


edge of the main pit and working north downslope. 


The boulders of tactite and wall rock should be 


removed from the slide area before trenching 


is begun. 


Stage II - Five diamond drill holes spaced 30 feet apart to 


be started about 100 feet west of the slide zone

and drilled downward at 50 at a bearing of N15 E 


so as to intersect the tactite layer at a depth of 


approximately 100 feet. Or, in lieu of drilling, 


an adit might be driven if trenching proves the 


ore to b.e continuous and of sufficient grade be-


neath the slide.

Reference is made to your letter of September 28th requesting further inforum 
ination in connection with our application for exploration assistance regard-
ing our tungsten prospect (Docket No. DMEA 3498 tungsten Bigelow Peak 
Claims, Tuoluinne County, Calinia). 


Attached hereto is a USGS California Dardanelles quadrangle map. The area 
in which the claims are located are marked on this map near Dorothy Lake. 


Attached also is a sketch of the claims showing also the general strike 
of the veins and other factors pertaining to 'it. This area can be generally 
termed as virgin territory as far as geological in.forxnation is concerned, 
although the USGS geologic index map for the northern part of the state of 
California refers to this area as (336) "tungsten deposits of Dorothy Lake" 
and refers to preliminary maps made in 1943 (fig. 2, 1:600 and 3, 1:1, 200 
by' D. M. Lemon, M. E. Beatty, and H. H. Stanger), none of which are available. 
Until recently, no production of tungsten ore has coins out of this general 
area but a mine is now operating within this general area. 


The Bigelow group of claims appear to have real merit for development into 
a large production mine. The deposit is contact metamørphic (tactite) 
having a limestone hanging wall and a granite footwall. The ore contains 
scheelite, garnet, epidote, quartz, calcite and minor amounts of sulfides. 
The scheelite occurs as large bluish-white crystals indicating mineral 
liberation at relatively coarse mesh which further indicates high recovery 
of the mineral by gravity concentration.

Apparently 
this is a raw prospect which needs a road and some bedrock exposures 
more than anything else. 


Before a field referral is even considered for this appli-
cation, the operator should provide data on claim locations, a type 
of geologic map, private reports if available, sale assays, and a 
description of the geologic setting or the proximity of the property 
to a nearby known deposit or active mining operation.
