Seven specimens were received from The Katherine C. Mining
Claims, Riverside County, California. They have been forwarded to
College Park for a classification of the rock specimens and for a
"determination of the variety of the fibrous specimen of asbestos.

Dr. Bowles and myself agree that this material is an amphibole
asbestos, the fiber being in the order of 6 to 8" in length. It has a
weak tensile strength and is weathered. The following samples were
received with markings:

No. 1. Serpentine

No, 2. Serpentine transformation.

No. 3. Transformation vermiculite.

No. 4. Vermiculite

No. 5. Amphibole

No. 6. Amphibole A
No, 7. Transformation volcanic ash EX-chrysotile.

The samples 5 and 6 vwere evaluated both by Dr. Bowles and
. myself. Sample 7, the volcanic ash EX-chrysotile, appeared to be a
silicified cross fiber material. No sample of mica was received from
the applicant, although the samples 3 and 4 were micaceous.

There is no material of strategic value. The Operator
apparently knows nothing of the mining or selling of chrysotile asbestos

and it was felt that inasmuch as he was continuing to operat€ this
property with the expectation of getting DMEA funds an immediate denial

of his application would be justified at this time rather than waiting
for a mineralogical determination from College Park.

Equipment consisting of a D-# Caterpillar with
Blade, Loading Buckets and a drag-tooth., Since
there are outcroppings over a mile in extent on my
claims this equipment can be used effectively in
a limited area, and is not heavy enough to go to the
depth needed. I have had to resort to the more liberal
use of powder which tends to shatter mica,

Ten days ago when I left the mining operation
to attend to affairs here my instructions to my men
was to make intensive samplings, as you request. They
have been sorting, grading, and stockpiling amphibole,
amosite, and vermiculite of which there are enormous
quantities.

| The applicant has supplied much -information on development
work done but apparently little is known of the character and quality
of the asbestos. It is generally referred to as amphibole and also as
amosite. As deposits of amosite have not been found in the United
States its occurrence in this deﬁosit is doﬁbtful{. If the amphibole

is of the anthophyllite or tremolite types commonly found in California,
it would not qualify for D.M.E;A. assistance. I would suggest as a
first step that the applicant be requested to send a small representa--
tive sample of the asbestos to Washington for examination. The advis-
ability of a Field Team examinafion would be governed chiefly by the

result of such examination.

The applicant proposes to explore along the trend of a
series of asbestos-bearing outcrops by trenching, diemond drilling,
and shaft sinking. According to the operator, the property may con-
tain deposits of mica, vermiculite and platinum group metals in
addition to asbestos.

In general, the information presented in the application
is inadequate to determine the possible merit of the .proposed
exploration.

We do not have any information in our files.concerning the
Katherine C claims, except that asbestos is known to occur in the
area.

The operator has made a sincere effort to present a com-
plete application and undoubtedly has submitted to the best of his
ability all possible data. There is little to be gained by corre-
spondence under the circumstances. .

I recommend the application be referred to the Field Teanm
for their review. There probably is information available in the
Survey files at the district office in California. A field examina-
tion probably will be required, because of the new work completed
by the operator.

area, and is not heavy enough to go to the depth needed, I have
had to resort to the more liberal use of powder which tends to
shatter mica, ‘

Ten days ago when I left the mining operation to attend
to affairs here my instructions to my men was to make intensive
samplings, as you request. They have been sorting, grading, and
stockpiling amphibole, amosite, and vermiculite of which there are
enormous quantities, I am returning to the mine in the morning and
will forward samples immediately on my return the first of next week,

The clear mica I have found has ranged from clear white to
deep golden color, and there have been many such samples found covering
a wide area. The cost of keeping equipment in operation and trust-
worthy men supplied with what is necessary is fast draining my
resources and is preventing me from spending as much time in actual
work as I would wish. Samples will be sent as soon as possible,

of the asbestos. It is generally referred to as amphibole and also as
amosite. As deposits of amosite have not been found in the United

States its occurrence in this deposit is doubtful. If the amphibole

is of the anthophyllite or tremolite types commonly found in California,
it would not qualify for D.M.E.A. assistence. I would suggest as a -
first étep the:tv the spplicant be reguested to send a small representa-
tive sample of the asbestos to Washington for examination. The advis-
ability of & Pleld Team examination would be governed chiefly by the .

result of such examination,
