The other 
depositi that were e*mined contain ; total of several thousand tons 
of indicated ore, but do not appear iwoinisin as potentially large tro-
ducers of tungsten. Other tunreten deposits are present in the Swamp 


nd !ud Lakes area, but these wer€ not exeined. 


The exploration program was diecuosed with Col. Pierce, and it was 
mutually agreed that l,000 would b sufficient to axnlore the tud 
Lake NO . 7 depøsit. The program xainly : should be :ied t prcrving the 
depth, grade, and northeasterly extenelon of the northeastern half Of 
the tactite body. Thie could be done best by drilling a series of 
inclined dianond-drill hal s alone the southeast aide of the body to 


• intersect it at high angles to the diand.n0Tal to the strike. A 
grid with approxiinatcly Ofoot eentrs would he desirable. xplor*-
tion of the southwestern half of the body should be óonfined to one

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INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Neil B. Steuer, 3226 Hampton Way, Fresno, California, applied 


for Government assistanoe in a $L,O,9S0 program under the Defense 


Minerals Exploration Administration, docket number 362, to explore 


for tungsten on the Young claims, near Swamp Lake, Fresno County, 


California. The applicant estimated 38,000 tons of ore, assaying 


1.0 percent W03, and wished to explore the property by diamond 


drilling to determine the amount and grade of ore present to facilitate 


planning the installation of a mill for concentration of sáheelite 


from the ore. 


A field examination was requested by the Operating Committee, and 


was made by H. IC. Stager, U. S. Geological Survey, and H. W1 Jones, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines, on July 9 and 10, 19S5, accompanied by the 


applicant. 


The 'S maps were carefully studied and were compared 


with the geologic exposures in the prospect area. Some additional 


mapping was done and seven samples were taken by the examiners. 


The property was also examined in I9Sl under docket No. DMA-786 


(l9X) for tungsten, and the application denied. 


CONCLUSIONS AND CONDAONS 


The Young claims contain. several exposures of tungsten-lbearing 


material. The results of the examination indicate that the overall 


grade of the deposit is too low and the scheelite too erratically 


distributed to constitute a minable ore body. 


The applicant originally proposed a diamond drilling program but 


now wishes to change to one of drifting and crosscutting. • The drifting 


1
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program is too ambitious for the meager exjs.uxes. By driftirg on 


these exposures, with Government assistance if possible, the applicant 


hopes to supply the ore necessary to run his mill. He is in the 


position of many inexperienced mine operators in that he is building. 


a mill with no ore developed and before he has explored the deposit. 


The original drilling proposal which has been abandoned is better 


suited to explore the deposit, but would probably cost more than the 


value of the ore that might be discovered. 


It is recoimnended that Government assistance under the DMEA 


program be denied. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY AND LOCAL RESOURCES 


The Young claims, also referred to as the Swamp Lake claims, 


are southwest of Swamp Lake at the headwaters of Dinkey Creek. They 


are in sections 19 and 30, T • 9 5., R • 27 E., M.D .M., Fresno County, 


California, on the west side of Brown Peak at an altitude of 9200 to 


9600 feet. 


The area is 13.5 miles from. the Dinkey Creek store, and is 


aécessible only by lj-wheel drive vehicles. Heavy snowfall blocks 


travel for 5 to 6 months of the year... 


There is a sufficient supply of timber and. water for all mining 


purposes. A tent house camp was established at Grouse Lake, about 


one half mile from the property. The nearest permanent housing 


facilities, however, are at Dinkey Creek Post Office. 


The nearest supply center for mining material and labor is Fresno, 


Calif. 70 miles by road southwest of the property.
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PROPERTY, HISTORY AND OWNERSHIP 


The property consists of four lode claims held by location. 


They are the Young claims Nos. 1, 2, 3, and t, listed at the Fresno 


County courthouse, Fresno, Calif. in vol. 1939 p. 155, voJL. 1938 


p. 182, vol. 1939 p. 156, and vol. 1939 p. 155. 


The deposits are reported to have been discovered in l9Il by 


Ed Young. They were relocated by Joe Sadler in l9I7, and transferred. 


to Frank Herrington of Los Angeles, the present owner, who in turn 


leased them to Martin Kritzer until May 1951 and then to Col. Pierce, 


who retained an interest until they were leased by the present appli-


cant, N. B. Steuer and C. E. Marsh in 1953. Mr. Steuer wrote a 


rather comprehensive geological report on the Mud Lakes District in 


1950 while attending University of California at Los Angeles, and has 


based his later evaluations upon this report. 


Except for a few shallow pits no work of consequence has been 


done and there has been no reported production from the property. 


An open pit tungsten mine and 50-ton mill is currently in 


operation on the Mud Lake No. 7 deposit, 1-1/3 miles south of Swamp 


Lake.

GENERAL GEOLOGY1 


The Young claims are in an area of high relief and much of the 


surface is covered with talus and alluvium.

ORE RESERVES 


The applicant estimates that the reserve on the Young claims is 


38,000 tons of indicated ore with an average grade of about 1 percent 


w03.


There are no measured reserves. 


ICrauskopf and Irwin (DMA docket 786 (1559X) July 1951) estimated 


a reserve of about 2,000 tons of ore with a grade between 0.5 and 


1.0 percent W03. A review of the applicant's maps and the maps 


prepared during the previous examination, with a careful study and 


sampling of the outcrops under ultraviolet light, revealed that the 


appraisal by lcrauskopf and Irwin is the more realistic estimate. 


The tactite pods on the Young claims, although of minaible grade, 


are small and erratically distributed. Several thousand tons of ore 


may be mined f'om the exposures on these claims but after the easily 


accessible surface ore has been removed the cost of exploration to 


find and mine additional pods and lenses of ore will probably exceed 


the value of the ore.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant originally proposed a prograzn.consisting of about 


2,500 feet of diamond drilling in 8 holes to test the downward extent 
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of the scheelite-bearing tactite lenses • Total cost of the program, 


that included road and camp construction, was estimated to be about 


$1O,9O. Since submitting the application in November l95L the 


applicant has completed a road to the property, has built a tent camp 


and has transported a SO ton per day mill to the property that he 


expected to place in operation by late July 1955. The applicant has 


changed his exploration plan from diamond drilling to drifting and 


crosscutting. He now plans to drive about 1,LOO feet of underground 


drifts and crosscuts at an estimated cost of about $L9,OOO and is no 


longer interested in a drilling program. 


The revised program planned by the applicant is aimed primarily 


at supplying ore for the mill at the property. It is too ambitious 


for the meager exposures of scheelite-bearing material on the property. 


Although the original drilling program would probably cost more than 


the value of the ore that might be discovered it woild be better 


suited to explore the deposit than the present plan.

The applicant' s prcposal involves diamond drilling a total 
of 1500-2500 feet to explore tactite zones formed along roof pendants 
of inetasedimentary rocks in a granite intrusion. 


The Young No. 1 and No. 2 claIms were exaiwtned in 1951 by 
the Field Team in connection with docket 1]4A-786 (1559-X). The 
merit of the Young No. 1 claim was summed up in the following para-
graph from the field examiners' report: 


"The only occurrence of scheelite-bearing tactite of 
economic width and grade is In the southernmost cut • There the 
crest of the roll appears to constitute an ore control, and it is 
probable that a few tons of high-grade ore might be produced by 
mining down the plunge of the' roll. The major part of the Young No. 
1 tactite body appears devoid of scheelite, and the likelihood of 
developing an appreciable tonnage of ore is poor." 


The following material was excerpted from the field report 
on the Young No. 2 claim: 


"Tactite is exposed for a length of 310 feet. It has a 
maximum thickness of 55 feet, but the average thickness is consider-
ably less.


"Several zones of scheelite-bearing tactite are present, 
which parallel the general attitude of the deposit. They range from0 
a few inches to 3 feet in thickness, and have a total length of 170 
feet. The average grade appears to be less than 1.0% W03. 


"The Young No. 2 deposit contains possibly as much as 
2,000 tons of inferred ore with a grade of 0.5 to 1.0% W0. Mining 
costs would be high, because the ore shoots are narrow ana widely 
spaced. It is doubtful that an exploration program would disclose 
a large tonnage of ore."
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At the time of the field ex in{nation, the Young No. 1 and 
No. 2 , the Mud Lake No. 2 and No. 7, and Mt Nelson (Lone Wolf) 
deposits were under consideration for D)A assistance. The Nu.d Lake 
No. 7 was the only deposit recommended for exploration by the Field 
Teani Indicated reserves 'were estimated to be 50,000 tons of 0.5% 
W03 on the Mud Lake No. 7 claim. 


On a comparative basis there was no question that the Mud 
Lake No. 7 was the best exploration bet. In fact, as a result of 
DIA work, this property was certified as a discovery and. is paying 
off the Government' a lien on the property. 


Although the Young claims are not as promising as the Mud 
Lake No. 7, a limited amount of exploration work could. result in a 
discovery of a few thousand tons of minable ore. 


Apparently the Young No. 3 and No. 1. do not have very much 
favorable evidence because of extensive talus cover. From all the 
available data, it would appear that the Young No. 2 has the best 
chance for successful exploration. Any further exploration probably 
should be concentrated on this claim. 


I believe a field referral should be made. The Young No. 
3 and. No. ii. claims have not been eyamined and may have a bearing on 
the merIts of the prcposed exploration. A small project of drilling, 
and perhaps some test pitting or trenching, may be justified if the 
work is commensurate to the size of the target and its possible ore 
reserves.
