Subject: Review of application 


The applicant has proposed an extensive program of wagon 
drilling and radiometric surveying in three areas on the Kitty Kat 
property. The project would consist of: 


1.) 100 holes -- 80 foot average depth. 
2.) 1 square mile -- radiometric grid survey. 
3.) Detailed geologic mapping and petrographic studies. 


Uranium is reported to have been discovered in 1952 on the 
Kitty Kat property. Trenching indicated that radioactivity was 
caused by the presence of autu.nite on the prospect. In 1954, W. A. 
Martin drilled 32 holes on a part of the Kitty Kat prospect. The 
average depth of these holes was 53 feet and the maximum depth was 
about 80 feet. Holes 5, 11, 15, 21, 25, 27 and 29 are reported to 
have cut ore which averaged higher than 0.1 percent U 303 in thick-
nesses greater than 1.0 feet. 


The uranium mineralization occurs in tuff's and interfinger-
ing lenses of agglomerate which are assumed to be apart of the 
Rosamond formation of Miocene(?) age. These sediments lie unconform-
ably upon an erosion surface of quartz monzonite and strike N. 500 W. 
and dip 13° southeast. Two systems of faults or joints are present 
in the area, (i.) faults striking N. 600 E. and dipping steeply 
northwest and (2.) a group of faults and joints striking N. 60G W. 
of unknown dip. Although uranium mineralization often occurs in the 
northeast set of faults, drilling has indicated that much of the 
uranium ore occurs in a clay-like bed in the Rosamond sediments* 


There does not appear to be any continuity of mineraliza-
tion between ore holes. Drilling has indicated that the ore deposits 
probably occur as small pods or pockets.

By assuming that these localized deposits , can be mined by 
open pit. methods and that sorting of the ore will be required, the 
applicant has estimated possible ore reserves may total 975 tons 
averaging 00*26 percent U303. 


The relationship of the mineralization to.faulting is not 
easily understood from the data presentebut there is a strong 
possibility that the ore is localized by the clay seams or lenses 
where, these clay deposits are cut by faults. 


I recommend this application be referred to the Field Team 
for an examination and a report with their recommendations. 	 .

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LOCATION AND ACCESS

HISTORY OF THE PROPERTY 


Uranium was discovered upon nearby ground during 1950 and 


1951. Prospecting by Mr. Stillwell in 1952 upon his. Section 35 disclosed 


outcrops-'of radioactive rocks'. Some small trenches were dug 'which 


disclosed .autunite as the principal radioactive mineral. Little was done 
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upon the property , until the fall of 1954 when Mr. Martin began explora-


tion by wagon drilling. Drill holes up to 80 feet in. depth disclosed 


irregularly spaced uranium-bearing rocks. beneath overburden ranging 


from nothing to about 14 feet. Of 32 holes drilled, 6 showed commercial 


grades and, thicknesses- of ore. 


GENERAL INFORMATION 


The topography upon and near the property is. one of low, rolling 


hills and alluvium-filled valleys and washes. Relief is. about 600 feet 


maximum, ' between the lowest washes in the southeast corner of the 


Section,. to the highest hills in the northwest corner. About 75970 of the 


area of the property is free from thick alluvium mantles and vegetation. 


The climate is typical of tie .Mojave desert: hot,. very dry summers 


and mild winters, with not more than 5 to 10 inches of rain per year. The 


slight rainfall is confined to the winter months. 


Labor supply is, available from nearby towns, but skilled miners 


might have to. be recruited from the Randsberg or Owens Valley areas.

Mojave, or the 


Lo Angeles area.


ECONOMIC. GEOLOGY 


Upon and near the property, strata of the lower members of the 


Miocene (?)Rosamond formation rest upon an erosion surface of quartz 


monzonite. Rock outcrops. and drilling upon the property show that the 


Rosamond formation here corresponds roughly to the section described 


by Noble, (California Division of Mines', Bulletin 170, 1954). The strike 


of the Rosamond beds' is roughly N 30 to 40 Wand the dip 100 to 200 to the 


SE. On the property the Rosamond formation is largely composed of a 


white tuff interfingering, with lenses of brownish agglomerate and a greenish,. 


slightly bentonitic tuff (?). The tops of the low hills, in the area are a 


bluff-forming brown, well cemented fangiomerate. It is , possible that 


almost the entire Rosamond. section. in this area is represented, or that 


the various, beds represent facies of the ioer member of this formation. 


According to Noble,. (op. cit.) and others, nearby exposures of 


the Rosamond have been intruded by dikes of rhyolitic to pegmatitic texture. 
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An exposure of a dike of this type may occur about 800 ft. NE of the 


Kitty Kat workings,. where and outcrop of a tine-grained intrusive is 


found, and where marked silicification is noted. The exact relationship-


of this outcrop to known dikes in the adjacent ground, (Sec. 25) where 


a small uranium orebody has been found associated with similiar dikes, 


is obscure and requires further study. 


Basement quartz monzonite is: exposed about 350 feet NE of 


the Kitty Kat workings. This: exposure is bounded on one side by a 


fault and by alluvium on another side. ( See-.Map No. 2). 


A major fault postulated by Noble lies to the south of the prop-


erty. As. plotted by Noble, this hypothetical fault strikes N 60°.W. It 


forms the boundary of the Rosamond formation south of the property. 


A parallel fault structure is suspected in the wash immediately to the south 


of the Kitty Kat workings. In the case of this suspected fault, the south 


side apparently has been downthrown. A series of pegmatite to aplite 


dikes striking about N 600 E appears to. the east of the section,. and 


outcrops: in Section 35 may be an extension of this s.eiies of dikes. 


The dikes may mark the course of a major fault. 


At the Kitty Kat workings,. the sediments dip about 130 to. the 


southeast and strike about N 500 W. They are rudely bedded, suggesting 


shallow water deposition, but may be wind-laid in part. They are cut by 


a series of small faults , striking about N 600 E and dipping steeply to. 


the northwest. These small faults outcrop for short distances only. A 


series: of joints or tear faults striking roughly N 600 W is also noted. 
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The traces of the N 600 B faults are iron-stained. ( See Map No. 1 


for detail). 


Uranium minerals., principally .autunite, were found at the Kitty 


Kat workings along the strike of the .N 600 B faults in two small pits 


dug by the discoverer. Subsequent examination disclosed another radio-


active area some 900 feet southeast of the original discovery. Wagon 


drilling late in 1954 disclosed uranium mineralization throughout the 


area drilled. Mapping 'and logging of the drill holes showed no reliable 


pattern of ore occurrence except possibly in relationship to an under-


lying clayey stratum. (See Sections' 6 and 7, .maps herewith). As' of 


this date the uranium mineralization does not appear conclusively 


related to' faults or veins', nor is such a realtionship ruled out by the
