INTRODUCTION 


Mr. James L. Perry and.Mr. H. D. Miller, P.. 0. Box 32, 


Cave Junction,. Oregon applied for Government assistance for $6, 900 


program under the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, 


docket number 371'2,to explore for chromium on the Azalea group of 


claims, Del Norte County,. California. The proposed exploration would 


consist of about 1, 700 feet of diamond drilling. 


A field. examination was requested by the Operating Com-


mittee, and was made by J. D. Warne of the Bureau of Mines and 


H. K. Stager of the Geological Survey on April 12, 1955, accompanied 


by Mr. H. D. Miller, one of the applicants. 


The open pits and surface eposures were inspected and 


compared with the applicants' map. Two samples were taken by the 


examiners to check the grade and chrome/iron ratio of the ore.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The chromite at the. Azalea mine consists of erratically 


spaced lenses and pods of chromite in peridotite. Although the area 


has some merit for small production, there is no definite target or 


structure onwhich to plan an exploration program. 


In.addition, the type of deposit and inferred ore reserves 


would indicate that there is little probability of discovering sulficient 


ore to justify the expense of exploration by the Government. Our ex-


perience in drilling for chromite lenses without fairly well defined 


structural features or to where they may occur has been unsatisfactory. 


It is recommended that Government assistance under the 


DMEA program be denied. 


LOCATION,, ACCESSIBILITY, LOCAL RESOURCES 


The Azalea claims are located in the High Plateau chrome 


area in sections 28 and 29, T. 18 N., R. 2 E., Humboldt B&M, about 


17 miles northeast of Crescent City, Del Norte County, Calif. (Fig. 1) 


They are accessible by automobile by a fairly steep and 


poorly maintained dirt road.which leads 10 miles southwest from U.S. 


Highway No. 199 at O'Brien, Oregon to a junction 'with a roadleading 


northward at the California-Oregon state line; from this junction, the 


road meanders westward along the state boundary for several miles, 


then trends southwestward into the High Plateau mountain area in 


California, a distance of 19. 3 miles to the property. The total distance 


from O'Brien, Oregon to the Azalea mine claims is 29. 3 miles.
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Mine supplies are ob±ainable from Grants Pass, Oregon, 


50 miles distant. Experienced mine labor is scarce. Water must 


be hauled about two miles from the North Fork of the Smith River. 


Suitable mine timber can be obtained within a few miles from the 


mine. No electric power is available within the area. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The group of five Azalea claims were located in 1954 


b James L. Perry and H. D. Miller of Cave Junction, Ore. After 


locating the claims, the operators constructed a steep access road 


of about 1. 25 miles in length along the Southern flank of High Plateau 


Mountain ab.ove Peridotite Canyon which crosses four of the claims; 


considerable surface prospecting work .has been done with a bulldozer. 


About 25 tons of chrome ore, which averages about 50 per-


cent Cr 2O 3 content, has been mined from a bulldozer open pit excavated 


on the Azalea No. 1 claim but no ore has been shipped to date. 


PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP 


The Azalea unpatented claims, Nos. 1 to 5 inclusive, are 


jointly ownedby the applicants Mr. James L. Perry and Mr. H. D. 


Miller. These claims are located in secs. 28. and 29, T. 18 N., R. 2 


E., Humboldt B. &M., Del Norte County, Calif. The claims are re-


corded at Crescent City, California in Vols. 18 and 19, pages 37, 79 


and 80, according to the applicants.
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DEVELOPMENT 


Surface facilities consist of a well-equipped frame cabin 


of about 25 by 25 feet in size. Mining equipment consists of a 105 


c.f.m. compressor, jackhammer, and hand tools. 


The most extensive work done to date consists of a fair 


access road of 1-1/4 miles in length along the south flank of High 


Plateau Mountain. This road served to prospect portions of the 


Azalea Nos. 1, 2, 3, and 5 claims. An open pit of about 200 feet in 


length and 100 feet in width was excavated near the center of Azalea 


No. 1 claim to prospect the most favorable mineralized area. A. 


smaller openpit about 100 by 50 feet was excavated on the Azalea 


No. 3 claim. On the Azalea No. 4 claim, a small area was stripped 


of overburden. All of the work has been done with a No. 7 bulldozer 


on a rental basis by the operators. Several small test pits were ex-


cavated by hand. 


The applicants have done only a limited, amount of actual 


mining'work, and they have had no previous diamond drilling or ex-


tensive exploration experience. However, the prospecting work 


which they have done to date on the Azalea claims has been properly 


and efficiently performed. They are believed to be financially re-


sponsible.
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GEOLOGY 


The Azalea claims are on the steep north slope of Perido-


tite Canyon in an area of high relief. The rock exposed in the vicinity 


of the mine is chiefly peridotite with locally small patches of dunite. 


It is near the center of a 10 mile wide north-trending belt of ultra-


basic rock that is bounded on the east by the Galice formation of 


Jurassic age and on the west by Franciscan-type rocks of probable 


Cretaceous age. 


The peridotite is an olivine-rich saxonite, containing scat-


tered clots of enstatite crystals in an even-grained groundmass of 


olivine. It is slightly serpentinized overmost of the areaañdlocàlly.is 


completely serpentinized to greenish-black serpentine. The saxonite 


is distinguished by a characteristic rough surface on the outcrop due 


to the differential weathering of the olivine and enstatite, leaving the 


enstatite crystals protruding from the otherwise smooth surface. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The chr9mite bodies are irregular pods and lenses con-


taming from. a few pounds to as much as 25 tons of ore each. The 


largest lens mined was about 15 feet long, 8 feet high, and 2 feet thick 


and contained .bout .25 tons of ore that averaged about 50 percent Cr203. 


The lenses are erratically distributed and are not confined to a single 


stratigraphic horizon (fig. 2). The chromite lenses and stringers trend

Chromite, the only ore mineral present, • occurs both mas-


sive and disseminated. It has a Cr/Fe ratio of about 2. 5/1. Gangue 


minerals are olivine, serpentine, talc, chrysotile asbestos, uvarovite, 


and mica. Octahedral crystals of magnétite are found locally in the 


wash material but none have been found associated with the ore. 


About 25 tons of ore has been mined from the open pit on 


the Azalea No. 1 claim (fig. 2) and was stockpiled ready for shipment 


at the time of the examination. A grab sample of this ore contained 


51.85 percent Cr 203 and 13. 25 percent Fe, with a Cr/Fe ratio of 2. 7/1. 


About 41 tons of mill grade ore has been mined and shipped from the 


open pit on the Azalea No. 3 claim. This ore is estimated to have 


averaged from 10 to 15 percent Cr 203 . A gr.ab sample of a 1 ton 


sorted ore pile of chromite from the same pit contained 40. 75 percent 


Cr 203 and 11.80 percent Fe, with.a Cr/Fe ratio of 2.4/1.

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ORE RESERVES 


Except for a few pounds of chromite exposed as thin 


lenses in the bottoms of the open pits on the Azalea Nos. 1 and 3 


claims, there are no measured or indicated ore reserves at the 


Azalea mine, Inferred reserves may total several, hundred tons of 


ore in.lenses and pods similar in size and grade to the bodies that 


have been mined. Some of these bodies may be found by exploration 


of the numerous chromite stringers that crop out on the prOperty 


(fig. 2), others may be found by following the northeast trending 


chromite stringers in the bottoms and faces of the open pits. 


PROPOSED. EXPLORATION 


The applicants have proposed'a drilling program con-


sisting of 1, 700 feet of diamond drilling in ab.out 12 holes ranging 


in depth from about 100 to 200 fe'et to. explore for chrom'ite'bodies 


on the Azalea'No.s. 1 and 3 claims. The applicant estimated the 


cost of the drilling would be $6, 000. Additional costs of $800 to 


construct two cabins and. $100 for miscellaneous expenses were added. 


The chromite lenses that are the target of the proposed 


exploration are less than 20 feet across the greatest dimension and 


are not closely grouped nor confined to a single stratigraphic horizon. 


To diamond drill for targets of this size and distribution would re-


quire a great number'of closely spaced holes. The p'eridotite in
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which the ore bodies occur contains numerous fractures that would 


make drilling difficult and result in poor core recovery. The small 


• iamond drill (less than EX-diameter rods) that the applicants wish 


to use is not likely to yield satisfactory cores nor drill to the required 


depths. To use a machine capable of drilling larger diameter cores 


and reaching. the required depths would ma1e the cost of exploration 


prohibitive for the size and value of the targets. Underground ex-


ploration by adit or shaft would likewise cost more than the value of 


the ore reserves that can be inferred from present exposures. The 


ore is not magnetic and probably would not respondwell to geophysi-


cal methods of exploration. Actual mining of the chromite exposures 


by following the lenses and stringers is the most practical method of 


finding new ore bodies and the economics of this type of exploration 


are highly speculative.
