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INTRODUCTION

The Manor Mining Company, P. O. Box 3, Darwin, California
applied for Government assistance in a $13, 200 program under the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket Number 3853,
to explore for tungsten on their Silver Reef claims, also known as the
Mickey Sommers Claims, Inyo County, California. The applicants
wish to explore for lenses of scheelite-bearing hornfels and tactite in
limestone with a program consigting of about 1, 650 feet of diamond
drilling.

A field examination was requested by the Operating Committee,
and was made by J. D. Warne of the Bureau of Mines and H. K. Stager
of the Geological Survey on August 4 and 5, 1955 accompanied by Mr.
Tom Vignich, mine superintendent, and Mr. Bernard Kuhn, secretary,
of the Manor Mining Company.

The open pits and underground workings were inspected and
mapped. Six samples were taken to check the grade of the tungsten-
bearing material that was exposed in the workings and being p;‘ocessed
through the crushing and sorting plant on the property.

The property was explored by the U. S. Bureau of Mines in 1941
(R. I. 4475). A total of 2,472 linear feet of trenching was done by the
Bure;.u and-223 surface samples and 49 samples from underground

workings were taken and assayed. This work did not result in the dis-

covery of any minable ore bodies.






CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS s .

The tungsten deposit on the Silver Reef claims consists of errati-

cally distributed blebs and cryétals of scheelite in hornfels and tactite.
The results of the examination indicate that although the deposit con-
tains a few hundred tons of scheelite-bearing material that may be con-
centrated to yield an ore grade product, there is little probability of
finding minable bodies of tungsten ore with the proposed program.

The_.a.pplicants proposed a program consisting of 1,650 feet of
diamond drilling to search for scheelite-bearing material. The estimated
totgl cost of the proposed program is $13, 200 of which the Government's
share would be $9, 900.

The lack of a definite target, and the character of the tungsten-
bearing material exposed 01;1 the claims, make a drilling program im-
practicable for exploration of this type of deposit, and as other methods
would be more costly', no other program is warranted.

We recommend that Government assistance undei' the DMEA pro-
gram be denied.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL RESOURCES

The Silver Reef Mine is located in the New Coso Mining District,
south of Darwin, Inyo County, California (Fig. 1). The mining claims
are in secs. 25and 36, T. 19S., R. 40 E., and-secs. 30 and 31,

T. 19S., R. 41 E., M.D. B. &M.
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Darwin is reached by automobile by a 6-mile branch oil-surface
road south from State Highway No. 190 léading southward from Lone
Pine a distance of 33 miles. A fair grawel road leads south a distance
of 2.4 miles from Darwin to the mine.

The claims are situated at about 4600 feet in elevation in foot-
hills along the western slope of the Argus Mountain range. Typical
desert weather prevails in the region, with hot summers and mild
winters. Water.for mine use must be hauled a distance of about 25
miles from near Keeler, California; however, a limited supply of water
for domestic use is furnished at Darwin. Small mine supplies can be
obtained locally or from the Loos Angeles aréa about 200 miles distant.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION |

Tungsten was first mined at the Silver Reef mine property in
1941 when the Pacific Tungsten Co. began development work in the
district. The claims were originally located September 5, 1937 by
M. J. Summers (deceased); they are now held by the Summers estate
and W. V, Camp’beII. The present operators, known as the Manor
Mining Corp., hold a sublease on the property which was acquired on
May 1, 1955.

Records of total production from the property are not avéilable;
but only a small amount of mining has previously been ‘d-on_e. Mr. Ross

Present operators now employ five men, who are engaged in
removing small quantities of ore left in previous workings near the
surface and in sorting the ore to impfo.ve its grade. Their total pro-
duction to date has been 87.5 tons of sorted ore of unknown grade,
f}'om which 5800 1lbs. of concentrates were derived containing from
49 tb 66 percent WO3, with a gross value of $9, 620.

PROPERTY AND OWNERSHIP
Three ﬁnpatented mining claims, Silver Reef Nos. 1 to 3 in-

estate and Wallace V. Campbell of Darwin, Calif. The Manor Mining
Corp., the applicants and Present operators, secured the property
from Mr. Ross Finley and Nancy L. Finley, Tom Vignich, and Bé'n-
jamin Eyer of Darwin, Calif., the lessees. |

The Manor Mining Corp. is now operating on a small scale under
the supervision of Mr. Bernard Kuhn, Secretary-Treasurer. ' The
applicant has had no previous mining or exploration experience, and
he is not believed to be capable of properly planning or supervising

an exploration project.
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DEVELOPMENT |

Surface facilities consist of a small 4-ton crushing and sorting
plant, a 10 by 10 foot tool shed, and three ore storage bunkers. Min-
ing equipment consists of a Thor jackhammer with mounting, a 105
c.f.m. Ingersoll Rand compressor, a 4-wheel drive dump truck, and
miscellaneous hand tools.

Underground development (see Fig. 3) consists of three shallow
adits which explore a tungsten mineralized éone at various elevations
on the Silver Reef No. 3 claim; the north-south 248-foot Mick’ef. Sum-
mers adit on Silver Reef No. 2 claim which has several short cross-
cuts. (This adit is nearly barren of tungsten mineralization along its
entire length with the exception of a single spot near its portal); a
shallow adit (partially caved) Wi’xich has been stoped to: the surface on
the Silver Reef No. 3 claim; -and numerous other shallow open cul.ts and
trenches.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

The Silver Reef claims are in an area of moderate relief on the
southwest flank of the Darwin Hills. The rocks exposed in the vicinity
are chiefly limestone and hornfels and are part of the Keeler Canyon
formation of Pennsylvanian-Permian»age. These rocks have been in-
truded, and in places overturned, by granitic rocks of the Darwin Stock

of Cretaceous age.






The limestone in the mine area is from light gray to dark blue,

fine-grained, and thin bedded. It is locally interbedded with thin beds

of light brown to gray-green hornfels and dark brown tactite. It is

within the hornfels ad tactite that the tungsten-bearing material occurs.

The granitic rock is a dark-rusty-brown quartz monzonite that
occurs as sills and dikes in the metamorphic rocks (fig. 3).

The metarﬁorphic rocks in general trend north and di—p about 45° W.
Locally they are foldéd,contorted, and overturned. There are numerous
cross fractures in the metamorphic rocks that strike E-W and dip about
60° N. In places these fractures are coated with thin films of scheelite
but they appear to have had but little control in‘ tungsten deposition.

TUNGSTEN DEPOSITS

The tungsten-bearing bodies are in small irregular calc-horﬁféls
and tactite layers near thé contact -of guartz monzonite with the sedi-
mentary rocks. Although hornfels and tactite are common over much of
the mine area, they are tungsten-bearing only locally. Concentrations
of tungsten-bearing material from a few inches to as much as 20 feet in
diameter, and from a few inches to about 10 feet thick have been mined
near the north end of the Silver Reef No. 2 and 3 claims (fig. 3).

Scheelite, the only tungsten mineral that was seen, is dis.seminated

in the hornfels and tactite as coarse crystals and blebs as much as sev-

the host rock and the overall grade of the material in the deposit,
across mining widths, is probably about 0.3 percent W_O3.

, The subject of this incomplete application, also called the
Mickey Sommers Group, was trenched and sampled by the U. S. Bureau of
Mines in 1941. The work consisted of 2,472 linear feet of trenching,
223 surface samples and 49 samples from the underground workings, the
Mickey Sommers adit. One surface sample showed 1.31% W03, one 0.92%,
one .94%, and one 0.7%. One underground sample assayed 1.60%. No two
of the better samples came from the same spot, U. S. Bureau of Mines,

1949, R.I. WLT5.

A report by D. M. Lemmon (1948), Scheelite mineralization in
the Darwin district, Inyo Co., California says, "The Silver Reef claims,
2 miles southeast of Darwin, were prospected by numerous open pits and
trenches, and by an adit 250 feet long. No ore of commercial grade was
discovered in the workings, although scheelite occurs in small quanti-
ties over a wide area along beds and in fractures. The zone opened by
the adit is a bed of copper-stained hornfels mineralized for 300 feet

along the strike and containing small amounts of scheelite over a width
of 50 feet or more. The mineralization is irregular and discontinuous,
and the content of(WO3 is probably less than 0.2 percent.

"The best scheelite prospect on the claims is about 300 feet
north of the adit, where large crystals occur along the bedded contact
between marble and tactite. The mineralized layer is 5 to 2 feet thick
for a length of 120 feet, and might provide a small amount of sorted
ore. The content of W03 across mining widths probably does not exceed
0.35 percent."

Neither of the two reports has a general map nor does the
report which accompanies the application and it is not possible to
correlate the showings mentioned in the government report with open
cuts and short adits from which scheelite has been shipped as mentioned
in the report of the application. If the ore which has been mined by





leasers, Lund (1953), Finley and Finley, Vignich and Eyer (1954), came
from the locations sampled by the Bureau of Mines and mentioned by
Lemmon no large masses would be expected. If new and larger showings
have been uncovered more might be looked for. The writer of the
report with the application took no samples, but "lamped" the showings
and says "it is evident that much good ore of the. right character
(that is easy milling) is available."

A Field Team report is needed to reconcile the varying

observations and inferences.
