D}EA 31i.73 (195 11) application pertained to this property. 


Examiners visited the prospect October 7, l95Li.. Sand 
and gravel in a stream bed, carrying minor amounts of thorium-
bearing minerals, afforded localities of anomalous radioactivity. 
The radiation intensity of this material resulted in a maximum 
read:Lng of .05.fl/Hr, too low to be.of economic significance, and 
no exploratory work justified. 


The examiners recommended that the property owner direct 
his prospecting efforts toward locating the source of a highly 
radioactive sample, rather than exploring the placer (sand and 
gravel) material. The sample was believed to have come from a 
pegmatite source rock. 


The new applications says (AC), "Areas showing uranium, 
thorium and rare earths show one large pegmatite and numerous 
veins in ome cases cutting through granite and running SE to NW." 


The report on the DA 3 1-i-73 application does not mention 
p4matite in place. If the applicant has found a pegmatite dike 
stripping may be warranted. 


Referral to the field is indicated. Enough information 
may be with the examiners to permit evaluation of the new appli-
cation. They know the applicant. 


Referral is recommended.
