Mr. Mathias Hugo, Jr., 337 Helena Street, Ridgecrest, 


California, applied for Government assistance in a 2,OOO program 


under the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket 


DMA-3977, to explore for tungsten on the 'Grayhill and Blue Rock 


claims, Kern County, California.
