prior to and after the examination. The Third Chance property was
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previously examined September 3, 1951 by geologists ' of the U. S. 


Geological Survey. 


Mr. Sumner D. Dodge visited the DMEA Region II Executive 


Officer on December 8, 1955 and requested that his application for ex-


ploiation assistance be withdrawn. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


There is little probability of making a significant discovery of 


manganese ore at the Third Chance property. Low grade, bedded de-


posits of siliceous manganese-bearing material near Wingate Wash, 


which are partly covered by the UKIt group of claims, are of no economic 


value because metallurgical tests have previously indicated that they are 


not amenable to beneficiation. 


The remote location of the deposit, together with the lack of 


water and power, and the incompetency of the applicant, are unfavorable 


factors. Work and expenditures which they proposed were based upon 


unsoun4 speculative hopes. 


It is recommended that the application for Government assist-


ance be denied because of the small size and low grade of the mineralized 


outcrop, and the improbability that the ore has continuity either in depth 


or along the strike.

Ii.. (a) From one to ten feet of overburden have been removed with a bulldozer 
to expose two hundred feet of the outcropping vein.
