The applicant requests assistance in extending a 25-foot
shaft 66 feet to explore a bed of copper-nickel~bearing volcanic
-breccia. A core drill hole is supposed to show copper and nickel.
Copies of two assay certificates are furnished to support the claim.
One ‘shows 1.2% copper and 0.28 oz. of gold, the other 0.73% nickel.
One certificate is dated April 11, 1955, the other November 29, 1955,
but they may refer to the same sample. '

The application fails to give other analyses of the numerous
samples of ore reported analysed and no footage is given for the one
(or two) samples assayed. Outcroppings are mentioned but no sampling
of same is reported.

No information is at hand concerning this property or the
"Deering shaft", and a considerable ore body about 1/4 mile to the south.
If there are known to be numerous showings of copper-gold ore in the
vicinity an examination is probably warranted.

The applicant stated thaet semples of & 91-foot drill core
from the property assayed 1.8 percent copper and 0.73 percent
nickel; however, he failed to define the area represented by the
samples and it is impossible to determine the extent of the mineral-
ization. In addition, he neglected to describe any geological
evidence which would be favoreble for extensive copper mineralization.

I think the proposed program is wesk. Expiora.tion by the '
100 foot shaft would provide little information on the size of the
deposit, and no provisions are made for analytical costs.

Because of insufficient supporting data and an inedequate
exploration program, I recommend denial of this application for
exploration essistance in its present form.
