INTRODUCTION 


The Bear Creek Mining Company, a partnership of four 


men, do D. G. Walton, Trimmer Route, Sanger, California, ap-


plied for Government assistance in a $12, 250. 00 program under 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket number 


4215, to explore for tungsten at the Bear Creek Mine, Fresno 


County, California. The applicant wishes to explore a scheelite-


bearing tactite zone by bulldozing and drifting near their drill hole 


number 1.

CLONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Bear Creek Mine contains small scheelite-bearing 


tactite bodies in gneissic granites and schists. There are suffi-


cient bedrock exposures of host material to preclude the possibil-


ity of a large tactite body, and the tactite carries negligible amounts 


of scheelite. 


The current drilling campaign has not indicated an ore body. 


Applicants assay of 0. 74 percent W0 3 compares with the USBM 


assay of 0.

GEOLOGY AND ORE DEPOSITS 


The prospect is on. a northwest-trending ridge that is part 


of the western foothills of the Sierra Nevada. Rocks in the area are 


fine-grained schist intruded by granitic rocks of the Sierra Nevada 


batholith. Along the contact the schist has been intimately intruded 


by the granitic rock to form a gneissic granite or injection gneiss.
