The applicant requests assistance in exploring by 1,500
feet of drifting a N. 55% W., 500-foot wide crosscutting fault
zone. East and west to northeast trending shear zones cross the
fault zone. The mine is in one of the shear zones which, probably,
is more or less parallel to the strike of the country rock.
Schuette report; 1954,

Opinions appear to vary as to structural controls and
the rough map furnished with the application gives little in
support of the theories expressed. J. W. Neill writing in 1936
mentions large tonnages of ore. The tonnage ascribed to the mine
has probably been mined. C. N. Schuette, writing in 1954 says,
"I see no immediate necessity for sinking as there is enough
prospective ore-bearing ground left above the 1660 tunnel level to
provide ore for several years mining." Yet Schuette in the same
report recommends the long low level drift, the subject of this
application, the need for the full length of which is not well
established.

Unless more geologic mapping has been done than seems
likely from the reports submitted, such is warranted and probably
work is justified.

Referral to the Field Team for suitable action is

recomnended.

Opinions appear to vary as to structural controls and
the rough map furnished with the application gives little in
support of the theories expressed. J. W. Neill writing in 1936
mentions large tonnages of ore. The tonnage ascribed to the mine
has probably been mined. C. N. Schuette, writing in 1954 says,
"I see no immediate necessity for sinking as there is enough
prospective ore-bearing ground left above the 1660 tunnel level to
provide ore for several years mining." Yet Schuette in the same
report recommends the long low level drift, the subject of this
application, the need for the full length of which is not well
established.

Unless more geologic mapping has been done than seems
likely from the reports submitted, such is warranted and probably
work is justified.
