The Winnie Mine, The Winnie Number One and The Little Johnie are one group upon
which we have a leasehold called the Winnie Group and the Maren-Sophie #1, 2 and 3
which are claims located by us and join the Winnie Number One and the Little Johnie
on the West. The Winnie group produced $750, 000. 00 in gold in working prior to
1929.

In the Winnie Group claims there are 8 to 10 old workings to a depth of about 136
feet and tunnels were driven and stoped to the surface. These veins at the Sunshine
shaft bottom out at Horizontal-faut at 650 feet. There should be 450' of ore left in
these veins.

In the Maren Sophie group the workings are mostly surface workings extending about
50' below ground. In one place there is a shaft nearly 100’ deep but little working

is evident. Their: claims produced about $50, 000 in gold and tungsten for the former
owner, J. B. Peterson, deceased. (His claims lapsed after his death)

In these claims there are 8 to 10 old gold workings on East and West ledges and they
have been stoped to the surface for gold. :

In many places on these East and West ledges the veins seem to have widened and
the newer increase or Secondary filling of the fault seems to have been with sheelite
ore so there are many places in these old stopes that can be reworked for tungsten
at about 1/4 the cost of driving new tunnels and new stopes. ‘

The geology of this district is that there is a ridge of low mountains running along -
the South side of the old Owens River which is highly mineralized. At Johanesburg
it has been thrown southerly by the Red Mountain upheaval. Some of the most
significant mineralized zones on this range is the Yellow Aster.
