I have reviewed the attached application, DMEA Docket
4270, Gerelco Company, Incorporated, Méreed County, California,
dated April 30, 1956,

The application does not specifically state whether the
samples assayed were concentrates. If they were concentrates,
then a mineral_containing 16 to 18 percent titanium dioxide would
be of no commercial importance. The rutile, brookite, and ilmenite
in the sample should first be concentrated and the percentage of
each mineral in the sample reportedo Then the rutile and brookite
should be assayed and the result reported as a content of titanium
dioxide. There may be rutile or brookite in the deposit but they
may not be in sufficient concentration, oxr they may not contain
~enough titanium dioxide to be of economic valueo

The application discloses little valid infoxmation upon
which to base a favorable decision and there is a lack of support-
ing geologic datao Itlig recommended thHat the company furnish more
information on the rutile and brookite content of the ore and the
titanium dioxide content of these minerals before any action be
.taken on the application based upon the presence of rutile and

brookite on the property.

I have reviewed the attached application, DMEA Docket 4270,
Gerelco Co., Inc., Merced County, Calif., dated April 30, 1956, and
received in this office on the same day. I have also discussed it
with Joseph O. Host&d, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy
Commissione

The Gerelco Co., Inc., is desirous of exploring a property
located at Le Grand, California, for uranium, strontium, titanium,
and zirconium. An assay report of Abbot A. Hanks, Inc., attached to
the application, indicates the presence of only 0.02 percent U308
equivalent in one large sample and 0.0l5 percent U30g equivalent in
another large sample, both of which were taken from the property.
Assays also indicated the presence of from 16 to 20 percent titanium
oxide. Purported results of spectrographic analyses are shown on an
attached sketch of the property. No uranium valuss are listed.

A review of the application discloses little valid informa-
tion upon which to base a favorable decision. Apparently the appli-
cant wishes to drill 24 holes on the property at points indicated on
the sketch map. However, because of the lack of supporting geologic
data and the unfavorable analytical information, we recommsnd denial

of the application.
