The applicant requested assistance in exploring showings 
of good grade chroinite ore on each of six noncontiguous claims and 
in prospecting the unstaked. intervening ground.. 


Small pods and lenses of good grade chromite, in 
serpentine, were seen and sampled by the exm1 ners. The lenses 
occur sporadically and contain as much as 99 tons, as shown by 
work in a cut on Bright Future No. 1 claim. Boulders of chromite 
occur in the weathered serpentine but no single showing offers a 
worthwhile target for exploratory work. Results obtained in 
bufl.dozer work suggest the value of material recovered is less than 
the cost of the work and by inference no better results are to be 
expected by similar work on known showings. Searching for other 
lenses would be prospecting in the opinion of the examiners. 


The conclusions of the examiners appear justified, as is 
the recommendation of denial.

Mr. Donald E. Neuschwander, president of the Big Seven
