An application, dated Septembér 4, 1956, by R. S. Tappan,
et al (a partnership), requested Government assistance in a $1%, 900
program, docket DMEA-4469, to explore for tungsten on the Sundown
and Sunrise groupé of claims, San»Diégo»County, California.
