The applicé.nt rec'auested assistance in expioring a wide tactite-
marble-hornfels zone in a property adjoining on strike a producing mine.

Although geologic conditions on the ad.,]oming properties appear
to be similar, the examiners conclude the producing areas are,essentially,
on the westerly limb of an anticlinal structure and the low grade showings
on the referenced property are on the east flank in which there is a
notable lack of worthwhile masses of scheelite-bearing tactite.

From study of the map, Plate 88 of U. S. Gi‘yeologica.l Survey Bulletin
922-5, I conclude the most southwesterly red spot on the map, denoting :
scheelite-bearing tactite marks the then distant outcrop at what is now
No. 9 Pit. No good reference point is given, but the contour line, 7050,
appears to fit reasonably well. I assume the No. 9 'Pit is the one referred
to in the M. W. Ditto report of the application. If such is the case
and substantial production has come from the 300-foot pit which is_on or
near the crest of the anticline and according to Mr.< Ditto 4O feet deep,
it appears the ore might extend into the Ameil No. 3 Claim, as inferred by
Mr. Ditto.

If the pit, shown as No. 9 Pit, is a prosp;ect pit rather than
a mining pit as said by Mr. Ditto, the conclusion and recormmendation o;t‘
denial of the examiners are well taken and I concur with them. _.

However, as a matter of information ) I would welcome a statement
concerning the well recommended Mr. Ditto's optimistic observations.

Union of Texas Oil Company, 527 Texas National Bank
Building, Houston 2, Texas, applied to the Defense Minerals
