Although the appllcation states that copper, asbestos, gold
and silver are present, no information is provided on the grade or ex-
tent of mineralization. In fact, too _little information is given to
permit an accurate evaluation of the ‘program or Justification for the
work.

In additional, for such a small quantity of work, the super-
-vision and consultant costs seem excessive. Other costs, those for a -
cook, should be excluded.

Apparently, "little would be geined by asking the applicant
for additional necessary information. Therefore, it is recommended
that the application be referred to the Field Team for appropriate
action. - .
