Mr. C. W. Johnson, Box‘312, Hopland, ‘California applied
for Government assistance in an $8, 000, 00 program under the
Defense Minerals Exploratioﬁ Administration, docket DMEA-4525,
fo explore for chromite at the Johnson prospect, .Mendécino County,
Califofnia.
