The two samples which you recently left at our Information 
Desk have been examined in our laboratory and clas's'ified as 
follows: 


The sample in the large flat container is sandstone, a 
sedimentary rock composed prinôipally of quartz (silicon 
dioxide) and rounded rock grains. The yellow cementing 
material is carnotite (hydrous vanadate of potassium and 
uranium) and limonite (hydrous iron oxide). 


The black sample in the small ôontainer is a sandstone, 
composed principally of quartz grains cemented together with 
a black -. vanadium-bearing mineral and some carnotite. Some 
carbonaceous material is also in the sandstone. 


In accordance with your request, we are returning your 
samples to you. 


These samples are very similar to uranium and vanadium-
bearing sandstones found in the Colorado Plateau.

it illegal to permit a dog to run, track, or trail a deer during 
the closed season. In the open season the law permits one 
dog per hunter to assist in taking deer. 


Game Refuges.—Three State game refuges, No. 1–H 
(Mt. Hough), No. 1–P (Dixie Mountain), and No. 1–V 
(Smith Peak) are located within the forest boundaries. 
They provide sanctuaries for game animals during the hunt-
ing season and afford protection to breeding herds which 
supply game for the surrounding territory. Hunting and 
possession of firearms in these areas is forbidden. 


Firearms—Firearms are allowed in national forests, but 
no shooting is permitted in or near any campground or 
summer-home colony. Firearms may be transported through 
game refuges on public roads when taken apart or encased. 


Motoring and Scenic Trips—Forest Service roads and 
trails lead into remote areas or to lookout stations on moun-
tain tops. Any of the lookout stations, marked on the 
accompanying map, is well worth a visit and the lookout 
man, who occupies the station during the summer.. firesea- 
son, will gladly point out interesting places in the fórést 
below.


Commercial Accomodations 
Commercial permits are issued for resorts, stores, and 


other business developments on the forest necessary for the 
accommodation of the public. In the issuance of these per-
mits care is. taken to keep the number and location of busi-
ness projects in proportion to the need for any particular 
service so that uneconomic competition is avoided and so 
that they will not interfere with the needs of public recrea-
tion. The resorts and like enterprises within the boundaries 
of the forest provide a wide variety of locations, scenes, 
pleasures, and accommodations. 


In the towns and along the highways are auto courts, 
cabins, and private campgrounds that cater to the motoring 
vacationist. Hotels in the various towns are available to 
the visiting public in summer and winter. 


Preventing Forest Fires 
Many persons who travel or camp in the national forests 


do not know how inflammable the forest cover becomes 
in the dry summer months, how easy it is for fires to start, 
and how fast they can spread when once they gain headway. 
The Forest Service must be constantly on the alert to pre-
vent, discover, and suppress fires during, the dry season. 
But adequate protection is impossible unless every person 
who enters the forest knows the hazards from fire and 
cooperates to .reduce the risk. 	 ,. ...

INTRODUCTION 


Mr. Edward L. Gill and James L. Kendrick, 27 Stanford 


Street, Watsonville, California, applied for Government assistance 


under the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket DMEA-
