Denial of the subject application. is recommended by this 
Division based on the following information 


(1) The applicant, Andrewa Mining, P. 0. Box 492, Healdsburg, 
California, requested exploration assistance in the amount of 
$33,020.25 for reopening and rehabilitating an old adit drift, and. 
drifting along a mineralized zone reported to have been found in the 
old adit. 


2) The appTicant controls, by lease from the owner, Mr. Parmelee 
G, Cox, Healdsburg, California, one unpatented lode mining claim, situ-
ated in secs. 5 and 6, T. 10 N., R. 8 W,, and. sec. 31, T. 11 N., R. 8 W., 
M. D. 13. and N., western part of the Mayacmas Mining District, Sonoma 
County, California, and recorded in the records of Sonoma County' at 
Santa Rosa, California, as follows:

(3) The proposed program Is to re-open and rehabilitate the lowest 
adit caUed the Pacific tunnel (which has been closed for 50 years), a 
distance of 550 feet, then drift an additional 200 feet along a silica-
carbonate zone exposed in the tunnel, Proposed rehabilitation Includes 
excavation of 2,665 cubic yards of material to clear the portal of the 
Pacific tunnel. 


(4) Tn the area to be explored. under the proposed program mercury 
occurs as small lenses containing cinnabar along two parallel northeast-
trending shear zones about 75 feet apart in silica-carbonate rock, and 
in a fracture zone exposed in a cut about 400 feet N. 60 0 , from No. 2 
adit,	 The small size, erratic distribution, and low grade of the lenses 
exposed in the upper workings and on the surface do not substantiate the

applicant's statement that the mine was closed because of a decrease 
in the price of quicksilver in 1903 rather than from lack of ore, and 
that a large, low grade ore body exists at the face of the Pacific 
tunnel (Mit No. 1). No production resulted from the Pacific tunnel 
development, and no maps or records are available to support the.appli-' 
cant's statement. 


(5) The Field Team concludes that the probability of finding ore 


bodies at the Pacific tunnel level of different size, distribution and 


grade than those in the upper levels is very small, and therefore 
recommends that Government assistance under the DMEA program be denied. 
The Commodity Divisions of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of 
Mines concur in this recommendation.

The applicant proposes to rehabilitate the Pacific tunnel a 
distance of 550 feet, to drift 200 feet along a silica-carbonate zone, 
and to excavate about 2,6i5 yards of material at the portal of the 
Pacific tunnel at an estimated total cost of $33,020.25. 


Exainination of the property showed that the orejodies ex-
posed in the upper workings were neither large nor high grade and 
there is no geological indication of large or better ore bodies at 
depth.


I concur with the recommendation of the Field Team that the 
application for Government assistance be denied.

The exm1ners found little evidence in support of the 
assertion that the old mine ceased work due to the low price of 
mercury, but rather the stoppage was due to the near ethaustion of 
the close . to..surface orebodiei The ore occurs in small lense like 
bodies, rratical1y distributed, and probably the best ore has been 
discovered and mined, but 400 tons of 16.1 pound ore is inferred 
as remaining in one chimney shaped body. 


As the zone has been well explored and no blind bodies 
are to be expected, the examiners and the Field Team recommend 
that the application be denied,

An application from Andrews Mining, a partn 


Box 492, Healdsburg, California, requested.Gov  


ance in a $33, 020 program under the Defense Mini 


Administration, Docket DMEA-4676, to explore 


the Crystal Mine, Sonoma County, California. 


The mine was examined by R. G. Reeves, U. S. Geological 


Survey, and J. D. Warne, U. S. Bureau of Mines, on April 23, 


1957, accompanied by Mr. L. E. Andrews.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Small lenses of 0. 1 to 16 lb. Hg/ton ore occur along 


northeast-trending shear zones expose.d in Adit No. 2 and 


above the portal of caved Adit No. 4. The small size, erratic 


distribution, and low grade of the lenses exposed in the upper 


workings and on the surface do not substantiate the applicant's 


statement that the mine was closed because of a. decrease in the 


price of quicksilver in 1903 rather than fr:orn lack or ore, and 


that a large, low grade body exists at the end of the Pacific tunnel 


(Adit No 1). No production resulted from the Pacific tunnel 


development, and no reliable maps or records are available to 


support the applicant's. statement. It is concluded that the 


probability of finding ore bodies at the Pacific leyel of different 
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size, distribution, or grade than those in the upper levels is 


yery small, and it is therefore recommended that Government 


assistance under the DMEA program be denied, 


LOCATION, PROPERTY, AND OWNERSHIP 


The Crystal mine is in secs, 5 and 6, T. 10 N,, .R. 8 W,, 


and in sec. 31, T, 11 N, R. 8 W,, M.D:.B,.&M., in the western 


part of the Mayacmas mercury district, Sonoma County, 


California (fig. 1). The mine is reache.d over 19 miles of paved 


and graveled Sonoma County roads, and is about 12 miles airline 


northeast of Healdsburg, California. 


Mine property included in the application consists of a 


single unpatented mining claim owned by Mr • Parmelee G. Cox, 


Healdsburg, California, The claim was leased to Andrews 


Mining, a partnership consisting of Lowell E. Andrews and 


Albert L, Seip, on July 1, 1956., for a fiv'e-.year period. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Cinnabar was discovered at the Crystal mine some time 


before 1877, and since that time the mine has been operated 


under the names Pacific, Red Cloud, and Abbey. The property 


was. idle from 1903. until 1956, when it was leased to the present 


operators. The portal of the caved Pacific tunnel (adit No 1 fig. 3), 


which had been closed by a landslide for 50 years, was located by 


the present operators..
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No production was recorded from the earlier operations 


but the present operator has recovered about one flask of 


mercury from, ore produced by surface bulldozer stripping 


near the main tunnel portal. 


DEVELOPMENT 


The main and lowest underground development consisted 


of a north-trending 55.0 foot crosscut adit known as the Pacific 


tunnel (a.dit No. 1, fig. 3.). This adit, which is now caved, is 


reported to have intercepted the silica-carbonate ledge at 


about 265 feet below its outcrop; however, no evidence indicates 


that it encountered commercial ore. Another 125-foot crosscut 


adit driven 100 feet above the lower tunnel connects. with drifts 


at 40 feet from its portal and at the face, and with two shafts or 


raises open to the surface (fig, 3). Several other caved adits, 


drifts, and, other old workings exist on the property. 


A small amount of bulldozing work has been done to expose 


the silica-carbonate mineralized zone near the portal of an 


upper adit (No, 2) about 70 feet vertically above the Pacific 


tunnel level,
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GEOLOGY ND ORE DEPOSITS 


The geology of the western part of the Mayacrnas district 
1/ 


was mapped by Bailey and others, and the regional geology

is based mainly on that report. The western part of the Mayacmas 


district, is underlain by rocks of Franciscan formation of Jurassic 


age, into which has been intrude.d serpentine that is in part 


hydrotherma fly altered to silica-carbonate rock (fig. 2). The 


topography is moderately rugged, but the Franciscan and serpentine 


rocks are generally not well exposed owing to their extensive. 


weathering to soil cover; the silica-carbonate rock is generally 


well exposed owing to its resistance to weathering. A 


silica-carbonate body at the Crystal mine forms the backbone 


of a steep, north-trending ridge: (fig. 3) and outcrops are numerous. 


The lower flanks of the ridge are covere.d with thick soil, which 


supports dense brush, and, the contacts between the silica-carbonate 


rock, serpentine, and Francis cii rocks can be mostly only very 


approximately located.
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At the .C'rystal mine the Franciscan formation consists of 


thin-bedded, sandstone with shale partings. The individual 


sandstone layers are from two to six inches thick, and the shale 


is from 1/4 to one inch thick • The beds strike from N 600 W to 


west, and dip from 25° to 70° north. The Franciscan rocks are 


cut by northwesttren.ding bodies. of serpentine, believed to have 


been intruded, along shear' zones. 


The Crystal mine is near the southwestern contact between 


Franciscan sandstone and' serpentine (figs. 2 and 3). The 


serpentine was subsequently hydrothermally altered in part to 


silica-carbonate rock, consisting of carbonates, ranging from 


calcite to dolomite, ankerite, and, magnesite laced through with 


veinlets. of quartz. and calcedony. It is a .distinctive. light- to 


medium-bro'wn,and, often has a porous or pitted surface where 


carbonates have been leached from the boxwork of resistant 


silica. At the Crystal mine, the silica-carbonate forms cliffs 


and pinnacles up to 3.0 feet high. 


In the Mayacmas district the quicksilver ore bodies are. 


mostly in the. silica-carbonate rock, although at several properties 


serpentine is the host rock. The ore bodies at the Crystal.mine 


are small lenses or' pods along shear zones in the silica-carbonate 


rock.
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Ore occurs along two parallel northeas.t.strending shear 


zones about 75 feet apart in the silica..carbonate rock, and in 


a fracture. zone exposed in. a cut about 4.00 feet N 6.00 W of 


adit No. 2 (fig. 3). About 200 tons of ore, reported. by the 


applicant to be ?thigh..grade h , was mined, from a chimney about 


10 feet long, 4 feet wide, and 65 feet high between the west 


end of adit No. 2 and adit No. 3 (fig. 3) along the northwestern 


•of the two she.ar zones. An ore body about 4. feet wide. is exposed. 


for 20 feet near the mouth of the adit along the southeastern of 


the two shear zones (fig. 3). The circilar body of ore, about 


10 feet in diameter,, and 'assaying 16.1 lbs. Hg/ton, expose.d 


in the small cut, is also thought to b.e along a northeast-.tren.ding 


shear zone; but this is not certain as the area around the cut is 


mostly concealed by soil and, brush, and, the rock is ba.dly 


fractured. in several directions. 


Northwest of the Crystal mine the serpentine is under 


several patches of Franciscan rocks, which is considere.d by 


Bailey (oral personal communication) to indicate that the 


present surface of th,e serpentine body is only a very short 


distance below' the original roof. As mos.t of the cinnabar is 


commonly deposited jus't below the roof, the best ore should. b,e

exposed at the present horizon, and less and poorer grade 


ore would be expected at greater depths below the present 


surface. There is. no geological reason to infer better or 


larger ore bodies at depth. Therefore, the chance that the 


proposed drifts would cut larger or higher grade ore bodies 


appears to be' very slight. The bodies exposed or encountered 


in the upper workings are neither large nor rich enough to 


justify the expenditure necessary to find, others like them. 


SAMPLING 


Three samples were taken from the only accessible 


underground mine locations (shown in fig. Z) where some 


cinnabar was observed, and one sample from a surface cut 


above adit No. 3. Analyses. and, descriptions of these samples 


are as follows:

About 400 tons of ore assaying 16.1 lbs. Hg/ton are 


inferred in the. zone 10 feet in diameter exposed in the cut above 


the No, 4 ad.it (4.00 ft. N 60° E from adit No, 2), assuming a 


depth of 50 feet (indications are that a similar "chimney" 


between adits No. 2 and No • 3 extended. about 6.0 feet vertically), 


Another .800 tons of ore assaying less than 0,1 lbs. ,Hgfton are 


inferred in a zone 4 feet wide, 5.0 feet long, and extending 


25 feet above and below the level in the drift 40 feet from the 


portal of adit No. 2, Extensive surface stripping, and. 


underground exploration around the flanks, of the silica- carbonate 


body has failed to find any other ore, and no additional reserves 


in "blind" depos.its are inierre.d. 


APPLICANT'S PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicants propose to reopen the main or' lowest adit, 


called th.e Pacific tunnel, a distance of 550 feet, and, to perform 


200 feet of additional drifting along a silica-carbonate zone, 


This mineralizè.d zone is reported t.o have, been intercepted by 


the adit from 52.5 to 5.50 'feet with Some 'drifting done' prior to 


1903. In addition it is proposed. to: excavate about 2, 6.6.5 yards 


oLtiterial at the. portal of the Pacific tunnel to facilitate the 


rN'n1ng operation. The applicant ! s proposed cost of the work 


is $33,020.25,	 .	 ..	 . 
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The applicant's estimated unit costs for performing the 


work are too high, and their previous mining or exploration 


experience is limited.
