feet wide by 25 feet deep along dip. One-fourth 
of this block is fluorspar estimated at 1,000 tons. 


Claim No. 2: Inferred dimensions of vein:

Comments: The two outcropping veins referred to above contain 
the only significant ore on the claims. Sixteen 
samples were taken to determine the approximate 
fluorspar content of the deposit. The Examiners found 
the deposit to be of small size and discontinuous. The 
Applicants base their proposal on the premise that the 
area contains a large bedded replacement deposit. After 
consultation with the Examining Ehgineers, the Applicants 
concluded that the property is not likely to be a profit-
able venture and they expected to withdraw their applica-
tion. 


Recommendations: The Division of Nonmetallic Minerals and the 
Commodity Members of the Geological Survey and the 
Bureau of Mines concur in the Field Team's recoinmenda-
tion to deny the application, based principally on the 
small size and discontinuity of the deposit.

A moderate tonnage of ore has already been exposed on the 
property; and the grade is fair to good for metallurgical-use fluor-
spar. The poor chance, however, of finding additional large reserves 
makes the property unfavorable for DIIEA purposes. For that raon 
I agree with the recommendations of the Field Team for denial of the.

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INTRODUCTION 


On June 21, 1957, Mr. Walter W. Johnson, representing 


Johnson and Maxfield, Room 660, R. Stanley Dollar Building, 


141 Battery Street, San Francisco, California, applied to the 


Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, docket DMEA-4769, 


for Government assistance. in a $3.6, 754.44 program to explore 


for fluorspar on the Lawrence fluorspar claims in Inyo County, 


California. 


A field examination was requested by the Operating Committee 


and was made on July 29 and 30, 1957 by Glenn G. Gentry, U, S. Bureau 


of Mines, and J. E.. Carlson, U. S. Geological Survey, accompanied by 


Mr. Ray H.. Lawrence who represented the applicant. Sixteen samples 


were ta1en to determine the approximate fluor spar content of the deposit. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Lawrence claims contain a moderate tonnage of metallurgical 


grade fluor spar. Results of the examination indicate that this deposit 


probably contains several concentrations. of fluorspar along two veins 


similar to those partly exposed. Although it is inferred that additional 


ore may be dis covered along the strike and down the dip of the veins, 


and reserves of 3, 500 tons, averaging 60 to7O percent fluor spar are 


inferred, it is concluded that the small size and discontinuity of the 


deposit do not justify exploration. 
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The applicant believed that the area contains a large bedded 


replacement deposit of fluorspar and he proposed to explore the 


area by tenching 'and. diamond drilling. 


The geology of the deposit and economic considerations were 


discussed with the applicant who has now concluded that the property 


is not likely to be a profitable venture for his company and is 


expected to withdraw his application.

ORE RESERVES

The applicant proposes to ezplore for fluorspar deposits 
on three mining claims located at the north end. of the Panamint 
range in California. The proposed project would consist of a total 
of 250 feet of trenching in five trenches and. 3,000 feet of Ax core 
drilling, all at a total estimated, cost of $36,755. 


From the applicant' a descriptions and maps it is not pos-
sible to tell exactly where his claims are located.. No significant 
amounts of fluorspar have ever been produced in Inyo County. It 
appears, however, that there are some geological similarities, mainly 
in rock types, between the applicant' a property and. the Iisy fluorite 
mine at Beatty, Nevada, some 30 miles to the east. The ]isy mine 
has been a good fluorite prOducer. 


There does not appear to be sufficient information in 
Washington files by which an ade%uate appraisal of the property could 
be made. I recommend, accordingly, that the application be referred 
to the Field Team for further action. 


The applicant states that he owns several items of min{ng 
machinery and. that he proposes to rent that equipnent to the joint 
venture at prevailing rates. Such an arrangement would not be in 
accord with usual EI4EA operating procedure.
