The rocks exposed in the vicinity of the claims are ándesite 
and granodiorite. The andesite is part of a cover of volcanic 
flows, tuffs, and agglomerates of Tertiary age about 2 1 000 feet 
thick that overlie granitic rocks of the Cretaceous Sierra Nevada 
batholith. . 


Overlying the granodiorite in most of the claim area are 
interlayered andesite flows, tuffs, and agglomerates, about 
200 feet thick. The uranium minerals are localized along 
fractures and Joints In the altered rocks. 


On the Gopher Hole No. 1 claim, there Is a steeply-dipping 
mineralized fracture zone in altered andesite tuff exposed by 
an open cut. The zone is about one foot wide and is exposed, 
along the strike about 10 feet and 10 feet down dip and probably 
terminates at the granodiorite contact 30 feet below the outcrop.

Administration, docket DMEA-4781, for Govern 


a $26.,598 program to explore for uranium on the Gopher Hole claims,

A field examination was requested by the Operating Committee 


and was made by B. H. Sheahan, U. S.. Bureau of Mines, and 


H. K. Stager, Ti. S. Geological .Survey, on July 23, 1957, accompanied 


by Mr. J. C. Hensley, secretary-treasurer, representing the 


applicant. 


A careful inspection was made of the mineralized .exposures 


using , a Detectron, model DG-2, geiger counter and a Precision, 


model 11 lB., scintillation counter. A sketch map was made of the 


surface exposures and three samples were taken of the mineralized 


material. 


The property was examined by representatives of the 


U. S. Atomic Energy Commission, in 1955, and a report (No. PRR-R-48) 


prepared for the A.E. C.. files, states in part: "Potential for future 


production--very small or nil", and, that the property does not 


warrant further attention.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The deposit at the Gopher Hole uranium prospect consists 


of a narrow, low-grade, uranium-bearing fracture zone in 


intensely altered ande site resting on granodiorite.
