The applicant filed two previous applications
to explore for tungsten on thls property. The
first, Docket 3362, was withdrawn,and the second,
Docket 4766, was denied. Since the latter action,
only about 10 feet of tunneling has been done.

Two previous examinations have been made
and both included appraisals of molybdenum as well
as tungsten and copper potentlals. Accordingly,
a report and recommendation 1s being made without
a third examinatilon. ’

The deposit consists of small molybdenum,
tungsten and copper-bearing tactite lenses in
diorite. Concentrations of the best materlal
are small, marginal in grade, and erratically
distributed. There is no geologic evidence that -
deposits of higher grade or larger size might be
found. .No worthwhile exploration targets exist.

The property contains a 60-foot and a 145-foot
adit, about 145 feet of other underground workings,
and two shallow open cuts., In the previous
examinations 12 samples of mineralized exposures
were taken. Contents ranged from < 0,01 to 0.07% Mo,
< 0.01 to 0.21% WO,, and 0.01 to 0,65% Cu. By
careful mining and Sorting, several hundred tons
of marginal ore could be mined from one exposed
depos it.

Denial of the application is recommended.
