ARTICLE I Authority and scope.--({a) This contract, entered into under the asuthority of Public
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. & 641 - 646), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begin-the work-on or before Z’ng/ ¥ IZ ZZ{ ﬁ , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7
ate

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 18 months from the date of the contract.

(b) Tne deécription of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations;betc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-

fied in Exhibit A. The estiﬁated total cost of the work is &_EE;EE%Z__L‘ The Government will con-

tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of § 2]-5100
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c) Interest computation,-~- Simple interest at +the rate of 6-5§§ percent

shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--{a) The Operator repreéents and undertakes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's

right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(1f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of
the 1and (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(¢) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encuinbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument’/shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights .to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated,
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shell become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.:-(a)  Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide
suitable and adequate equlpment facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a).

(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. ' The Government may make pdyments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operstor.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) - Operator's records --The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and sudit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

(v) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in
three sections as follows:

(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

eomplete assay data, adequate geologlcal and englneering maps’ .or sketiches, and a summary of the work performed
and the unit costs thereof.

() Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production.

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(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain hi§ interest in the land),'shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: ’

(1) irrespective.of any cerpification of possible production--frcm the date of the contract
until the lapse of the time withizi which the Government may issue such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by:fhe Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs

(2)» if the Government issues a certification of possible produgtion--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed By the Government is
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. .

(c) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds

(including any bonuses, premiums, ailowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the

form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
_on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paysble by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. '

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,
or used in integrated cperations, as the case may be.

(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the
lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, a1t its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government mekes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value théreof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Covernment a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(h) Governmeut not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then
performed; and

(2) +the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. )

(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must -be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not
performed when the notice was given, and
(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U.8.C. 35-45), is subject to the following
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962.

(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in.excess of eight hours in any calendar day or
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may
be.

In 1933, Lloyd Mason acquired the mine, formed the
stock company known as Pyramid Gold, Inc., and réallj went to work on
the Pyramid, Mason kept a fivezgtamp mill operating from 1933 to 1937,
and in this perlod produced more than $15Q1990.00 in gold bullion. 1In
1937 the mine was closed down, and has not beenAreopened since, I worked
for Mr, Lloyd Mason on the 105 fdof level of the Pyramid, driving a drift
on the vein to the West from the shaft., There was good gold in thié afea
of the vein, and this is the point I have been trying to reach in trying to
reopeﬁjthe old shaft, I spent ten ﬁonths'and $10,000,00 trying to spile

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INTRODUCTION

The Pyrémid mine, located in Mariposa County, California, was explored
by Pyramid Mines, Inc., P.0. Box 5, Hornitos, California by means of
crosscutting, drifting, and raising. The work was done in cooperation
with the Office of Minerals Exploration, Docket No. OME-6340, Contract No.
2186, dated April 17, 1964. The cost of the project was $42,200.00 of
which the Govermment's share at 50 percent was $21,100.00.

The work began May 4, 1964 and was completed November 1, 1964. An
examination of the coﬁpleted work was made March 8, 1965 by Paul V. Fillo,
Acting Field Officer, OME, Region II, accompanied by Mr. James Collord,

President and General Manager of Pyramid Mines, Inc.

SUMMARY

The purpose of the project wasAto explore for gold-bearing ore. bodies
by means of a crosscut adit, drifting, and réising along the Pyramid vein
Which lies between andesite on the hanging_wall ahd a series of tuffaceous
slates, shales, and schists on the footwall. The project consisted of
70 hours of bulldozing an access road, preparing a portal and dumping areas
600 feet éf crosscutting and drifting, 400 feet of fimbering, 120 feet of
timbered raising, and assaying-of 160 samples for gold.

The crosséut was advanced 292 feet ot the nyamid véin, and - at this
time the crosscut work broke into a stopéd area along the vein structure.
Undef these conditions there is little hope of making a significant

discovery under the OME project.





At the 226-foot mark in the crosscut, the operator drifted along
a weak fault zone in the footwall of the Pyramid vein in a southeasterly
direction for 228 feet where the rock formation changed to andesite and
the quartz vein faulted south of the drift. 'At the lSO-fﬁot mark in
the drift, a short raise was drivén to the 105 ft. level of the original
mine level that was mined from the caved incline shaft. The work on the
105 ft. level verified that the reserves had been depleted from the early
mining operations.

As a last fesource, the operator drilled nine 30- to 40-foot long
holes in the drift to test the Pyramid vein for values and width. He
also testéd the footwall northeasterly from the drift. The results of
. the long holes showed negative in gold values. Thirteen assays for gold
were expended under the contract. No ore was mined during the period of
the contract and no royalties were paid - to the Govérnment.

On May 25; 1965 thé operator submitted his Final Report and it was

accepted by this office.

CONQLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The crosscut work was a disappointment in disclosiné values 6n the
Pyramid vein since the work broke into the old diggings of the mine.
There is little hope of‘making a significant discovery under these con-~
ditions and additional work through Govermment assistance is not recom-’

mended; no certification of discovery is warranted.





LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The area explored in fhe Pyramid mine is located northeast of
Hornitos, California about 9.2 miles. The property may be reached from
Hornitos by traveling north 7.l miles on a paved road, then turn left on
a dift road and travel 1.2 miles, then turn left on an unimproved dirt
road passing through a gate and traveling 0.3 miles, then‘pass a second
gate, which is kept locked at all times, tra&el 0.6 miles to the Pyramid
mine property. |

Fresno, California, about 100 miles southwest of Hornitos, is the
closest city for mine supplies and materials. Winter operation can be

difficult at times but year round operation is feasible.

wall of the Pyramid structure, driving toward the incline shaft. At the <L ‘10
face of this crosscut, a fair amount of sulfides are exposed, but the. szfy
results are negative for visible gold showings.

An inspection of the old stopes, where the OME crosscut broke through, was
made and the westerly end of the quartz vein is definitely pinching down to

a few_inches. In all probabllitles, any significant discoveries beyond this
point is remote.

The intersection of old workings, by a crosscut tunnel driven under O.M.E.
contract, necessitates re-evaluation of the project.

Work by the present Pyramid management, prior to the contract, consisted
of rehabilitation of the caved shaft from the collar to a point near the
65-foot level, where work was stopped as water interfered. The objective
was’ to explore footwall rock near the 105-foot level where gold deposi- -

\ .ketion was accentuated by a "roll", or change in dip. As an alternative to
\go,shﬂ further shaft rehabilitation, a crosscut adit was driven, with O.M.E. help,
400 to intersect the vein approximately 84 feet below, and 170 feet west of .
1Kbx the shaft collar. At the point of intersection the adit broke into old - M
1 Zgg workings of the 105-foot level. The difference in elevation of tracks at .
' this point is %igfeet. Workings of the 105-foot level consist of %;Q feet-

gﬁ;>3-of drift along the main vein and a stope 100 _feet long; 4O feet of foot-

ﬁ wallgﬁrosscut; and 4O feet of drift on a footwall structure. The level is
accessible except eastward beyond caved ground near the shaft. The track
gradient is upward, from east to west, at 3 percent or more, and as a re-
sult, water stands 2 feet deep at the east end.

A description of the extent of the workings was found in Bureau of Mines
Bulletin 424, Part 2, 1940, pp. 120-121, and was combined with information-
obtained by Brunton, and tape survey in the preparation of &accompanying
map. - Samples of vein material, consisting mostly of quartz, with minor ED
sulfides, and schistose tuff, were taken for gold_assay from surface out-
crops, at the point_exposed by the adit, and on the 105-foot level. Vein °
material and the most prominent recognizable geologic structures were map--
ped, and a plane-of-vein section made of the 105-foot level and stope.





Tonnage and Grade

N . i
Production is recorded for each year, 1933 through 1942, Average grade
was O. 67 ounce of gold per ton for the total production of 4,000 ounces, *
but this does not reflect the problems of operation. .High-grade ore was
found in 1934, and resulted in the year's average grade of 3. .'[ ounces N
per ton; in 1936 2.5 ounces per ton; in 1940, 0.72 ounces per ton; and
in 1942, 1.4 ounces per ton. In contrast, the grade in 1933 was O. 16 -~
ounce per ton; in 1935, 0.13 ounce; 1937, 0.19 ¢ ounce; 1938, 0. 15 ounce; .
1939, O. 3& ounce; and 1941, 0.28 ounce. Twelve tons of ore was produced
during theé last year of operation, 1942, and probably is the result of a
serious search throughout the mine, to find ore of economic grade.

By volume, it is evident that about one-third of the rock milled during
these years came from the 105-foot level. Bulletin 42k records that 500 .
tons of high-grade ore was mined from the 65 foot level.

Geology

The quartz vein, 1 to 4 feet in thickness, follows a northwest-southeast
contact between diorite (2) and agglomeratic tuff. As exposed on the 105- foot
levelrglt dips 74‘ south at the west end and flattens to 55° near the shaft.

A footwall split occurs between the 105- and 65-foot levels and mey have
influenced the deposition of gold in footwall fractures, and is the "target"
area of importance to Pyramid management. Evidence that favorable footwall
structures were sought in previous mining is present in the 105- foot level -
stope and drift.

Exploration Possibilities

1. Pyramid management insists its interest lies in exploring the foot-
wall area near the shaft, to be made accessible by 150 feet of drift from
the adit.

2. Spiling through 20- hO feet of caved. area, or this distance of new
footwall drift, from the east end of the 105 foot level, also will accom-
plish the task of exploring near the shaft. However, worklng conditions
through the old 105 -foot level drift are unfavorable -- adverse grade for
tramming, a minor drainage problem, and double handling of waste.

3. By drifting westward from the west face of the 105-foot level, a ,
minor tonnage of low-grade ore will be developed. There is no evidence
that commercial grade ore should be expected.

4. No information is available regarding mineralization below the
105-foot level. The extent of the 176-foot level drifts “may indicate the
11m1t of mineralized quartz_on that level. A program of diamond drilling
would confirm the extent of the vein in depth.





Recommendations

Pyramid's choice of an exploration target is high-grade rock associated -
with footwall structures, preferably near the shaft. Access to this .
area now is available through the 105-foot level. An interim program of .-
small-scale exploration and prospectlng, by Pyramid may provide leads to.~?
mineralization of sufficient interest_to warrant reactlvatlon of the con-,
tract. The 150 -foot footwall drift proposed by Iyramld ‘'should only be - ¢
started after acceptable results are obtained.

Exploration in other‘ggeas, described under Exploration Possibilities
are not recommended.

Mine Samples

The assay report on 31 samples taken has not been received. Low gold
content in most samples is anticipated.

ARTICLE I Authority and scope.--{a) This contract, entered into ;%der the authority of Public ~
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. § 641 - 6U6), consists of this form, the
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed.
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator

shall begin-the work.on or before , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7
(Date)

and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within égfy months from the date of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations;'etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-

fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work 1s $ HeZ 284, Tme Government will con-

in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(0) Interest computation.-- Simple interest at the rate of percent

shall accrue from the dates Federsl funds are made available until the period specified for payment of
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest.

"(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligeation there-
under without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.-ﬁ(a) The Operator represents and undertekes that Annex I
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's

right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(v) Tme Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and

(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of
the land (1essor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:






(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument/shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated,
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a).

(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE L. Contribution by the Government.--The Covernment will make its contribution on the basis of
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisionsl only,
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may meke payments for
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator.

(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in
three sections as follows:

(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed;
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

" (¢) Final report . --Upon completion of the work or términation of the Gévernment's obligation to con-
tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition
to the final.monthly report) “"This, final report shall include & geological and engineering evmluation of the
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work,
gomplete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maeps or sketiches, and a summary of the work performed
and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of productlon

(e) Complisnce with reguirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's réports,
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--IF the Government considers that mineral or
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether .or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain hié interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or -produced from the land as follows: ’

until the lapse of the time withizi which the Government may issue such certification or until the
total net amount contributed by;fhe Government is fully repaid with iinterest, whichever occurs
first; or

(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible produgtion--for a period of ten
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is

) fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Payment of royalty.--(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds

(including any bonuses, premiums, allowantes, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the

form sold (ore, concent¥ate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point);

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions
~on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and

assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a

carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross

proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used.

The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting,
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable
form.

(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held,
or.used in integrated cperations, as the case may be.

(4) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the
lapse ofisix'months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used.
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government mskes its election, the Government's royalty on
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in Federsl income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby
grants to the Covernment a lienr upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

~ (f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets.
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer.

(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(n) Government not obligated to buy.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--{a) If the Government determines that
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then

performed; and .

(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

(b) If the Covernment determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required,
thereupon:

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
‘this' contract.

The decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall Ye final and
conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous; or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by
substantial evidence.

The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized
representative. '

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that
it is of a character specifieda in the work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U.s.C. 35-45), is subject to the following
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962.

(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in.excess of eight hours in any calendar day or
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may
be.

(v) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to sueh District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidatedfdamages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the
sum 0f $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. '

(¢c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.--The Office of Minerals Exploration may
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator
or subcontractor, suchisums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any 1li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph.

ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland
Act, as amended (40 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 u. s. C.
87h3 are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits .

Pyramid Mines, Inc., Post Office Box 5, Hornitos, California, submit-
ted an application for OME assistance and requested a loan to explore the:

County, California. The application was assigned Docket No. OME-6340 and
referred to this office for consideration and for a field examination, if
necessary. The application included an estimated total cost of $40,765.20
to perform exploratory work consistihg of 60 hours of bulldozer work, pre-
paring an access road and portal site; 360>feetiof crosscutting?_EOO‘feet
of drifting, and 120 feet of raising.

On March grand 19}J 1964, a field examination was made by Paul V. Fillo,
acting field officer, OME, Region II, accompanied by James Collord, president
of Pyramid Mines, Inc. |

The maps of the applicants, which were included with their applicatioen,
were examined and compared with geological éxposures on the_sﬁrface and in
the mine workings. In evaluating the property, the Acting Field Officer
studied in detail the geology of the inclined shaft workings and took chip

samples of the quartz vein.

SUMMARY

The gold deposits occur in relatively low-angle 3partz'and quartz-

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Pyramid mine is located approximately 9.2 miles northeast of
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Hornitos, California, ﬁhe nearest settlement (Fig. 1). The property is
located in E 1/2, SE 1/4 sec. 15, T. 4 &., R. 16 E., MDB&M, Mariposa
County, California. The property may be reached from Hornitos by travel-

Accompanying their application, the applicants have submitted evidence
showing they were unsuccessful in securing from banking institutions a loan

for exploration purposes. They proposed to finance their share of the
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exploration costs through corporation funds and sale of corporation stock.

Mine Development

The principal mine working is a caved incline shaft that was rehabili-
tated to the 75-foot level by the applicants. The work was”stopped on
account of the timber was taking on more weight than it could stand and
this discouraged their efforts to continue the rehabilitation program. The
quartz structure (vein) is exposed in the shaft as well as on the surface
west of the shaft where the applicants bulldozed the surface for TOO feet.:

The features shown on topographic maps may be arranged in
three groups—(1) water, including seas, lakes, rivers, canals,
swamps, and other bodies of water; (2) relief, including
mountains, hills, valleys, and other features of the land surface;

(3) culture (works of man), such as towns, cities, roads, rail-

roads, and boundaries. The symbols used to represent these
features-are shown and explained below. Variations appear on
some earlier maps, and additional features are represented on
some special maps. .

All the water features are represented in blue, the smaller
streains and canals by single blue lines and the larger streams
by double lines. The larger streams, lakes, and the sea are
accentuated by blue water lining or blue tint. Intermittent
streams—those whose beds are dry for a large part of the year—
are shown by lines of blue dots and dashes.

Relief is shown by contour lines in brown, which on a few
maps are supplemented by shading showing the effect of light
thrown from the northwest across=the-area represented, for the
purpose of giving the appearance of relief and thus aiding in
the interpretation of the contour lines. A contour line repre-
sents an imaginary line on the ground (& contour) every part
of which is at the same altitude above sea level. Such a line
could be drawn at any altitude; but in practice only the con-
tours at certain regular intervals of altitude are shown. The
datum or zero of altitude of the Geglogical Burvey maps is mean
sea level. The 20-foot contour 'would be the shore line if the
sea should rise 20 feet above mean sea level. Contour lines
show the shape of the hills, mountains, and valleys, as well as
their altitude. Stecessive-contour lines that are far apart on
the map indicate a gentle slope, lines that are close together
indicate a steep slope, and lines that run together indicate a
~cliff.
