However, we
would not recommend a specific process without detailed information
as to the mineralogy of the deposit.

We understand the Del Norte nickeliferous laterites occur
as remnants on the Klamath peneplain in the Rattlesnake-Red Mountain
area of California, similar to the Nickel Mountain deposit near Riddle,
Oregon. At Riddle the laterite is derived from subjacent ultrabasic
rock and the nickel is in the form of garnierite, (HzN:) (Mg) (S:O4)

+ n H,0. The better ore contains some 1.5 percent nickel. Samples
taken by the California Division of Mines in the Rattlesnake and Red
Mountain area, California, showed 0.56 to 1.02 percent nickel for
surface samples, and 0.83 to 1.16 percent nickel for samples augered
from 9 to 11 feet deep. Available data does not describe exploration
in the Rattlesnake-Red Mountain area since the trenching done in 1956.

The Riddle, Oregon ore has been reduced to ferronickel by the d'Ugine
process.

Enclosed is a poorly prepared application from Laterites, Inc., of
6529 Bannock Way, Las Vegas, Nevada, requesting financial assistance for
a gold and platinum exploration project in northern California.

The area on Little Rattlesnake Mountain in Tps. 15 and 16 N., R. 2 E., is
the same as that covered by an earlier DMEA application for nickel
exploration (DMEA-4034). The earlier application was denied on the basis
that insufficient preliminary prospecting had been done by the applicants
to indicate the possibility that exploration would disclose significant
quantities of even marginal-grade nickel ore. I think the present
application for gold and platinum could be denied on the same basis.

There are no assays that indicate the presence of gold and/or platinum

on the property. There are no geologic maps or reports to indicate where
the proposed work should be done. There are no copies of letters to banks,
that outline the kind of work or costs proposed, for which funds were
refused. There is nothing to indicate the competence of the applicant to

undertake the exploration.
